of the Executive. From slightly dlf-

lie, as the result of personal experi
once and deliberate conviction, by

Emeu IIoot and Philander C.'Knox
and more recently by Hoiiert Lansing
as to the Department of State; and,

as to the hybrid and amorphous De-

partment of the Interior, by Secretary
Lake upon retiring after seven years
of most intelligent and valuablo scr-

vice therein. Dr. Uutixr calls the
Interior Department tiie waste basket
of our Government. Its case, however,
is only an extreme oxample of the
unscientific development and the

. costly duplication of effort and the
crazy patchwork of unrelated parts
which affect nearly every one of the
Executlvo departments and call, for
heroic treatment for the restoration
of efficiency and economy.

Tills Is not an academic question
but one of urgent Importance to the
usefulness of administrative methods
nnd of commanding interest to the
overburdened and bewildered taxpay
ers. Jn the swift growth of Federal
business the original simplicity of the
distribution of functions among the
several departments has been plas-

tered over, many layers thick, with
confusion, unnecessary and extrava-
gant duplication and conflicting per-

formance, now many billions of dol-

lars the misplacements have cost the
country will never be known until
the gods of arithmetic and bookkeep-

ing hold their final Judgment day.
It is an illustration of Dr. But-

ler's powers of nccurato perception
and comprehensive grasp of both
principles and details that his mind
should go so straight and so surely
to this unquestionable need of reor-

ganization In the administrative ma-

chinery of the National Government.

His other suggestions in this particu-

lar are sane, simple and concrete.

There Is xio"iing nebulous about the
political philosophy which Oils man
of extraordinary personality has cre--

nted for himself by observation and
thought His statesmanship is prac-

tical and common-sensibl- e in every

chapter and verse. You may search his
writings without discerning a single

vision of the sort that inhabit the
horizon.

He Is a man of
vision, It is true, in the healthy sense

jhat differentiates the man of vision

from the visionary. The yoIccs he
hears are not wafted down to sent!

San Remo to Decide the Fate of
Albania.

The present conference at San

Itemo, it Is stnted, will definitely de-

termine the status of Albania. This
country, which been struggling
for its independence for the .past
quarter of a century, and dur-

ing all that time has been practically
without any recognized government,

remains the one minor European land

the fate of which has not been settled
or for there has not been for-

mulated some plan of future govern-

ment or control.
The reason for this has not been

the insignificance of Albania but
rather the Important position which

It holds as n western key to the linl-ka- n

States and the controlling posi

tion which it occupies on the eastern
Adriatic shore. Any question regard

the adjudication of a part or the
whole of Albania thus Involves both

the Balkan and the Adriatic ques-

tions and the rights claimed by

Greece in the south, Serbia on the
east, Jugo-Slavl- a on the north and
Italy on the coast.

Cokstasuse A. Chekbezi, the rep

banian provisional Government, re
cently made a statement In. which he
said that un understanding had been

reached between and Jugo
