The
purposes for which tho money is to bu
epent may bo summarized thus: For-
eign missions, 107,S61,488; home mis-
sions, $109,940,037 ; American educa-
tion, J78.S37.431 ; religious education,
15.931,925 ; hospitals nnd homes, J5.UC,-46- 5;

ministerial relief and pensions,
J20.510.299.

Vnder foreign missions are included
projects for health education nnd for
tht cstabllohment and mulntenanco of
schools and colleges. There aro medi-
cal missions also for combining health
with tho teaching of tho principles of
Christianity. In tho home mission field

aro projects for work among aliens and
negroes, rural Actions and the dovelop.
ment of denomination colleges. A
third especially Important project Is tho
ministerial relief and pension fund to
bo established,

In tho slngio campaign aro combined
182 separate appeals, including that of
tho Northern IJaptlst Convention for
(130.633,000, tho Congregational Church
for $16,508,470, tho Disciples of'Chrlst
for $12,501,138, tho Methodist Episcopal
Church for $34,485,737, tho Presbyterian
Church for $44,970,000 and tho 8ocloty
of Krlomta for $4,532,081.

Charles M. Schwab wrote: "In astronpr
religious hentiment lies th? firmest
foundation for tho preservation of our
civilization." This opinion Is shared by
Judgo Clary, who believes that "a gen-

uine religious campaign is of the highest
Importance In combating tho Uolshe-vl- st

spirit," Frank A. Vanderllp .pre-

fers tho phrase "spiritual rovlval" to
"religious revival," for ho feels that "it
Is npt so much a matter of pcoplo ac-

cepting tho tents of denominational
churches as it is the genuine funda-
mental spiritual awakening that we
need,"

Others replied similarly, one writer
saying, "wo have too much churchanlty
and too little Christianity." President
Hlbbcn of Princeton wrote: "Tho spirit
of Christianity alone can cope success-
fully with those Influences steadily grow-
ing In our country which tend to destroy
our great Institutions." and Jacob Gould
Schurman of Cornell suggests that tho
greatect need Is to get back to the
Golden Itule.
