pledged to sell only standardized goods
and to sell no shoes above tho flxed
prices.

Shoes wero to be marked to show tho
c!n.s to which they belonged, and copies
ef the regulations and the retailer's
pledge wero to be posted In all shoe
stores. Manufacturers all accepted th
terms, because they were Insured prior-t!- v

for fuel and transportation: and they
aprord to furnish no shoes to retailers
who would not give the desired pledge.
T ie memorandum says:

I have no doubt the cost of manu-
facturing, handling and sale of shoes
could be very substantially reduced If
the manufacturers, wholesalers and
