After unsuccessful trial Portu-
gal abandoned hope of becoming a
ivanufacturing country : raw mate-
rialy were difficult to obtaln and her
industries were wenkened by strikes
and lnbor dlfficulties. Her only cer-
taln dependence apparently was on
agriculthre, the growing of frults and [
the production of wine,

In this slituatlon the nation turned
to the study of the tourist. The
