Oxfoul - Cambridge Team

Takes Two Mile Title
in 7:50 2-- 5.

ILLINOIS MEN SECOND

lrcnn Is Third mid Cornell

Fourth in Feature on

Franklin Field.

PiihudeU'HM., May 1. Leading nearly

all the way and smashing the world'
records to smithereens, four English
runners representing Oxford and Cam-brldc- o

thts afternoon won tn American
Intercollegiate championship two mile
relay race, which featured the annual
carnival of the University of Pennsyl-
vania on Franklin Field.

While the shouting thousands in tht
' stands, forgetting for the nonce alt

questions of nationalism In their admira-
tion for the remarkable performances of
the Briton, rolled salvo after alvo ot
cheers acros the" historic cinder path,
the team from across the Atlantic es-

tablished Its supremacy over the best.
In America In no uncertain manner.
Illinois finished second, about forty
yards behind the Englishmen, while
Pennsylvania was third by twenty yards.
Cornell finished fourth.

The time was 7 minutes 50 5 wc-ond- s,

as against the best previous mark
of 7 minutes 53 seconds. Yale's four,
with the late Johnny Overton running
the final half mile, set that record for
colleges hero four years ago. The Irish
American Athletic Club of New York
set a similar standard for the world In
1910.

A Dramatic Stracic'e.
It was a tense race tills struggle for

what was tantamount to the world's
championship for the two mile In relays
of half a mile. It was a dramatic strug-
gle, too, replete with Fpurts and coun-

ter spurts as the Americans In pursuit
realized that to England was golnr; a
title, to win which tho visitors had not
been conceded a very strong chance.
But the Britons ran as they never had
mn before. To a man they exceeded
themselves and turned In performances
which they had not been thought capable
of recording.

Tatham was first on the trade for the
Britons and he ran second. Cornell wa
showing the way and going at the task
strongly. Then Stallard took up the
running for the Briton. He was second
at the three-quarte- r, but as he neared
the ?nd ho set out at a terrific clip and
gradually tore Into tho lead. When he
relinquished hU baton to the third
runner from oversea Mllllgan Oxford
and Cambridge were In tho lead. As he
crowed tho line Stallard fell unconscious.
The strain had been a little to much for
him. and llttlo wonder, for he ran as If

mad.
Once the Englishmen were e lead

they stayed there. Mllllgan added to
tho advantage which Stallard had
handed to him. and then came Iludd, the
greatest of the Britons. Rudd set out to
mako It fifty yards at tho finish, and he
came pretty close to that lead. Iludd
showed tremendous power and speed In

hsl half mile.
Americans Hare It Ont.

In the last" quarter mile It no longer
was a question? of beating the Britons.
Rudd demonstrated that he had the race
well In hand. But among the American
anchor rne'n a great battle developed for
secorifl place, and this went to Illinois
in a great finish with Pennsylvania.
Cornell came up fairly strong, but In a
t'osttlon very disappointing to those who
had taken too much for granted dur
ing the runnlnir of the first halt mile.

The first mile saw tho crowd side
strongly with the Americans mainly
with Pennsylvania, the home college. But
us the Britons went Into the leaa ana
showed remarkable bursts of speed and
gameness the crowd began to forget its
partisanship and cheer for the best men
cn tho track. It was a great demon-
stration of the fair mlndedness of the
American sporting public and It went
to 'tho hearts of the Oxford and Cam
bridge runner.a Thoo cheers made
them feel that they were at home.

IVevIaus to the race the men from
England were not regarded very highly.
The Illinois men came out boldly with
a statement that they were out to do
7 minutes and SO seconds and to knock'
the former record of 7 111 cold. Amen
officially Iowa State College which
made a Western record of 7:531-- 5 last
Saturday 'at Dos itolnes, and defeated
Illinois, said nothing, but the men were
keyed up to real fighting pitch. Penn
partisans were confident, but as Gustaf.
son suffered from an attack of sciatica
in one of his legs, those keen on the
form of the team did not give Penn a
chance. The Oxford-Cambridg- e team
ranked about tnlrd rholc.

An exceptionally formidable squad of
timber toppers figured among the entries
ror the 130 yard hurdles. Foremost on
tho squad was Warren Smith of Cornell,
the intercollegiate champion. Another
notable starter was Sylvester of Mis
sourl, a protege of Bob Simpson. Carl
Erdman of I"rinceton, former intercol
legiate champion, was much fancied and

Ao was Earl Thomson of Dartmouth.
Th.9 race came in for a sort of Interna-
tional flavor by the nomination of S. P.
Jeppe of Oxford, the leading English
euegian ov r the sticks.

Oxonian Falls to Qatllfy.
The Oxonian ran a good race for a

man who falls to show the correct
method of straight leg hurdling, and he
Just failed to qualify for the final. Con
sidering that the event was decided on
the grass and against a stiff breeze tne
times In the trial heats were highly
creditable. In tho first heat Smith
showed the way in 15 5 seconds.
Princeton contributed two men to tho
final in Thomson and Erdman and
their times were a fraction slower than
Smith's. Thomson of Dartmouth also
qualified.

A great race ensued In the final.
Thomson Just catching Smith on the
worsted. The time, 151-- C seconds, is
within & fifth of a second of the world's
record on grass.

Some speedy miles were witnessed In
the college relays. Redlands, better
known as the University of-- Southern
California, won the class B champion-hi- p

from Syracuse, with Columbia third.
The time was 3 minute 25 5 seconds,
which Is a new clam 11 record.

Record Crowd rrescnt.
In tne twenty-si- x years covering the

history of the meet no such crowd ever
before gathered Inside of Franklin Field
aa that which forced Itself Inside the
enclosure y.

of 25.000, and they went homo fully sat-
isfied with what they saw.

All manner of thrills were on tap
during the afternoon from the school and
college cheering to the close finishes on
the track and over the hurdles on the
gra.s. The weather was all that could
be desired. Tho only unpleasant feature
was a strong breeze, which blew against
the rprinters and hurdlers and bothered
the pole vaulters.

Chiefly on account of the preparation
of the athletes for the Olympic games
there was considerable curiosity to see
the sprinters in action, especially F.
Soholz of the University of Missouri,
lie was reported to have run the 100
yards In 9 5 seconds at one of the
Western meets. Scliolz won the first
heat lobklng around In 10 1.5 seconds.

ELEVEN BOATS IN
CUP RACES

Entry of Record Size Is An-nounce-

'

Eleven speed boats have been entered
for the Gold Cup races and the Ameri-

can championship that soes with the
event to be held at Detroit the first week
In September. This, according to tho
executive committee of the American
Power Boat Arsoclatlon, which met at
national headquarters constotutea a
record entry for the event. Six of
the speed boat championship racers
have been named by Detroit, two
are owned 07 Albert L. Judson of this
city, one Is entered by Buffalo, another
by New Orleans and the eleventh by the
Thousand Islands Yacht Club.

The list was swelled by three ad-
ditional entries by Oar Wood of
Detroit. Previously he had named
the Miss Detroit II. and the Miss Detroit
III., winners in 1918 and 191S, respec-
tively, for the Gold Cup races. His lat-

est news to the association was the fact
that the Miss Detroit IV. and V. and the
Miss America, now belns; completed for
tho Harmsworth international race in
Encland, would be seen also In compe
tition for the American speed boat cham
plonshlp. At the same time It was an
ounced that the Thousand Islands Tacht
Club had entered the Mlsstirc, that the
Southern Tacht Club of New Orleans
had entered an unnamed boat, that
Ralph SIdway of Buffalo was building
the Arab v., and Paul Strassburr ot
Detroit the Eleventh Hour for the title
races. Add to. these the Whip-poor-wi- ll,

Jr., and the Hawk Eye II., owned by
Mr. Judson, and the list of eleven Is
complete.

The deed of trust drawn up for the
handicap cruiser championship trophy
donated by the New York Athletic Club
was approved and the trophy, which la to
be a perpetual one, was accepted with
thanks. The first title race open to
cruisers ot 30 to 45 feet In water line
length is to start from Tfavers Island
on August 14. The Keystone Tacht Club
of Philadelphia, the New York Athletio
Club and the Huguenot Yacht Club have
riade the Initial entries for the event.
