That the appropriations for the sup--,

port of tho Federal Government
should be made on budget system Is
acknowledged by everybody. It took
a long time to force recognition of
this necessity Into some heads, but
when the cost of government reaches
billions of dollars a year and dupll
cations of service ure notorious causes
of wnsto even the most stubborn op
poncnt of progress must give way to
the obvlotts requirements of sound
administration.

Agreement having been reached on
the mnlu question, the problem of
methods :i rises. As to this there arc
tllfTerenres of opinion In Congress.

Tho House hns passed a bill for
the creation of a Budget Bureau In

the ofllcc of the "'resident. '
The Senate Special Committee on

the National Budget has proposed an
amendment to this bill which pro-

vides thnt the Budget Bureau
be In the Treasury Department.

The Senate committee's project Is

better than tho project put forward
by the House.

The President nlready has as much
to do ns any individual can take
care of, If not more. He Is charged
with responsibilities which grow more
.heavy ns the country Increases In

population. His 1 nip should be free
for tho formulation of policies, not
used tip In deliberations over details.
Tho burden now resting on the Presi-

dent's shoulders should be made
lighter, not more onerous.

On the other hand, tho Treasury
Department Is the government agency
In which the preparation of a budget
naturally and logically belongs. In
the Treasury Department the llnan-cl-

condition of the nation Is known,
the stRtc of the revenues from time
to time can be most accurately fore-

cast, the calls on the country's cash
and credit are most thoroughly un-

derstood. Consequently Budget
Bureau Incorporated In the Treasury
Department nnd functioning with the
other bureaus and divisions of thnt
Department vould enjoy more help-

ful environment and have tho benefit
of a greater accumulation of exact
knowledge and expert advice than a
Budget Bureau elsewhere situated.

The Senate committee propows that
the Budget Bureau shall consist of n

Commissioner of the Budget, two
Deputy Commissioners, to be ap
pointed by the President with the ad
vice and consent or tho Senate. Un
tier the direction and supervision of
these odlcliils the estimates from all
the establishments would bb prepared
for submission to th Secretary of the
Treasury, who as department head
would know tho administration policy
and as a financial authority would
know tho resources of the nation
Senator McCojimick In reporting the
bill to the Senate has drawn Attention
to tho fact that what Is proposed, as
far ns the Secretary of the Treasury
Is concerned, U actually return to
tho practice followed by Aixjasdeti
Hamilton In the dayg of the Bcpub-Hc'- h

Infancy.
Tho Secretary of 'the Treasury

would submit the budget to the Pres.
Idont, who would have ample author-
ity to revise It, and by whom It would
be sent to Congress. Once In the na-

tional legislature, the document
would come under tbc operation of the
constitutional provisions which give to
the Senators and Beprcsentatlves ab
solute power over appropriation bills,
This power no Budget Bureau not

by explicit constitutional
provision could Infringe upon, but a

Budget Bureau created by statute
would help Congress to exercise Its
power wisely and effectively.

Wo think the Senate bill Is better
than the House bill. The national
finances should bo managed In the
Treasury Department.

A considerable portion of tbc Baku oil
property Is owned In western Europe
nnd among the owners ore the Roths
childs, Armenian Interests In Itutna
nln and financial Interests In France
and Great Britain.

The question thus resolves Itself
Into who shall reap the advantage
of this oil field. Tho Bolshevists
naturally favor turning tho control
over to tho Soviet; the Armenians
and the conservative Moslem clement
favor the protection of the Interests
held by Europeans. If It be true that
Baku has fallen to the Bolshevists
the Allies may tlnd their hand forced
In the Russian gnmo which tbey have.
been trying to play slowly.

Milestone Memorials to the Fighting
Men Find Favor in England.

From tht Spectator.
The Hoads of Remembrance Associa

tion. 47 Victoria street. S. W. 1; hon.
secretary. Mr, M. H. Morrison, suggests
schemes or planting or or roau maKing
Into which brleka and mortar, or rather,
perhaps, marble and polished granite do
not enter at all. Briefly, they suggest
that a village might "transform a suit
able otreteh of highway to the dignity of
a Itoad of Remembrance mainly by
planting memorial trcea or by'openlriff
out, planting and beautifying a danger
ous corner." Bedford avenue, Brooklyn.
has been planted after tins msnner.J .

They nlso suggest the planting of
shady trees down the main street of a
village, or of trees for bloatom and
fruit where suitable. They leqommend
that some ceremony should be employed
In the plantlng-o- f the treoa. which could,
for Instance, be performed by relations.
comrades and schoolfellows of the men
whom the trees were to commemorate.
They have most practical advice to give
as to the selecting of such trees as are
sultablo In different areas.

Another form of monument, one which
would work In extremely well wllh the
Roads of Remembrance scheme, is a
large milestone, In form perhaps some-
thing like one which stands on the
Epsom road at Thames Dltton. On It
should not only be Inscribed the fact
that It was six miles to the nearest
market town, but tho distance to any
place Cambral, Vlmy Ridge. Tpres
where the local regiment had suffered
heavily should be ascertained and In-

scribed there, and besides this the dis-

tance to all tha allied capitals.
Such a milestone is to bo erected In

a certain Welsh village, where It Is
hoped that It may have tho effect of
making the youth of tho placo realize
that they arc citizens of the world.

If a soldiers' scrvlco bonus aggregating
about 12,000.000,000 should lie decided
upon and tho proposition ot a tax on
sales to meet It ehould bo rejected I think
It would be 'a great mistake to Impose
a retroactive additional war tax.

Dividends
have been paid accordingly and money
used for Improvements and other pur-

poses. Increased earnings after tho
commencement of the war were not
necessarily war profits. The cost of
living has advanced" and the value of
the dollar decreased.

It It cannot be arranged any other
way I would propose that the bonus,
It granted, be paid to the
In the shape of Govern
ment notes to run, say, twenty years,
bearing Interest at the rate of 5 per
cent a year, 5 per cent, of the princi-
pal to bo paid off every year, so that
In twentv yearn Ilia bonds would bo
liquidated.

If the .bonus bhould be paid to the ex- -

soldiers now In cash, much of It would
quite likely not be used wisely, or It a
part was invested In securities nil the
holder could get out of It Is the Inter
est, tho same as he would get out ot
th j proposed Issue mentioned above,

These being bonds or
notes they would not come In comp
tltton with the outstanding Liberty
loans.

Within a few years, when the Imme
diate consequences of the war have
passed away and a normal state of af
fairs again exists, the Government's
expenses ought to be greatly dimin
ished, so that It would not be dlfll- -

cult without resorting to extraordinary
taxation to meet them and still nvj
enough jo pay Interest on Its Indebted- -

ness and gradually to reduce the in
debtedness by paying off a substantial
part of It .very year.

Hector Hcnds From Washing-

ton's Bible' antl Many So-

cieties Represented.
