As a result of
one season's operation of the law
wfiich permitted the killing of one
nnimal of cither sex New York saw
half of the deer herd slaughtered in
six weeks. Two additional years of
such n law would have wiped out

lit effect hunting bucks was permitted
from October 1 to November 15. Tho
bag limit was two bucks. As a result
of the decrease of the deer herd the
season Is cut to one month, October
i$ to November 1.1, and the bag limit
reduced to one buck. Human life
will be safer In the Adirondack's this
fail because a buck law compels the
hunter to know what ha alms at
unless he takes a chance- of running
foul of a heavy penalty.

For weeks the Eastern
markets have been calling for these
supplies, consumers have been paying
excessive prices because of tack of
them, the banks hove had hundreds of
millions of funds tied up because the
industry and business whose products
have been! blockaded fur from selling

markets have been unable to liquidate
their loans.

After tho neglect Or tho inability of
the Government to keep on building
cars nnd making other railway im-

provements nnd betterments during
the war, not for years is there going

to be adequate rail capacity to take
care of the North American traffic of
normal crop seasons and of healthy
Industrial activity. Never again are
there going to be too many lines of
communication, whether rail, water,
motor or what not, to provide rca

American supplies originate nnd all
tho way to market. '

In our vast nnd complex Industrial

ple must get behind overy sound and
comprcbcnslvo movomcnt that cleans
surer handling of tho supplies without
which our industrial centres cannot
opornto nnd our metropolitan popula

tions cannot bo fed.

Tho Man Who Blade Chautauqua.
A good cxnmplo of a movement

which ran Ahead of tho planner's
orlglnnl purposo was tho ono started
by John II. Vincent, who died on
Sunday. Ho and Lewis SIilleb of
Akron, Ohio, devised tho Chautauqua
Assembly ns n means of using tho
summer vacations to develop Sunday
schools, In which both had n deep

Interest. They hoped to substltuto
for tho three dny annual conference
n fortnight of lectures which should
propnro, Sundny school teachers for
bettor work.

From this limited project, Metho

dist In Its inception, sprang tho great
n Chautuuquu movement.

Tho culturo of tho mlddlo '70s was
ready to leavo tho haircloth chairs
of tho study In midsummer nnd be

take Itself to tho open air. Tho orlg
Inal Idea was not lost, for Chautau-
qua has been tho Mecca of the Sun.

day school teacher for nearly half
a century; but tho founders of tho

Institute discovered n widespread de-

sire on the part of ambitious folk to
sit ot tho feet of tho learned among
the groves besldo tho cool, deep lake
and absorb information.

Men and womcu came from mnny

parts, studied tho method nnd spirit
of tho somewhat primitive village
which Dr. Vincent nnd Mr. Miller
had laid out, and went away cither
to come again or to wish for a Chnu

tauqua of their own. When neither
of Uicso desires could bo gratified tho
Chautauqua reading circles sprang up
to spread erudition by mall. So quick
was tho response by tho public that
two years after tho Institute opened

the courso was lengthened to three
weeks, nnd now It Is two months. In
four years secular subjects wcro

added to tho courses.
Dr. Vincent was for nearly a quar-

ter of a century tho benevolent Intel
lectual and ethical autocrat of n sum

mer city that might havo been a
walled town of tho Middle Ages so

far ns Its separation from tho ways
of the outer world was concerned.
Mr. Miller ran tho business end of
the institute and left Dr. Vincent
free to direct the study nnd the play
of tho thousands who found Chautau
qua a western New York combination

of Paradise and Athens. Wo said that
the movement ran ahead of the plan
ner's purpose, but Chautauqua never
ran away from tho strong hand of
Dr. Vincent. His Impress was on

cverj' lecture programme and every
silence of the Sunday when no trnln
entered, no steamer docked nt, this
sedate littlo kingdom.

There are moro than 300 Chair
tauquas now, and the summer school
Idea has spread nnd prospered, duo
greatly to tho zeal of this minister
editor and the layman Miller. Theso
"evcrymnn's colleges" are scattered
all over the country. They have
been a boon to teachers conscious of
their weakness In speclnl branches,
to young people who found It possible
to combine tennis and mental exer-
cise, nnd least Important of nil to
tho statesmen, wlso or merely windy,

who knew thnt they wore sufe of a
respectful hearing, with pay, In theso
shrines of Minerva.

John n. Vincent made tho name
Chautauqua immortal and ho mnde
hundreds of thousands of men and
women happy by showing them thnt
cducntlon should not end with youth
nnd that vacations need not imply
vacuity of mind. No person who
ever visited tho mother of all the
Chautnuquas In the days of the
Bishop's reign can ever forget tho
founder. Ho was a strong man,
typical in mind and body of his
creed; an impresslvo figure of a
purposeful age.

The Mcnnonlto Kxodus From Can
ada to tho United States.

Coming at n time when Canada Is
making n strenuous effort to secure
settlers for Its western lands tho re
port from Winnipeg that the Men-nonlt-

ore preparing for a concerted
exodus from Manitoba nnd Saskatche
wan to the United States has aroused
an unusual degrco of Interest through-
out the Dominion. Of tho material
effect of this exodus tho Ottawa Citi-

zen says:

"More than 8,000 persona, equally
divided between Manitoba and Sas-

katchewan, will be affected, thirteen
or fourteen prairie tenrns will bo

practically depopulated, temporarily;
(

nt least, and land holding highly-Improve-

valued at more than
will havo to be sold toe what

they will bring."

The Mennonltes, who constitute ono
of tho largest International bodies
opposed to wnr and military service
from religious convictions, .assert that
they were harassed nnd disturbed In
Canada during the wnr. Slnco then
they havo been In n heated contro-
versy with tho State authorities over
tho provisions of tho compulsory
school attendance act which they
havo sought to avoid. They fear nbw

that the force of public opinion will
compel them to forego their privileges
In tho matter of education of their
children and exemption from military
service.

The Mennonltes first went to Can-

ada In 17SG, tho samo year they
were welcomed In Russia by CathJ;- -

binb II., who granted to them free-

dom from military service In Hol-

land they wero exempted from mili-

tary scrvico, public offlco and taking
tho oath, nnd In Franco Napoleon
granted tho colonics in tho Vosgos

oxomption from war service What in-

ducements wore offered them to settlo
In Canada Is not clear, but tho Citt-ee- n

says it Is rcasonablo to think that
tho Government know of tholr con-

scientious belief and that they werp
given to understand that tholr views
would bo respected.

They enmo to tbo United States ns
early ns 1083, nnd settled on lands
grunted to them by William Penn In
Pennsylvania. This pioneer company

founded tho Mcnnonlto settlements
In thnt Stato which havo greatly
Increased in numbers and prosperity.
Tho Mennonltes who wcro driven
from Russia by tho abrogation of tho

laws granting them special privileges
arrived hero In largo numbers In the
latter part of tho nineteenth century.
Somo of theso settled In tho Dnkotas
and Minnesota, but tho majority took
up lnnd In Reno, Kingman nnd other
southern Knnsns counties. Theso

Kansas settlements are representa-

tive of modern Mennonlto communi-

ties. They are mado up of Indus-

trious nnd pcaco loving persons who

havo developed tho raw pralrlo land
into somo of tho best farms of tho

State. They tuko littlo Interest In
public affairs, and rcfuso to uso mod-

ern Inventions, although they havo
accepted Improved fanning machinery
on tho same prlnclplo on which they
accepted tho telephone. When this
"devlco of tho devil" was prohibited
in "a Mcnnonlto house" they Installed
It in their barns.

Tho Canadian Mennonltes plan to

movo to Alabama, nnd they have
been negotiating for n large ftract of

land in that Stato. They have no fear
that they will bo forced Into military
scrvico, for tho United States has In

tho past very generally respected their
religious conviction on this point.

What they nsk from Alabama is the
assurnnco that they will he allowed

to settle, their own educational affairs.
From their objection to military ser-

vice and to modern educatlonnt meth-

ods the desirability, of the Mennon-

ltes ns citizens has been often ques-

tioned. No one doubts, though, that
they nro among tho world's best
farmers. This Is the reason Canada
considers them valuable settlers nnd
declares that the Dominion can ill
afford to lose them nt a tlmo "when
good farmers nro moro needed than
ever before."

A Suggestion for Spokane.

Tho only largo city found by the
census men to have decreased In popu-

lation slnco 1010 is one which had a
phenomenal growth In tho first decade
of the century. Spokane, which hnd
lO.Oi'i inhabitants in 1S90, counted
38.S1S in 1000. In tho next ten years
tho population almost tripled, rising
by 1010 to 104,4011, or 103 persons
more than the head counters were
able to find this year.

Those Western cities nre sensitive
nbout their size, and particularly the
boom towns like Spokane. In a case
like tho present they nro likely to
demand a recount. Wo suggest to
Spokane, however, that In theso days
of food shortage a city could well
gloat over Its lost population.

most lmaglno the town's publicity ex-

pert writing triumphantly. "Ours are
citizens of tho better sort nnd, be-

cause of tho lack of labor on the
farms, they nro giving up their happy
homes In this beautiful nnd prosper-
ous city nnd going back to tho land
In order that the effete Ease, may not
perish until It has reformed."

Tho more peoplo there nro on the
farms tho more food will bo produced
nnd tho nearer tho country will come
to n natural return in tho direction
of normal prices.

'eyes flashing aa ha wields his
wooden aword, who hopes to be a greatj
soldier, hero ot a thrilling war adven-
ture and presently expects to be.

A younr woman compelled to remain
at home and wash dlshos for a large
family and help mother mend clothes feels
It when she sees a picture of another girl
not so pretty as she bravely dressed In a
war service uniform receiving a decora-

tion from a prince, and wishes she were
so blissfully situated, knows that she la

aa deserving, determines to try to get
Into a uniform and on, the front page of
ii pldturo supplement, and presently
for so the human mind operates expects
to bo. A dull eyed man hears of millions
mado In war contracts overnight, dreams,
hopes, expects!

But what Is tha man driving at? asks
tho economist without a pinch of Imag-

ination to help hlro recognize a truth.
Tho war ends ; tho world Is filled with

people who have been thrilled with great
expectations of gold, honor, publicity,
tho "White House, acclaim; a drab life
ended, a glorious day to dawn ot riches,
case, distinction, pbwer!

MORE ELEVATORS.

Washington Heights Residents Arc
Surprised and Pleased.

To Tiie Sun and New York Herald:
The announcement that John IL Dclancy,
Transit Construction Commissioner, will
open bids on May 20 for the construction
of a 100 foot Bhaft for four elevators
at the 1 GStli street subway station on
the West. Side came as a surprise to hun-

dreds of Washington Heights residents
who uso that station. They ere
pleased to learn that something la soon
to be done to correct an evil which has
existed for many years lack of ui(u-cle- nt

elevator facilities.
Tho conditions at the ICSth street sta-

tion as regards tho elevator service may
properly bo laid at the door of those
who planned and built tho station. At
the time that part of the subway was
built "Washington Heights was only
sparsely settled nnd thcro wcro no Im-

mediate prospects of this condition
changing for tho better for many years
to come. Apparently this was the Idea
of the builders ot the station, for they
made no provision for the crowds that
wcro to 'use the station a low years
later.

Tho writer used the elevators at tho
168th street station twice dally for Ave
years, up to 1916, and even then tho lack
of elevator accommodations was called
a scandal by Heights residents. It
was worse, nt night than In tho morn-
ing, and w,hen a crowd of people alighted
from a northbound train d rush was
mado for tho two elevators. Thcro be-

ing room In the cars for only one-ten- th

of tho number who wished to get on,
the remainder wero forced 'to stand In
the narroV passage and wait until Iho
cars camo down again.

On Summer nights the temperature
so many feet under ground was very high
and tho pushing, impatient crowd un-

reasonable. Women suffered especially,
tind some of them preferred to climb
tho stairs rather than submit to the
treatment received whllo waiting for cars.

WHY FREIGHTS ARE SLOW.
r

Serrico Consolidation Forced by low
Rates Held' Responsible.

To Tits Sun and New York Herald:
Your artlclo on a plan to movo freight
cars faster by rapid loading and un-

loading calla to niy mind tho vast
changes which have taken place since
I waa a railroad man In 1890, at which
time frolglit waa 'despatched with great
speed as compared' with tho present time.
This was!, true of .the 'Eastern roads as
well as the Western,

The Rock Island operated a. double
track system then only between Chicago
and t,bo Mississippi River or Rock Isl
and, Hi- - Thero were no diock signals
Air brakes on freight cara wero Just be
ing Installed. Solid switches and other
safety' ' duvlces, , Including- automatic
couplers op frolght cars, wero not in
genera use.

Without tUese modern appliances
freight shipments wero despatched with
speed nnd regularity. What aro termed
"straight merchandise enrs" weio des

trains aro operated on certain days each
week only.

The Eastern roads made equally good

or better time! Now York shipments
of merchandlso by tho Red Star Lino and
tho Merchants Dispatch Line to Iowa
City wcro five to seven daya on the toad
and sometimes but four days.

A few years ago, when tho railroads
wero entitled to increased freight rates
and did not get them, they retaliated
by building largo locomotives- to draw
sevcnty-llv- o nnd one hundred cara of
loaded freight, thua going back to tho
tlmo mado In tho days ot tho canals.
Tho delay caused shippers to ship by
express, which Increased tho coat of
shipments. This nlso affected In many
Instances fast time made by passenger
trains, or rather led to delays in handling
large quantities of oxpress.

Thon followed the parcel post further
to delay passenger trains. Slowing down"
of passci.ger train schedules delayed
first class mall. Tho handling of parcel
post placed a big deficit In tho Post
Ofnce Department and congested the
handling of other mall In local post
offices. To-da- y wo find our transporta-
tion ot malls very much' delayed.

The solution of the car shortage does
not rest so much with the shippers and
receivers of freight as It does with the
transportation companies despatching
the cars.
' Tho railroads y aro all absorbed
In handling the greatest amount of ton-

nage with the least cost, regardless of

tlmo In transit. ,

These 'hundred car trains aro handled
to tho great disadvantage of shippers
and receivers of freight. They move

slowly, require ;r great amount of time
,for getting momentum, are slow to get
clear of faster moving trains and have
difficulty In many Instancos In finding
sidings to pass other trains or let trains
by them.

The solution of getting freight moved
with' despatch Is lighter locomotives and
fewer cars to the tralnload.-

Night operators should be employed
at tho smaller stations so that trains
will have opportunity to bo despatched
moro frequently, and have moro meeting
and passing points where there !s no

douIo track system.
It is said It requires as much tlmo to

get freight transported from Jersey City
to New York as It docs from Chicago
to Jersey City.

Thus It will bo seen something must
be dono to provide modern methods for
loading and unloading freight at large
terminals. Foreign cities havo It all
over tho United States in this matter.

The transportation problem Is a big
one, and if the United States Is to ex-

pand and commercial Interests and food
supplies are to bo properly cared for wo

must find a remedy without further de-

lay. Tho farmer suffers most because ho

cannot get his products to tho market
and tho manufacturer and Jobber cannot
get theirs to tho consumer. Commerco
must bo placed upon a higher grada' of
efficiency.

It seems there must bo a revision of
our laws that will do away with tho
professional politician and substitute
business common sense it the United
States is going to regain the ground It
has lost In tho last ten years. '

Mr. Blrcher of New Jersey said the
platform contained words that "half tho
delegates never heard before and would
flunk out on were they asked to define
them." Mr. Drcyfuss of Illinois called
tho combined documents "a prolix tape-
worm," and ope Glassbcrg of Now York
caused a near riot by shouting that he

f flfn Kw York delegates who
had been Instructed by their constitu
encies to voto down tho practical pianiv
of tho Hlllqult platform.

"And I'm going to Sco that they do it."
he roared.

"Tho hell you are." replied air. can-
non of New York. "Where do you get
that line of democracy?"

lltllqnlt Defend Platform.
Glassbcrg subdued, Hlllqult made a

brief defence of the platform and dec-

larations of principles, saying the ob-

jections he had heard were mere camou-
flage nnd that tho real trouble was the
absence of "certain well beloved
Phrases."

Tho radicals wanted to submit the two
documents to a new committee that
would, If the radicals could affect It,
Introduce planks affiliating, tho party
with Nlcolal Lonino's Third Interna-
tional, and either absorbing tho Com-

munist Labor party or permlttlpg the
Communist Labor party to nbsojrb the
Socialist party. That this might not bo
done Municipal Court Justice Panken
of NeW York amended the Hlllqult mo-

tion to tho effect that tho convention,
sitting as a committee of the whole, tako
up tho two documents this morning and
adopt or accept plank after plank In
open debate. The nmonded motion was
carried, 81 to CS, and the rallonals had
won the convention.

The platform does not materially de-

part In any essential from tho majority
of Socialist platfonns of tho past. It is
not nearly so radical aa tho St. Louis
platform. While It covers every ac-
cepted tenet of Socialism it bears no
comfort to tho brlmstono crowd from
Illinois.

On foreign relations It comes out for
tho cancellation of nil war debts and
loans In all countries and extension by
tho United States of tho "largest possi-
ble credit In food, raw materials and
machinery to the stricken nations of
Europo in order to help them rebuild
tho ruined world." It advocates "Imme-
diate open commercial relations with
Russia under the Soviet Government"
nnd tho recognition of tho Independence
ot "the Irish Republic."

Lrnsne DlMoIutlon Favored.
It would refuse to guarantee to Amer-

ican capital Invested In foreign coun-
tries tho backing or the national ad-
ministration, thus disposing of tho Mex-
ican question, nd then says:

"Tha Government of the United States
should Initiate a movement to dlssolvo
the mischievous organization called the
'League of Nations' and to create an In-

ternational parliament composed of
democratically elected representatives of
all nations of tho world, baaed upon the
recognition or their equui rights, the
principles of tho
right to national existence of colonies
and other dependencies, freedom of In
ternational trade nnd' trade routes by
land and sen, .and universal disarma-
ment, and charged with revising the
treaty of pence ;n tho principles of Jus-
tice and conciliation."

The stereotyped advocacies of less lim-
ited freedom of tho press, speech n.'-- l
assembly and the repeal of the Esplon-
ago law follow, as woll ns a general Jail
delivery of all thoso persons serving
sentences for "alleged offences growing
out of retlglous convictions, political
views or Industrial activities." it would
stop deportations of Goldmatis and
lierkmans and abolish, tho Injunction
where it affects labor strikes, federal
Judges, It Insists, should be elected by
popular voto and subject to tho recall.
Tho same Is advocated for the oftlces of
President and Equal
surfrago for all citizens, regardless of sex
and race., is promised.

Government ownership of all public1
utilities and "all business vltnllv
tlal for tho existence and welfare of the
people" is the leading social plank, and
tho next paragraph advocates that "all
publicly owned Industries should bo ad-
ministered Jointly by tho Govemmnt
and representatives of tha workers, not
ior revenue or proni, out Wltn the sole
object of securing Just comnenaatlnn nii
humans conditions of employment- to. the
Workers and efficient and reasonable ser-
vice to the public"
