Policeman Defends Henry.
"Don't you know that before you went

to court in the case of this woman In
spector Henry told you you must protect
the hotel?"
" "No, he did "not," Hebron shouted an-

grily. He said on
that the Inspector's instructions were
"to arrest all violators of the law. no
matter who they were, and he would
stand by us."

When Inspector Daly was recalled
Cockran asked him If there was a single
place In Henry's district corresponding
to the police definition of a "disorderly
bouse." An objection from Smith was
sustained. Daly said the purpose of the
two headquarters special squads was to
stimulate the activities of the district
Inspectors. He testified that the Fourth
Inspection District had a permanent
population of about 300.000 and a tran
stent population of 600,000, but was not
permitted to answer when Cockran
asked If conditions in this district, with
all Its hotels, theatres and restaurants,
were not specially conducive to the ex-

istence of the social evil.
Examined once more by Smith. Daly

conceded that under the rules of the
Police Department an Inspector was pri-
marily responsible for the conditions in
his district. After looking over a type-
written sheet, Daly said there were
forty-fou- r theatres and ninety-si- x hotels
in Henrys district.
