Thus If tho
President should be an Irreconcilable
he would liavo no trouble deciding
that the platform was a declaration
against the treaty; hut If o:'itincai
tlonlst should be elected he might
construe It as a demand to ratify wltll
the Lodge reservations. Thus the per
sonality of ttio candidate would give
the real keynote to tho campaign dis
cussions.

Senator Borah (Idaho) has told
friends that he will talk In the next
two or three days, and what he says
will be accepted as representative of
Senator Johnson (Cal.), who will prob-

ably be absent from Washington, cam
paigning. The Impression Is that Sena-

tor Borah will not demand a platform
declaration for the unqualified rejection
of the treaty. Rather, he Is expected to
take the broad ground that the coun-

try must not abandon the foreign poli-

cies of Washington and Monroe. He
Is not pleased with the Indiana plat-
form, and may be expected to urge
that the national declaration must
clarify some points the Hooslers left
vague.
