WASHINGTON SEES
MEXICO QUIET SOON

Advices Indicate That Truce
of Gonzales and Obregon
Will Restore Order.

Fpectal to Tum Box axp New Yonrx Hmmain

Wasninaron, May 17.—Peacelul set-
tiement of Mexican affaire as a remit
of the revolution wes mdicated to~day
In despatches recelved by the Etate De-
partment to the effect that Gen. Pablo
Gonzales, rival candidate for sresident
with Gen. Obregon, has surrendered pub-
licly his authority wo ths “Provisionsl
Prealdent.”” This move on ths part of
Gonzales Is Interpreted here as meaning
ke has given up the iden of contesting
the Presidency with Obregon and that,
unlesa unforeseen complications oocur,
thers will be no hitch In thé plans which
call for the selection of Antonlo Vilar-
real na President ad Interim, to be fol-
lowed by the election of Alvaro Obregon
as President,

In connection with this action by Gen.
Gonzales, Gen. Obregon has ordered a
military parade, consisting of 30,000
meén, as a demonstration of alleglance
to the provisional President. This pur-
wde Is to be held on May 24, the date
selected for the election of the provi-
wional Prealdent by the Mexlcan Con-
gress. This demonstration ordered by
Obregon Is varfoualy Interpreted here as
an evidence of solidarity of command
and also as' a possible threat against
any one who may attempt to Interfere
with the working out of the "Agua Prie-
ta agreement”

Another evidencs of the fact that a
peaceful solution of the various political
problems {8 belng found le the appolint-
ment of Gen. Palaez an chief of mill-
tary operations in Tamaullpag. This
arrangement will have special interest
to the owners of oll concesslons {n Tum-
pico, some of whom have been paying
thelr taxes to Palues for several years
and with the exception of a few who
refused recently to make thelr pay-
ments,

Detalla of the plan entertalned by
Carranza for perpetuating himself in
power In Mexico have beeén obtalned
here through an Intercepted letter which
throws new light upon the candidacy of
ignaclo Bonlllas for the Presldency of
Mexloo, It was the Interception of this
letter which precipltatod (he revolution
In Mexico and advanced It about three
mornths ahead of ita schedule.

The purpose of the Carronza scheme
was to bring about the popular election
of Bonilias as President and then to
have it suddenly discovered that he was
ineligible under the Mexican Constitu-
tion owing to the fact that he had pre-
vioualy foresworn allegiance to Mexico.
All of the facts connected with Bonllla's
record were In the possession of Car-
ranza. He knew that Bonfllaa had fore-
sworn alleglance to Mexico when he be-
came private secretary to Gov. Safford
of Arizona and again when Le became
a deputy sherlff In Arisona.

Carranza craftlly kept his purpose a
secret, not even conflding It to such
close supporters as Juan Baragan, Can-
dldo Agullar, and others.

It was proposed to elect Bonillas no
matter what It might cost the Mexican
Treasury, and after his election, when
(L was discovered that he was ineligible,
fo call the Mexican Congress in seasion
to meet the problem presented by the
fact that the elections had been held,
that the man elected had fortified his
right to .g.a-u and that the counthy
faced ch and anarchy as a result,

It was expected that the Congress
would appoint Carransa Presldent ad
fnterim and that he would thus remain
In power indefinitely. It was to carry
otit this plan that Pablo Gonzalex was
told tha* Carranza could no longer ap-
prove his candidacy for Fresldent and
that Bonillas was recalled from Wash-
ington to serve as the unwitiing tool of
this pecullar Mexican political con-
splracy.

SMITH TOOK A BRIBE

Gives Ont Testimony of Man
Who Says He Paid $5,000
for o Light Sentence.

C‘AHE ENDED 6 YEARS AGO

Prosecutor Says He Never Met
Witness and Calls Tale
False and Silly,

David Hirshflcld, Commisnioner of Ao+
counts, banded out yesterday = record
of testimony taken by him on May 7
from one Bernard Fresdman, acousing
Jumes E. Smith, Assistant District At-
torney, of demanding and accepting &
bribe of $5,000 for getting Louls Savl-
ner, arrested as o disreputable house
keesper In 1913, off with a light sentence.

edman sald, accoraing to the
Hirshfleld record, (hat the money wWas
pald to Smith {n cash at the Colonlal
Hotel, 126th strest and Eighth avenus,
in 1913, He sald that he, his brother,
Harry Freedman, and “another party”
acted as go-betweens for Smith and Ba-
viner In the negotiations, He averred
that Saviner was willlng to give up the
$5,000 to guarantee that his case would
be thrown out of court,

After several delays and after Saviner
on ono occasion jumped hls bail upon
the advice of Smith—so Bernard Freed-
man testifled—Saviner was sentenced In
1015 to thirty days In the workhouse
Freedman testifled that this light sen-
tenoe was recommended In court by
Smith on the ground that the acoused
man had rendered valuable service to the
Siate.

Emith's answer, glven last night, s
that he never met elther of the Freed-
mang In his life, that he was never In
ths Colonial Hotel, that the whole story
in false and that he will ask the Grand
Jury to Indlct Commissionsr of Ac-
counts Hirshfleld on the charge of giv-
Ing out a statement known to be false.

Smitk Sees Police Pressure.

“This astatement, lke =il the others
that have come from the same souroce,”
sald the Assistant Dietrict Attorney, "is
intended to stop the Inveatigation of the
Police Department now being copducted
by the District Attorney’s oMce."”

Bernard Freedman, ascvording to
Hirshfleld, lives &t 215 South Third
street, Hrooklyn. Hae testified he had
known Smith eight years and had seen
him often. He and his brother Harry
formerly worked for Louin and Max
Saviner, who had a saloon at Third ave-
nue and Sixteenth streest. He sald that
Smith sent for him after the arrest of
Louls SBaviner tn April, 1913, on the dis-
reputable house charge, and wanted him
to testity to certain things In the police
Investigation which 8mith then was con-
ducting. He quoted Smith ay eaying:

“l will promise you to dispose of
Saviner's case on the condition that you
t¢ll me some things you know about the
Police Department™

Freedman mald he told Smith he didn't
know anything. Freedman pletured

Bmith as threatening to sénd Louis|’

saviner to jall for Mfe, and sajd Baviner
waa scared, as he had “a previous rec-
ord.”

When the case came up In Speclal
Bessions, Freedman testifled, Smith
promised to help Saviner for §5,000,
Thia, the witness said, was “lo squash
the sentence, to hava the case thrown
cut altogether” The meeting at the Co-
lonial Hotel, he sald, took place about a
week before the cass wasa first called up
in SBpecial Session. He gald that after
a few drinks the two Freedmans, “an.
cther party” named in the testimony aa
oneé Goldman and Smith repalred to a
ptivate room on the Elghth avenue side
of the hotel.

The witness sald he had suggested to
Baviner the §5,000 be pald In the form of
% check, "In ocase Mr. Smith ahould
double cross him, but Mr. Smith wanted
epot cash.,” 8o it was pald, according to
Freedman, In $500 bllls Saviner, he
sald, had drawn the money from a bank
for the purposs. He described Smith as
putting the §5,000 in his pocket and say-
ing, "Everything will be taken care of,
but don't let anybody on as to what ls
roing on or the thing may be queered;
don't boust of your casa being disposed
of.,” Freedman sald that he personally
yassed the money to Smith.

Small Sentemco Suggested.

At the trial’ Smith sald, according to
Froedman, that he eouid not clear Savi-
ner abeolutely, aa the Boclety for the
Preventlon of Crime was walching 1,
but thought he could get a “smaller sen-
tence, say sixty or ninety or thirty
daya” Then, =ald Freedman, Smith
sald to him, “Go and take him for a
walk”: #so0 Freedman and BSaviner
walked out of the court room, and Bavi-
ner went tc Florida, forfelting his 3500
ball,

Freedman said that he kept In touch
with 8mith, and after a year the latter
hed him bring Saviner back to the
city, as he thought the case would be
disposed of and "nobody would notles
anything,” 8o Baviver was sentenced
to thirty days In the workhouse. The
witness sald that Baviner, as he had
expected to be freed altogether, asked
Smith for & return of half the 35,000,
but dldn’'t get It. Freedman added:

“Saviner must have sald something
about it to Bmith that he gave him
$5,000, for I know that Emith has beon
