Col William d'Alton Mann, veteran
of the civil war and Inventor, but best
known on cdltor-ln-chl- ef

4 of Town
Topic t, with which ho had been associ-
ated since 1891, died yesterday In his
home In Madison uvenue, MorrisUiwn, N,
J. His death was caused by complica-
tions that doveloped out of an attack of
Influenza. Ho was first stricken last
October.

Born at Sandusky, Ohio, 81 years ago,
CoL Mann won a son of William R.
Mann and Elizabeth Ford Mann. He was
educated ns a civil engineer, passod
through the civil war as a Captain, or- -

menta that later were Incorporated in
oen, Custer's brigade, and almost Imme- -
dlatoly following tho close of hostlll
ties entered tho newspaper field In Mo
bile, Ala. His first paper wan tho Mobile
Rcgtoer, a combination of the I)allv
Register and Advertiser and tho Dally
Timet and Evening Poet,

Cot Mann came to New York first In
1883. His purpose was to organlzo
Slanii's Boudoir Car Company and de-
velop his Invention of a railroad sleep-
ing car of a modified Pullman type. In
1891 ho took control of Town Topics us
editor-in-chie- f.

'J'otcn Topics, aa Col. Mann deserlbe--
It ut ono time, waa a publication devoted
to elevating the community. Ho declared
htn purpose was to h)iow In his columns
tho "weaknessea und fuillfa"'of society
as ho saw then. Touni Topics, .therefore,
carried paragraphs and articles that
were sharply pointed, and in inoro than
one Instance those at whom ho had
aimed brought him Into tho courts. In
1900 Col. Mann founded tho-tyna- Set
Magazine.

Col. Slann waa tho last survivor of
the Forty-fir- st Congrcai, In which ho sat
as the Democratic member from Mobile,
Ala.

He was a companion of the Order of
the Loyal Legion and a member of
Ocorgo Washington Post 103, J. A. R.:
