Harte Lacks Dash,

Three-fourths of the dash, hard hitting
and aggressive attack that murked his
play against Wallice F. Johnson on Fril-
day was lncking In Harte's effort against
M. Washburn yesterday. In sporting
pariance, the Bostonlm was minus his
usual “pep" and, lncidentally had very
poor control, He digeavered early that
that he could not volley Washburn's
Arives with any degres of success, so he
dlected to remaln in deep gourt and meet
drlve for drive. The loeal player, how-
ever, wai top steady and too crafty for
Lim and putguessed him in the railies
Tims nnd agnin Washbuen pessed him
eleanly with drives just inside the side
lnes or foreed him into errorm with
shots that were plueed with uherring
Judginent In the far corners of the court

Bvery now and then Harte mads an
sttempt io bring his net attack Into
play, only to be forced back by Waah-
burn's deep lobs and passing shots, The
only- game n which Harte looked any-
ihink like the man who defeated John-
won owasd thetfdurth of the second set,
when he followed every servica to the
net and emashed thres of Washburn's
high roturna for placement. It was only
n momentiary flash of his powerful net
plny, Washburn, stroking carefully and
chooning  his openings with =plendid
Judgment, soon foreed his opponent back
to deep court and had easy salling for
the rest of the match,

Washburn's service, contrary to all
expectitions, proved far more effective
than Harte'n. The former scored four
ckan aces and on numerous other ooe
casions the best Harte could do wans to
drive the serve into the net. The Hoston
man's porvice, on the otheér hand, gave
Washburn no trouble at sll It lacked
#ting and control. As agalnst Johnson,
Harta wan gullty of double faulting too
frequently for comfort.

1t was the consensus after the match
thut Harte does not measurs up to the
requirements of o Davis Cup player as
yet. He has a splendld varlety of
strokes, Is a strong, spectacular net
player ngalnst an opponent who will
permit him to take the forward court
position, but he Ia lacking to a marked
degree In tennls coraft and court gen-
eralship. He must show remarkable
fmprovement as a tacticlan befors he
can hope to cope with the beat of the'
tnterpationalista,
