church union In the history of Protest-antle-

namely, a union of the Presby
terian Church In the I'nlted States of
America and the Presbyterian Church In
the United Btates, otherwise known as
tho Northern and Southern Presbyterian
churches, was consummated practically
by the general assemblies of tho two
church bodies one meeting In
Charlotte, N. C and tho other In tho
Academy of Music In this city.

The plan of union also embraces the
Dutch Jleformetl cnurcn, German lie
formed Church and .Scotch Covenanters,
Including all church bodies adhering to
the Presbyterian and Reformed system,
which enrolls upward of 2,000,000 com
munlcantv. Overtures are being made to
the United Presbyterian Church to Join
with her sister denominations.
