The print collection of tfariua de
Zayas now on view at the Anderson
Galleries Is quite out of the ordinary.
It contains groups of works by such
classics as Whistler, Zorn and Meryon,
.but It contnlns much else by men whoso
names aro n3 famous, but whoso prints
are Infrequently oncountcrcd here.

Degas, for Instance, Is almost un-

known to our collectors as an etcher,
but M. de Zayas has Impressions from
six characteristic plates. Tho great
Ingres Is said to havo made but one
portrait etching, that of Gabriel Cortols
de Preslgny. but It appears In this col- -

lection. Daumler, of course, Is collected
In America, but the long series of litho-

graphs In color by him Is most unusual.
Ooya, Toulouso Lautrcc, Manet, Renoir
nnd Courbct are other treat figures rep-

resented.
Tho Ercllshman, Augustus John, signs

a portrait lithograph of exceptional
strength. It Is a study of a man
achieved with mediaeval skill yet pene-trate- d

with modern feeling. Among the
leaders of the neif schools of art who
contrlbuto prints nro Henri Matisse,
Odllon Radon, Andro Deraln, Maurice
de Vlamlnck and Diego Rivera, rne art
of Gauguin, whoso name, once despised
Is now much acclaimed, la seen in three
characteristic works. Three lithographs
by Sargent show his amazing skill In
drawing from tho model, and there also
Is one of the much discussed drawings
of Rodin, the sculptor.

Coal and Farm Lands Soon to
Be Available for Sale.

Ing to tha report of Alexander T Vogel-
sang, acting Secrotah' of tho Interior,
over 1,000,000 acres of agricultural land
hns been surveyed In the Territory ot
Alaska to tho end that It may be avail-
able for entry and patent undor tho
public domain laws. A considerable .

part of this land Is within country trav.
orscd by or tributary to tho Govern-
ment railroad now being constructed In
Alnka.

Under tho coal lands leasing law en-
