Indeed, the leensing
cotirt muy ®rant n special loenss to
Inns, hotels or restaurants to s<ll liquor
to pergons reglding at such places or
diriing there, the liquor purchased by
them to be drunk At meals. It may not
be sold at bara, which will ba forbldden,
Also the measure does not affect clubs,
where llquor may bo served to members
as heretofore.

The Ameriean r--.‘!’u-|I
sl 1o vies thele passports s being we- |
cepted quistly by Friends here, and it is!
improhable that they will do rmore than
question the action of the United States,

“1 do not know of anything that we
nave sald or done which would warrant
the Amerlcan authorities refusing ums
permisslon to enter the I'nited Hiates,”
Mr. Gillett told a reporter for Tue BUN
AND NEw Yomx Hzmatd,  “Although’ T
wns a member of & non=conmeription
fellowship, the Hrotherhood of Racon-
olllation, during the war, T was only
a member—not & speaker.

“Sneaking at meetinga of the Frianda'
adult school movement during the war,
I polnted out that It was the duty of
all Christians to do all in their power
to prevent wars In the future, On sev-
sral oconstona I spoke in support of the
Frietds' rellef menasures to ald the|
women and children of the devastated
regions, but with the war ended I do

Dur-
Ing the whole war period Roy devoted
his whole energies to tha work of the
Frlends' ambulsnes unit, and sinee the
war to the relief of victims of the con-
fllet, If I have sinned, then Roy I8
repplng the harvest.

*Fhe only Information I lave ob-
talred from the Amerlean consulite here
& # thor acknowledgment of the re-
eelpt of o letter from me and Lhe state-
ment that the repson for the refusal to
vise our pasgiorts was based on In-
structions recelven by the consulate from
Washington o that effect. There s cer-
tninly something behind the refusal.
The only guess on my part ls that the
Amarican Goverrment has besn In-
formed Ineorrectly regarding my viaws
and outlook on life und acted without
Investiguting reports.

“There 1a an amunsing side to the re-
fusal. Our party conalsted of three
members, one of whom was combining
busiress with the trip. He deciared
that businoss was the object of his go-
iog 1o the United Statea and recalved
the vise on his passport without ques-
tlon.”"

Fournler In connection with ths yleld-
ing of Maubeage fortress to the (dermans
In thelr first Marne Ariva makes It pos-
gible that the French nation may now
remove the Implication of Inefficlency
which termioated the military eareer of
Gen.,. lanrezae, It wis recalled hero
that he never agrasd to the pre-waor |
polley of the French mllitnry experts
when they ridicaled the possibility of
# CGermnn attack on France through
Belglum. The result of the French er-
rors are well known,

Sleapless nights passed over maps
convineed Gen. Lanresnc that the Flfth
Army could not hope to hold out ngalnst
the German forees, and on the night of
August 20, 1914, he ordered the retreat
from Charlerol and the Namur sector,
an order which s now considersd by
high military officials here aa the only
thing that sived the entirs Fronch army
from destruction.

Nine days later near Guise Gen. Lan-
rezac’s men, hafassed on all sldes by
the Germans and weary from ceaseless
marching, offersd batile and held up the
snemy’s advance while the Fifth Army
was ennbled to seek & safer refugoe he-
hind the River Olne.

Four days later Gen, Lanrezac was
relleved of his command by Marshal
Joftre. His reply was a model of sol-
dler's discipline: “1 bow before Your
declslon. 1 know that after a great
defent you must have some one fto
shoulder the blama*

Gen. Lanremac returned to his coun-
try home. [iv refused personally to
make an appeal for recognition of the
puccosses he had achloved, explaining:
"l have never besn accustomed since the
first day 1 donned my country's uni-
form to cover my responaibllities by In-
voking slther the ordera of my superiors
or the aots of my subordinates.’™

Thero ls A strong movement hers to
demand national approval of Gen. Lan-
resac’s retroat in 1914, which, his friends
hold, paved the way for Franoe's glorl-
ous Marne vietgrios
