Five-sixths of the virgin
forests of the United States have dis-
appeared. Only one-elghth of New
England’s timber remains. New York
manufactures only one-tenth of the
lumber required In the State. Tenn-
sylvania’s lumber cut Is less than the
amount consumed in the Dittsburg
district alone. We are using lumber
four times ns fast ns we are growing
ft. Two-thirds of the timber left I8
woest of the great plalng, one-half in
the three Pacifie coust States,
“RBut_ Mr, MerepiTH daes Dot mean
that the sitpation Is so serlous as
these facts might suggest. His pur-
poxe i8 to drive-home the lesson that
searclty has not resulted from the use
of forests but from thelr devastation,
from our fallure while drawing on
our reservolrs of virgln timber to use
our tHimber growing land, *We cannot
afford,” he remarks, “to cut our use
of lumber down to the level of Euro.
pean countries where lumber Is an
fmported luxury. We must produce
the great bulk of the timber which
we need, and we have the resonrces
for doing so." -

Secretary MeremTH  might have
gone further and polnted out that we
have already made progress In the
wiser cure of our forests. The na-
tional forests and the natlonal Forest
Service are an example and an in.
gpiration to the whole country, Three-
quarters of the States have forest
departments of their own ss part of
thelr government machinery.

CLASSICS IN THE SCHOOL.

A Plea for Modern Methods In Teach-
Ing Latin and Greek.

To Tue SuN aA¥p New Yorx Hemaubi
At this time of the year when many
children mre completing thelr work n
the public schools with the Intention
of entering high schools In the fall the
old quajtion arises as to the value of
instruction In Latin and Oreek,

It Weems 1o me, and there are othérs
who hold the sama view, that thers is
no reamon why these ancient tongues
should not be taught as ark modern lan-
guages, to the end that studenta should
be able to speak and write them np well
an to read them, I do not refer to prose
compositlon, which as al present taught
is of ho earthly use to any one. In
Roman Cathollc schools, more particu.
larly those which train students for the
theological weminarien, good results have
been obtained, although the vocabularies
that the students acquire are more or
less flavored with an eccleslantical sle-
ment that would be of small use to
ordinary puplls.

But some twenly vears ago a highly
educated Hungarian gentleman con-
ducted In Philadelphia a Latin menthly
periodical devoted to & modern method
of teacning Latin snd developed a sé-
riea of manuala for uss in Ingtruction.

MACHINE MEASURES
READING ABILITY

Shutters Test Speed With
Which Eye Jumps From
Printed Page.

Sovrw Hapier, Mass, June [.—Pro-
fielency in reading may be medsured by
maching and defects remedied by mo-
chanteal means according to Prof. Colin
A. Beott of Mount Holyoke Collage.

Prof. Soott has invented a machine
that will detest Aifficulties that are en-
countered in reading and help to remedy
the trouble. The machine |s based on the
principls, well knewn to psychologlsts,
that the eye i lrregular In Ita move-
ments as It runs along n page of printad
matter. It reada for a short distance,
takes & Jump, reads again and then
Jumps.

Experiments  conducted by Prol.
Bentt damanfatrated that tha eyes of most
ptreona Jump thres timeéa In the ondi-
nary newspaper line. In certaln cascs
It was found that the eyea Jumped aix
of meven times In a slngle line, and the

| speed of reading wiuh consequantly slack-

ened. By means of his machine Prof.
Scott Ix able to change the hablt of the
epe 20 that the reading Is quickened

Meéthod of Operation.

A column of newsprint (s placed be-
neath & plate with & narrow alit {n ths
middle, and an arrangement of shutters
makes visible but one-third of a line nt
a time.  As the rtudent readn the other
ssctions of the line come Into sight, At
the end of ohe lihe & new one comosg Intn
place and the flret allp reopens. The
miehine b operated an fast as the sub-
Ject ol the test chn read. If the student
be one whose eyes jump five or six times
to the line, the ayes are trained to con-
form thelr motions to the opening and
olosing of the shutter, and her eyss be-
come accuntomed to fump but thrés timen
te the line,

Difficulties In conception are detected
In & similar manner by ald of tha ma-
chine. A girl will read for a short space
and then may hesitatea over psome
thought that is presanted to her. The
tamporary confusion of |dean 1s Immedi-
ately disclosed By tha machine. The
shutter opens ahil closes several timen
bafore the student regaing her track of
thouwht. 'In this Way the profeasor in
al once awars of any weakness in the
giri'a conception and can take steps Lo
remedy the fault.

Rapid reading 8 advaniageous, ac-
cording to Dr. Beott, for though the 500
word a minute girl may remember only
a third as much as the 100 word a
minyts gir]l ahe may slacken har speed
and recall more than the glower olasa-
mate or ahe may read Lhe matter
rapidly several times and practically
commit it to memory.
