Rules Are Not Enferced.

*Most of the questions of rules ralsed
by the players are due to the lax en-
forcement of the rules themseolvea as
they now atand by the clubs’ officialas.
Boundaries, hazards and the like wre
not clearly defined or are carcleasly de-
fined. A man who actually knowa the
rules and suggests that the only way
to play s to follow them ls looked upon
a8 being more or less of a crank. Here
are & few live wire llustrations of what
has been attempted In the recent past
by those ignorant, not only of rules but
of falr play:

“In & -city championahip quallfyiog
round five men tled for the last four
places and the officlals solemnly called
the five together for the purpose of
eliminating one by matching pennies,
Bome one suggested that usually golf
champlonships were conventionally wen
on the golf course and pot on the tum
of a coln, and under pressurs the
mittes consented to have the players

lay for the places,

? T\ committee printed the following
rule and posted It: "The road on the six-
teenth hole Is & hazard, and If a ball s
jifted thereln It must be dropped In the
hazard' Heaven only knows what the
idea waa.

“And on many a schedule of 1920 can
be seen the following: 'A medal play
handleap against par’"

'There can ba littls en-
croachments from now on at any of the
hundreds of golf clubs situated near
Metropolitan centres.

In
fact, the only obstacles have* been the
expenses und the nead for having each
year a thoroughly representative team,
But with every other year an “at
home" affalr this ought not to stand
in the way.

Mood Regarding Title

Champion Plans to Confer Honors on a Deserving
Youth in a Philadelphia Ring—Other

Boxing

At intervads of slx to elght weeka
Johnny Kilbane, holder of the Amerfean
fentherwelght title, caumes announce-
ment to made that he la about to
retire the ring. Usually thia
declaration] Ia followed by & match be-
tween Kilbane and some more or less
able opponent, In which the champlon
enters the ring al catehweights, while
the other chap a reatricted to a welght
that Is sure to weaken him,

Thus In the course of time the Kil-
bane retirement haa loat Intereat for the
publie and ls classifed with sea serpent
sarns and other false alarma,

However, In his current “farewell"
proclamation the Clevelander injects
some extranceous matter that may inter-
ost those qualified to sueceed thls re-
sourceful champlon, In his latest efs
fuston the champlon announces that as
Philadelphia always haa been kind to
him he s Inclined to hand over hia
crown to some deserving featherwelght
In a ring In the Quaker City, He says:

“1 have reached the stage where 1 am
determined to quit the game, Phila-
delphia did more to make me than any
other city In the world, I have boxed
there oftener and been treated best there
and this Ia the clty where I want to
hand my crown over to my successor.

“1 would like to have a tournament
arranged there batween the eight best
legitimats 122 pound boxers In the
world, the list to b selected by a com-
mittee of sports editors., I will referee
every bout dmd award my champlonshlp
toe the one 1 think Is & winner In the
fnal bout If permission can be secured,

“T would Hke to have R all completed
this summer, [ am giving Chaney his
chanee lo-night I shall give Artls Root
an opportunity In July and would llke
to gratity Pete Herman's desire for a
bout.  After these I have no further
wish to don the gloves. ™

Could anything be sweeter? The feath-
rrwelght champlon will ‘referse all the
elimination bouts and glve the title to
the winner of a final contest,

He also specifies eight 122 pounders to
box for tha featherwalght title, when the
limit of the class all over the world now
Is 138 pounda.

Kilbane talks like a pugilistic Rip Van
Winkie who had been msleep for twenty
years, He seemsa to think the feather-
welght class Is tre leading division of
pugili=m and that all eyes are on him,

Although a boxing champlon who re-
tirea from the ring has no more control
over the title than If he had been
knocked out in a champlonshlp bout, yet
Kiibane s not the first champion to ar-
rogate to himself the right to name his
FUCCRROT,

All preceding champlons who thought
they had the right to say who should
sucoced them In the champlonship failed
utterly in thelr attempts to select their
muccasnorn, and thers ls no question that
If Kllbans makea the effort he will reg-
Ister & fallura,

Jeffries Foonled,

When Jim Jeftries retired from the
ring In 1905 he intimated that he would
hand the heavywelght crown to a nonde-
script named Marvin Hart This an-
nouncement caused much merriment, in
the midst of which Jeff remarked he was
merely joking. That was what every.
body thought. and Tommy Burns, who
showed superiority over all the other
aspirants, was recognized finally as the
American champion. With the exception
of Hart no one ever referred to him as
tha champlon. In ne records of boxing
ean there be found any recognition of
Hart as the champlon of the class,

Later on Joe Oana, lightwelght cham-
plon of the world, caused a laugh by an-
nouncing that he had turned the title
aver to George Memasie, a second rater
that GQans could whip twice & day. Hut
Gans did not lose his title till he was
knocked out by Battling Nelson, and as
for Memsic he gradually faded into the
has-been class, whers he belonged. He
never recelved the slightest recognition
As a title holder,

When Terry McOovern began to get
too heavy for the hantam elass and aot
sall for the featherweight title he
sought to show his gratitude to his
sparring partner, Danny erty, by
handing him the bantam champlonship
as a Christmas gift. This amused Harry
Forbes, Frankle Nell and other capable
bantams, who pald not the slightest at-
tention to ™y, who was com-
pletely loat In the shuffle and never was
even referred to an the champlon of the

an,
Tommy Ryan when he reached a de-

termination to retire from the ring an-
nounced that Hugo Helly was his suc-
oeasor, But Ketchel, Puphke and other
rough persons decread otherwise and
Kelly wans lost In pugilistic oblivien
without syer belng referred to as the
champlon,

Maher Declined,

Jim Corbett once offered the cham-
plonship to Petér Maher, but the cham-
plon of Erin knew that gift titles were
\legal and he refused to take it unless
he woh it in the ring.

Thys It can be seen that Kilbane, in
the event ho triea to name his succes-
nor, will place himeelf In an embarrass-
ing position and hls titular helr will be
ignored,

If Kilbane ever fulflls hls oft repeated
promise to get out of the ring and stay
out he will have no more to do In the
selection of his successor than & wooden
Indlan In front of a clgar stors. As
soon as Kilbane steps down and out
(and this will not be accepted aa a fact
until he refuses to match himself with
some third rater) the other feather-
wolghts In the claps will begin n com-
petition for the title, There s hardly a
doubt that the International Bporting
Club will stage n series of ellmination
boutn, the two best men to fight in a
final for the title.

Hy this method Kilbane will be saved
all the trouble and annoyance of dig-
ging up a phenomenon to M1l the cham-
plonahip shoen.

Inctdentally If Kllbans does not soon
retire he may be asked by the Inter-
natlonal SBporting Club to defend his
title In a fifteen round bout to a decl-
slon amuinat a worthy opponent selected
by the club, and at 138 pounds, If he
refuses to do s It Ia not improbable
that a competition will be staged by tha
club and the winner declarsd to be the
title holder,

Kilbans and several othar champlona
will zoon find that the days of Indecl-
nlve conteats with unworthy opponents
are past and that they will be cormpelled
to defend thelr honors againat able op-
ponenta or else forfeit lhelr champlon=-
ehips,

Itallan hoxers appear to be getting to
the front. Desplte the fact that Johnny
Dundes, who tried for the titles In the
featherwelght and lightwelght classes,
falled to win the honors other Itallana
have got te the top of the titular ladder,

Dundee's name I Joseph Carrom, and
he was born In Italy. Pets Herman,
who wrested the bantam crown from
Kid Willlams, was born in New Orleans,
his name baing Peter Gulatto, and
Johnny Willlama, who recently grabbed
the middlewslght honors from Mike
0O'Dowd, s a native of Harlem, and his
name s Glovannl Pancla. Patsy Wal-
lace, who appears to be the best fNy-
walght In America, was born In Phila-
delphla nineteen years ago, and his
name s Pasquelle Applico. He began
as an amateur boxer and developed so
rapldly he was forced Into the profes-
slonal ranks,

Records of Gobert, Laurentz
agd Decugis Indicate Task
for Americans.

With tha American Davis Cup team on
Furapean soil, a word or twe about the
men France has selected to mest the
United States players in the firet of the
proliminary ties will not be amiss. The
Frenchmen that have been named for
the International event are Andre H.
Gobert, Willlam H. Laurents, Max De-
cugis and J. Brugnon, 'I‘h-oy Ao Wup-
posed to be at their best on the hard
courts of thelr native land but they all
hive become so thoroughly familiar with
turf court play In England that many
European critlcs are conceding them
more than an even chance of defeating
the bhoat of our racquet wilelders,

Gobert, regarded by many as ¥u-
rope's best, Is tha maln rellance of tho
French. He won the British covered
pourt champlonship recently without
belng extended and Is sald to be playing
the game of his career this wpring. He
In twenty-nine years old and has been a
tournament player for a dosen years,
mending a great deal of his time on
English courta. He has held the cham-
plonghip of France for n long time, has
been In finallst in the Britlsh open
champlonship at Wimbledon, has played
on two Fyrench Davis Cup teams and
wias the winner of the laat Olympic
tournament. He served throughout the
war, first |n the artlilery and later as
an ohservation aviator,

Laurents, who learnsd the game at lhe
Tennla Club of Parla, first came Into
public notlce In 1011, when he defeated
the late Anthony Wilding in the covered
court championship at Auteuil. With
Gobert he has shared in ths winning of
several French and International doubles
titlen. He was on the French Davis Cup
team that played against England at
Folkatone in 1912. Next to Gobert he
Is considered France's mont efficlent
doubles player and he (s expected to
team with Gobert ngainst the American
palr. Laurents has just reached the
age of 25,

The veteran of the team la Decugis,
who in 38 years old. He began his com-
petitive earetr on the courts of the Rac-
ing Club-of France in 1884 and won his
first Important prizse In 1887. Since
then he has appeared In every tennis
playing country of Furope and his nu-
merous victorles have Included the
English and French champlonships and
two Olympie titlen He represented
France against Belgium in 1004, againat
America In 1905, agninst England |n
1912 and agninst England again in 19814,
He saw smervice with the French army
In the fleld from 1814 to 1916.

Of J, Brugnon Ilttle |a known in this
country. He is a comparative newcomer,
less than 25 years of age, rather slight,
but a player of sxceptional speed. He
in sald to have mastered the Amarican
twist service, Hs defsated Watson M,
Washburn In an Indoor tournament In
France more than a year ago, but In the
Inter-Allled tournament at the Racing
Club of Parls in 1919 Washburn re-
versed the remult by a score of 6—32,
6—2, 6—4. In that tournament Wash-
burn gubsequently was beaten by Gobert
three seta out of four,

It has been decided definitely that the
first prellminary agalnat France will
taks place on July 8, 9 and 10, which
will give the American team a few days'
rest after the Britlsh champlonshlp at
Wimbledon.
