ey, June 6.~The most important
factor of German dlsarmament to be
discussed at the 8poa conference ia
whether or not Germany will be pers

mitted to rotain an army 200,000 strong
and what disposition will be made of
the Safety Pollce.

On these points the German dele-
gates will use all the leeway permitted
them to support thelr views that an
army 200,000 strong and an ample
Safery Pollce are necessary to the
malntenance of order in Germany, and
an both points it is probable that they
will find the Allles opposed to them,
though from different standpoints,

On all other matters of difference
whith now exist between Germany and
the Intenta Allles tha Germans are
Ukely to ngree to fulfl the Allies’ in-
terprotation of thae Treaty of Ver-
sallles in so far aa it (s possible for
them to do 80,

The questlion of German fulfilment
of the military clauses of the treaty
wag been the basis of infinite conclud-
ing statements, To a layman it must
have seemod to be a simple afair.
Either the stipulations of the treaty
would be carrled out or they would
not bo carrled out, and If not, then
the Germans must be trylng to de-
cefvs the Allles,

Byt the more one investigntes the
mattef the more one Is struck with
tha fact that disarmament here s
quite as much o psychological as a
material problem.

Confaslon Over Milliary Sapplien.

The utmost confusion has oxisted In
Germany simce the nrmistice. especialiy
in the military department.  Milllona of
German moldiers took thelr arma and
ammunitlon home, countlesa supplies
have besn destroyed or converted into
vaw maternls which are merviceable for
industry. while unoficial military clana
have utilized thelr Importance to the
Government to bulld up their own
strength Caches of munitions have
been hidden In various parts of the
country.

There Ia no inventory of German mili-
tary suppllen; there ls no Inventory of
the supplies which have been destroyed.

The Interallisd Military Commission,
by the vory necessity of this sitoation,
tmust follow a polley of nagging, 1t
mumt act on the assumption that the
Germans will not do more than they nre
forced 1o do.

A Task of Bargaining.

The Tnterallled Commimsion Is not In
& ponition to carry through Its own pro-
gramme, It must deal with the German
Government, and the German Governs
ment as the commission has learnad
s & heterogeneous Institution, contaln-
ing, particularly In Its war department,
& lnigs number of officers who still carry
out the traditions of the Prusaian
tegime. Disarmament, in some of Its
aEpects, (8 a tagk of burgalning.

“Wa offer you a million rifles’™
gest the Germans,

"Hut you must have had twelve mil-
llon at the end of the war,” retorts the
comimisaion,

“Trus,"” say the Geérmans, "but they
are liidden {n private homes and weé are
unalile to get at them,”

“You must do batter than one million."”
replies the commission, and it waits for
the Germans to come back with n better
offar,

That implles that some way haa to
ba morked out to seize more rifles. 1If
the commisslon says, “We will be satis-
fled with two milljon,” then the Germans
will keep ten million. but If the com-
mission presses too severely the CGer-
mans will become irritated,

This Is only & hypothetical case, but
It showa how much easier It la to dp-
mand gomething thian It is to have the
demand carrled out.

Under these elrcumstances it can bhe
sald that the Interallled Commission Is
performing & distingulshed servies by
bringing German disarmament as far as
1t has gone,

Amsuming that the German claims are
sccurate and that the army effectives
were reduced by May 15 to 200,000, this
means the reduction within a relatively
brief perlod of an army of 12,000,000
ofMears and men to a few cofps, and,
looking at this perspective, the French
assertion that the German army alone,
exclusive of other military organizations,
numbers 270,000 effectives does not
diminish the magnitude of the task the
Allled Commission has achieved,

The Germans declars that
achlavement also proves their
falth.

Summary of German Fallares.

The German fallure to live up fo ths
terins of the tresty of Versallles can
be rummarized as follows:

AND Ngw Yonx Fmmawp was informed
by an ailfed officer that the Cermans
did not reckon the troopa In the neutral
zone with the Relohswehr, which might
be 230,000 strong. However, the com-
misslon has had no opportunity to
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check it up. Furthermore, thers are
40,000 men In the so-called Frelcorps,
which, aithough officlally alsbanded, han
been  distributed as unified groups
throughout eastern Germany, the men |
belng employed as workers on the
Junker estates. The officers who gave
thin Information declared that these
Freleorps groups wers authorlzed by the
German  Government, and as they
worked out they have gone into the
country wit hthelr ofMicers, thair arms
and ammunition,

This Information was conflrmed by
other sources, whero it was declared
that the Friecorps, reactlonary to the
lnst man, constituted a force which was
dnngerous to the stability of the Gov-
ernment.

Reorganization of the Relehawehr.

The reorganization of the Relchs-
welr which Is now planned contems.
plates the maintenance of an arililery
arm, which s now allowed by the treaty,
and providen for twice the number of
officer formatlons atipulated In (he
treaty,

In other words, the Germans are pro-
ceeding with thelr army plans as though
An acmy of 200,000 ofMcers and men,
Including artillery, was authorized by
the nilled Powers, If themse plans are
carried through, it was authoritatively
sald, the force would Le the nucleus
of seventeen army corpes,

An ailied officer mald that 7.000 Zelt
frafwillign (Emergency Volunteers)
were used In the Ruhr actions, and when
they wers returned home hose who went
to Bavarla were received by a General
who addressed them us follows:

“You are now disbandod because the
Entente requires it, but if your country
needs you you will be found ready to
do your duty.”

An order was (saued dissolving the
Einwohnerwohr (Citizens Dofence Force
or Civil Guard), hut it wina not lyved
up to, particularly In South Germany.
An Informant of the correspondent here

Rogarding the police, the peace treaty
permitn It to be malntalned at the same
strength as In 1913, but this Yias fheces-
sarily been Increased In size Le:ause of
the Introductlon of the elght hour day.

Allied oMcers expressed analety ro-
kardlng the Sufety Police (the Slcher-
heltpollgel), which they deseribod =5 &
military organization of 60,000 men, well
officered and armed with rifles and ma-
chine gunz. It s componed exclusively
of ofMeers, commissioned and non-com-
missloned, and of men who have had at
least a year's service at the front. 1In
case of need this organization conld be
padded out Into an army on the basls of
thres companies to one.

With regard to the number of pleces
of artillery in the fortifications, negotia-
tlons are In progress which are practl-
cally cortaln to ond in the withdenwal
of tha Germun claims, At the present
time the Germans hiuve more than 5,000
Euns In these fortificatlons.

20,000 Ammuanition Plants.

The Allled Commisalon har inspected
only about 1,000 factorles out of some

20,000 plants where ammunition has
been manaufactured. The list of muni-
tlon manufactories which the treaty per-
mits to be operated has not yet beed
mikle, The vermans when they were
apked what factories they desired to
have deslgnated gave a list of forty-
five, fncluding the Krupp, the Erhardt
and the Spandau warks,

These, with other large concerns, are
sufficlent, It was declared, to supply an
army of 7,000,000 men with ammuni-
ticn

With regard  to the violatlon of the
trenty provisions concerning the ex-
| portation of munitions of war by Ger-
cmany, officlal records are not avallable,
vbut It was learnsd from several high
isources that while there has been no
feverish exportation of munitions, many
{abipments have crossed the German
frontler and at least one of these has
,reached Mexlco.
| The Germans announce the follow-
Ing list of war materials which had been
destroyed by the end of last March:
Cannon, 5,000 fuses, 14,000 ; explosives,
37,000 tone; cifles and revolvera, 1.315.-
000 machine gune, 24,500; cartridges,
«04,300,000; hand grenades, 4,000,000,
sabres and lances, 1,517,000

List Belng Checked Up,

The amount of material destroved can
only be approximated, because no rec-
ords could be Kepl after the armistice
and during the revoiotion regarding
what had happened to army supplies.
The Interallled Commission has not
questioned that large quantities of, war
materinl have been destroyed and that
the metals were taken for Industrial
purposes, but they are unable to prove
ar to disprove the relinbility of the Ger.
man statement. The second list Is now
belng cheoked up,

One of the treaty clausas calls for the
refurn of Allled war materinls cnp—]
tured by the Germans, It is proving Im-|
possible to fulfil this clause, because |
practically all of thia materlal wus con- |
verted into metals for manufucturing |
purposen before thes armistice was;
slgned.

POLES WIN GROUND _

Wansaw, June 6.—~Reinforcements
hiave been thrown in all aiong the line
of tha northern tront and the Poles ars
dally reguining the ground recently lmtl
to the Bolsheviki, says an official mm—!
munication Issusd to-day. The Bolshe-
viki are reported to be withdrawing
neross the Upper Beresina River,

The Poles are continulng their sve-
crsnful attacks and have occupled Glu-
bakol., 65 miles east of Sventsieny, and
Dokchiteha, 15 miles south of Glubokol,
taking many prisoners, with guns and
othier booty. The Bolshevikl, to cover
thelr retreat, attacked In strength at |
several places trying to cross the Middle |
Bererina, They were repulsed,
