DelrRfitlou Oiioe Training.
Mr. "White Is a member erf tho

National Committee's commit-
tee on policies and platforms, and un-

doubtedly will be a member of the
resolutions committee, which will
submit tho national platform. Thora-or- o,

says the word "adjudication" means so
much more that he will put up a fight
for that.

Back Allen's Liilior Plan.
"Arbitration," he said, "means essen-,tlall- y

that one man who thinks one way
Is selected to meet another man who
thinks another way, and a third man,
supposed to be Impartial, who may think
a third way. Adjudication means that
some force is acting in behalf of the"
public. That'B what Henry Allen is
after, and Henry is right."

Mr. Whlto said reports from Kansas
indicate that the Stato Republicans were
much agitated over the disclosures as to
the use of money for various Presiden-
tial candidates, and that they eert word
that Wood and Johnson, as well as Low-de- n,

could be considered as eliminated
so far as Kansas was concerned. How-
ever, he stated It as a certainty that the
whole delegation, pave William Allen
White, would be for Wood as long as
he had a chance, and would then "give
& staggering vote for Henry Allen." If
the Governor eventually fell by the way-
side Mr. Whlto was not prepared to
admit this ever would be some com-
plimentary votes would fall to Lowden.
Then, if Lowden falls of a majority in
the convention, the Sunflower men will
be for well, Mr. Whlto Is not saying.

For some reason, however, the Hoover
managers are looking for a possible
break In their direction from the Kansas
group.

Gov. Allen said y ho had not had

time to study thoroughly yesterday's
denunciation by Samuel Gompers of the
industrial court plan, but It tippearea
that Gompers haa pot como any closer
to. answering the questions the Governor
put to him than he did in Carnegie Hall.
The Governor salj lie ,felt that a ma-
jority of tho convention favors the crea-
tion of an impartial Federal tribunal for

"tkLeettlemont of labor disputes, nnd he
believes the convention will "take a Just
and courageous attitude" on the mat-
ter.

'The strong men have gone out and
have been replaced by men easy of ap-
proach," said Mr. "White. "They seem
to1 have no resistance. They're pretty
mushy. A fellow gets up and says the
use of money In the- - campaign is a na-
tional scandal.

Virginians Seeking Plucc Plead

for Attention to Solid

South.

Chicago, June 7. Virginia has two

candidates for nomination to the Vice- -

Preslflensv Col. Henry "W. Anderson
and Samuel Adams of the historic family

of that nnmc. Mr. Adams Is generally
known as "Adams, the Apple Man."

Neither expect to be nominated, but both

represent a new principle In Republican
politics. This new thing is that the time
has come for tho a. 0. P. to p"ay atten-
tion not only to the border States that
nre trying to get away from the Demo-

cratic party, but to States of the old
Solid South as well.

As the Wilson Administration has de-

clined, the trend toward Republicanism
In Kentucky, Tennessee, Mnryland and
North Carolina especially hns been obvi-
ous. Gov. Morrow of Kentucky carried
the Blue Grass Stnte by more than 40,000

at the last election. Ho Bald y

that Kentucky is ns surely Republican
for President as Is Indiana across tho
Ohio.. Senator Franco of Maryland
comes to the convention wth the pre-

diction that Maryland will be Republican
by not less that 16,000, Tennessee la
swinging toward tho G. O. P. nnd there
is even a fighting chance In North
Carolina, to hear the Tar Heels talk.

Foresee Political Revolution.
It is this trend and drift that Col. An-

derson and Mr. Adams represent In their
candidates. Tho Colonel, who is from
Richmond, said the swing toward Re-

publicanism In the border States la Just
the beginning of a political revolution
which will affect several States of the
old solid South.

"Take Virginia." said the Colonel.
"Mark me. It won't be eight years, It
may be only four, before Virginia Is
found in the Republican column, pro--
Tided the National Committee does the
right thing by us southerners. Wo aro
eager to get away from the sectional
idea. We hope that the National Com-nlitt-

will put the soft pedal on cam
paign speeches that are naturally of
fensive to Southern feelings. You know
tho sort. We hope that the right kind
of hints will be thrown out that the Re-

publican party does not plan to turn the
domination of the South orer to the ne-

gro. Do that for us and thousands of
Republican votes will be made.

"Virginia and other States nro anxious
fo escape the thralldom of Democracy.
U doesn't mean what it used to In the lays
ot our fathers. AVe younger men are
Americans flrst and Southerners after-
ward. We eee in tho Republican party
the wnys and, means of upbuilding tho
South, not Just using it as a stepladder
to office nnd power. The South gets
nothing out of the Democracy. The
party knows it can always depend upon
us. Rain or shine, the South goes Dem-
ocratic Therefore they ignore us when-
ever they feci like it.

Pleads for Party Tnct.
"Absolutely nil that is needed to make

a great turnover is good sense and tact
on tho part of the Republican party lead-
ers. It would help if we could get the
recond place on the ticket. If a Western
man Is nominated for President I don t
see why Virginia should not havo the

If an Eastern man la
nominated why can't they name a nt

from Kentucky or Tennessee?''
Tho Colonel's hope about the

nomination is not likely to
come true, but the National Committee
has been very strongly impressed by
arguments from the border and Southern
States about softening campaign oratory
to meet Southern prejudices. In past
campaigns there was a lot of blundering
of that sort, but this year, one is told,
speakers will be instructed to cut out
allusions that might be disagreeable
south of Mason and Dixon's Line. The
main idea will bo to tell tho speakers
that tho Civil War Is over.

CROWDS SMALLER
THAN 1912 OR 1916

Railroad Official Estimate
Visitors at 40,000.

Whatever may 1 Its flnnl verdict, the

convention ro3nrds Itself as

tho greatest of unbosscd, popular gath-cr.irg- s.

JJven delegations that aro In-

structed for particular candidates aro
split liopelossly over the question ot

second cholco; and second choices nrn

bo nearly universal as to keep always
In mind the dictum of practical politics
that "the man who has a second choice
is not really for Ms flrst choice."

Delegates Instructed for one candi-
date chafo for a chanco to get away
nnd "voto for somebody else. Thero Is

not a candidate In the list who is cer-

tain how long he will bo able to hold
nny particular delegation solidly nt his
hack. The convention Is disposed on
tho wholo to bo cold blooded and to
nominate with n view to winning In

November; "but It may require ft good
many ballots to prwilpitato that dispo-

sition Into a nomination.

Wood Holtln the Lend.
General Wood goes to tho balloting

with his supporters confident that they
will havo a substantial lead over any
competitor on fho first ballot. That Is,
under the rules of old fashioned poll-tic- s

In unbossed conventions, a position
nt nrivatitniM and ntno of danger. When
the lead is long enough It Is apt to
mean that tho attraction or masses
works for the candidate with the big
bunch. On tho othor hand, It makes
tho leading candidate tho target for nil
others. The minor candidates unite in
the cheerful business of picking off his
stipport In order to provent his nomina-
tion to prove that ho cannot bo nomi-

nated and thus to get an open field In
Thirty-fo- ur yenrs ago this month

there was a historic Congressional con-

vention In tho ola Tenth Iowa District.
Thirteen counties made up the district,
and every ono of them had n favorito
onn P!nHiil.-iti-. Var two davs tho conven
tion ballotted, and In that time every
favorito son came wiuun a voto or iwo
of tho nomination; some of them within
a fraction of a vote. But no one was
nominated.

Tho combinations wcro too carefully
made. It was necessary to pass tho
compliments around in order to show
that everybody felt kindly toward every-
body else, and to show every favorite
son, in turn, that ho could not bo nomi-

nated. In the end that convention nom-

inated a young lawyer named Dolllver,
concerning whom It Is not necessary to
say more.

All Are Confident.
This convention hns many points of

rcpcmblance to that ancient gathering 1n

tho Tenth Iowa District in 188G. Gen.
Wood, Senator Johnson and Gov. Low-

den are here with big and Insistent
bupnehes of supporters, who will have to
be shown that they cannot win before
there will be any chance for outsiders.

A supporter of Gen. Wood put It baldly
y when he said : "Your first Job Is

to show us wo can't nominate Wood.
We don't believe you ,can show us that.
Wo will count 250 votes on the first
ballot, and 100 more before we nre
through the fifth, nnd that will put us
over, because the break will coma to us
when we get that close. But if by the
fifth ballot wo don't pull In enough to
nominate we'll bo done,"

It will require 492 votes to nominate,
and tho high water mark of Wood
claims as to votes actually in sight is
between 350 and 410. One Wood gen-

eral declared that he knew where there
wcre 410 people who wanted to see the
General nominated, and yet lie was very
doubtful about tho outcome and ad-

mitted It. He dldn'J believe the rest
would be pulled In and ho referred to
cases In political history, llko that of
tho old Tenth Iowa struggle, where
men could get almost over, but not
over.

Assuming, then, for tho purposes of
discussion that by the fifth ballot Wood
cannot gather in the necessary 492
votes. By that time the Instructed but
unwilling or unenthuslastlc among his
followers will have discharged their ob-

ligation and will begin to feel freo to
drop oft and give votes to their various
second choices, who, as has been ob-

served, nre generally tho real flrst
choices.

Then tho disintegration may be ex-

pected to set in, assuming that the rules
of political experience govern. The be-

ginning of disintegration of the leader's
force marks also the beginning of the
hand to tiand struggle of the other can-
didates to pick up tho units of the dis-
integrated phalanx.

3Iny Spar for Time.
So at Uils point In a convention's his-

tory there are always pretty certatn to
be efforts to adjourn or recess. Tho
leader, seelntr his chances endangered,
wanU to keep the convention in .session
and, holding his forces as firmly as pos-
sible, force tho balloting. The opposi-
tion, as a whole, is likely to want a re
cess, wherein to reform lines, collect tho
fragments, make new deals and prepare
for the next stage of the engagement.
On such a lineup, if the field forces the
adjournment against the wish of tho
leading candidate, it is apt to mean that
the leader Is eliminated.

Then comes some hours perhaps a
sleepless night of dicker, trade and
conference, and with the resumption of
ballottlng a now leader Is likely to ap-
pear for his tryout. In this convention
the general opinion Is that if Gen. Wood
Is not nominated at the first session, and
If an adjournment Is forced, then the
second session will bo Gov, Lowden's.
That is, the Illlnolsan will appear as the
leading candidate in point of votes, and
will in turn have his chance to get
across. It will be up to tho convention
to prove to him that he cannot win.

Assuming, again, that Lowdea does
no better than Wood had done on the
previous day, the buck will pass once
more and Jn tho present convention
politicians Judg tiiat It will go to the
Calfornlan. Johnwn will get his chance
to nhow how many votes he can muster
at the nigh tide ot his strength.

Knox' Opportunity.
But it will not all be so simple as

this. For instance, Pennsylvania's big
delegation of seventy-eig- ht will bo vot-
ing for Sproul, but a good many of Its
members will be anxious to switch to
Knox. At some point the name of Knox
will be brought into the balloting, per-
haps by some other State than Pennsyl-
vania, and that may be made the 'signal
for Pennsylvania to go to him and give
him in turn his tryout.

If neither Wood, Lowden nor John-
son can be nominated after a fair try-
out of tho general character suggested,
then the "break up" will come. It
may be said In passing that tho
political experts generally
agree that chances arc against any one
of theso three mustering the strength
to go over the goal line. Lowden $nd

Wood's plan to appeal toy pointing out
that most or the conflicts woro settled uy
unanimous vote.

"As I recnll there wero only four roll
calls on contests during tho week and
the first of these was not taken until
nlong In the third day." Chnirman Hays
said. "Tho votes recorded Indicated
that in each case the decision was on
the merits of tho contest as presented
to the committee.

"It Is significant that all contests In
volvlng largo numbers of delegates were
disposed of by unanimous and viva voce
voto."

In stxty-thre- o cases the offlcally re-

ported delegations wcro seated, show
ing that the committeemen believed the
contestants had not furnlshod evidence
to support their charges.

"It would hardly seem that where
tho voting was unanimous any contest-
ants would be Justified in asking a re-

hearing bf all this evidence," said Mr.
Pickett.

REPUBLICAN PLUMS

Powerful Combination in Con-

vention in Rivalry With

Stato Executives. .

CiifCAao, Juno 7. Tho little pleas-
antry recently Indulged In by Oov. It.
Livingston Beeckman of Ithodo Island
to the effect that tho trouble with tho
rtcpubllcon National Convention was
likely to bo "too much Senate" Is still
tho subject of comment as tho political
show Is about to open.

There aro twenty-si- x Itepubllcan Gov-

ernors, and moro than half of them aro
In ChlciiKo 10 attend the convention,
while nil tho forty-nln- o Republican Sen-

ators, with two or threo exceptions, aro
expected to bo In the convention hall to-

morrow.
It la tho Senators who nro' preparing

to pick tho convention plums so far as
tho organliatlon of tho big gathering is
concerned. Senator Lodgo (Mass.) not
only has been agreed upon by his Sena-
torial colleagues for temporary chair-
man, but they nro doing their level best
to keep the permanent chulrmanshtp and
the next Important post of chairman of
the resolutions committee In tho Sena-
torial fnmlly ns woll.

According to the present outlook the
debates on tho floor will bo largely con-

ducted by Senators. True, there are
some Governors who figure prominently
as candidates for President, llko Low
den (111.). Sproul (Pa.), Allen (Kan.)
and Coolldgo (Mass.). but aside from
Gov. Allen they nro not likely to ftcp
Into the limelight of the convention pro-

ceedings. What tho Governors neod, it
seems. Is a union of their own to comoat
tho powerful Senatorial combination.

Will Hays, chairman of tho Itepub
llcan National Committee, who encieav
ors to treat everybody fairly, has made
up his mind to give no ono an excuso
fot saying ho has taken sides In the
tlvalry between Senators and Governors,
In his behalr a fine entertainment even
for this supposedly dry city, was pro
vlded for the Governors by E. I.
Lewis. Publlo Servlco Commissioner of
Indianapolis. Some of the Governors
present wero Morrow (Ky.), who will
second the nomination of Oov. Lowden
for President: Allen (Kan.), Goodrich
(Ind.), Sproul (Pa.), Sleeper (Mich.),
Campbell (Aril.), Beeckman (R. I.) and
Norbeck N. D.).

Mr, Hays has provided no similar en
tertainment for Senators, but it Is ns
sured that the prospect of their running
off with the convention almost bodily
Is regarded by Mr. Hays as sufficient
compensation for them.

It Is a matter of great doubt, any
way, whether a Senator Is more Impor-

tant than a Governor. Each State has
two Senators whllo It has only one Gov
crnor, which might lead to the conclu-
sion that the Governorship is the moro
Important. Somehow or other, though,
the Governors of most of the States arc
candidates for the Senate or hope to be
nnd a goodly proportion of Senators
hn,ve boen Governors. Also, very few
Senators seem to care to go back to a
Governor's chair.
