fclency in her home production,

Japan has In cotton and wool only
that which shg Imports, And the same
I true af her supplies of hidea Without
outalde aasistance Japan could neither
tlothe nor shov her soldiers and sallors
nor produce the Innumerable articles of
Inathor necessary for war. In the mat-
ter of olls and fats she would be In &
state of destitution,

Jupan's only hope of conducting an

offensive warfare eastward would be
after the forming of strong alllances
with other eastern countries. Buch al-
llances are of secondary Impertance to
her. But above all Japan desires the
confldence and frendahip of the United
States, und ahe has done and 18 doing
everything within her power to perpetu-
ate that friendship and keep It strong.

CAMPHOR YIELD INCREASED,
Japanese Monopoly Stimulates Im-
dustry In Formesa.

The sffectivenens of the efforts of the
Japanese camphor maenopoly authorities
for increased production is shown by the
production of approxtmately 6,700,000
pounds during 1919, of whfoh about
6,700,000 pounds cameé from Formosa,
the tota] belng almost double the amount
produced Ip 1018, but being still 20 per
cont. below the maximum production ay -
tained in 1918, when the Incrensing de-
mand, especlally from the United Statas,
stimulated production to such an extent
that the future supply of eamphor was
endangered by rechless cutting of the
trées, until officlal steps were taken to
consdyve them.

To protect the requirements of the rap-
Wly growing celluleld Industry of
Japan the nuthorities have controlled the
exports of cumphor Ly allotting definite
amounts to the varfous forelgn coun-
triea, the allotment to the United States
for 1913 belng only 1,420,000 pounds,
whareas before the war this country had
Imported about 2,800,000 pounds an-
sually from Japan

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OF SEAMEN'S LAW

Assert Crews Take.Unfair Ad-
vantage of Provisions in
Oriental Ports.

Thera ‘s much unfavorsble comment
on Lhe mannsr ln which the Seamen's
act of 1915, kmown as the La Folistie
bi1l, s operating fn Orfental ports, Sev-
oral of the agents of the leading Amoeri-
can steamshly agencles In Japan and &
number of the skippers on the trans-
pacitio rums are bitter in their denun-
clution of the measurs and declars that
It s working a resl hardship on (he
steamahip companies as well an destroy-
ing all diselpline on board ships, espe-
clally when o vessel s In port. Tha In-
creasing number of cases of !msubord)
nation, refusal to work, absence without
lanve and drunkenncss are attributad to
certaln phasss of tha law,

The mont ohjectionable feature of the
Ixw, mecording Lo a prominent Ateam-
ship agent, in the provision which states
that & scaman dlacharged for lnsub-
ordination shall recelve his wages In
full and shall be supported In o forelgn
port, when he becomes destitute, untll
he can be sent home at the expense of
the Govermmant, "his clause of the Sea-
men's act encourages Ins 1)
and makes It vary hard to malntain dis-
cipline while u ship is in a forelgn port.

Asked If there wan pot u proviston for
fines of men gullty of misconduct, a
captain on one of the liners mid: “Yes
there is ; but that has becoms & Iaughiog
mattar with the men because in the next
port tha fine ls most iikely to be remit-
ed by the commissioner. ‘Then #giin
the law Imposes & alight filns of two
days pay for absence In & forelgn port
This Is ontirely inadequato, as can be
soen from & case which ooccurred re-
contly. One of the blg liners was held
in port for nine hours becauss two ol
the seamen were aahors without leave
The skipper could tmpose a flne of two
days pay on these men, but what waa
two days pay compared with the com-
pany’n loss of time In thewe days of high
charter rates?

The allens on American vespels are
also protectsd by the Seamen's act. A
steamshllp repressatative cited the fal-
lowing case as an ilustration of the
pliabllity of the law when applied to
forelgners: “'A Russian, desiring to get
to hin native country shipped om ab

American veasel. Ho was taken off the fpe

ship at the first Russian port because
he had g German name. Hs applied to
the American representatives In Huela
for support. Under the La Follotie bit)
he received It ard for several montha
he wan maintained and supported at the
expense of the Amerienn Government.

“Another faulty provision of the law."
atatea one of the shippers, “ls that In
the cass of a vessel that sinks and all
its records are lost. The crew under
the law have the akipper and company
at thelr merey. An Instance of a vessel
becoming disabled ocourred recently, A
portaln bont wans forced to make port for
repalrs. The crew was not on the com-
mercial entry and consequontly not en-
t.lad to wages, However, the master
was forcad to pay. All took leave, which
a lberal intorpretation of the act seemed
to give them, and they left the master
to repalr the vesssl as best ha could
It was four months before the vessel was
ready for sea”

Ono of tha best known officers travel-
ling on the Pacific has offered the fol-
lowing remedies for the existing con-
dittona: “Glve the gaptain of the ship
more authority andl he careful In tha
selection of masters of wesseln. Grant
shiore lenve only to men of proved, call-
bre and character, Lower the percent-
age of wiges to be pald In forcign ports
ap that the men would not have too
much to spend and would have some-
thing to fall back:.on when they arrive
homn."

Another suggestion, and one which
mests with tho approval of many of the
shipping concerna and merchant marine
officers, 18 to make the service a part of
the United States Navy and subject It to
navy rules and regulations.

Chtnese Returm te Ameriesn Cars,

The recenf signing of a contract for
the purchase from an American firm of
twenty standard American frelght cars
for use in tranaporting coal from the
Pinghalang collisrles to Wuchang on the
Yangst River marka a return by the
Chuchow-Pinghatang Haliway to the use
of American equipment. Although the
road wans bulit of Amerlcan materiale
and originally operated with American
equipment, subsequent purchases wers
from German sources, as the directing
enginear of the road and the technleal
staft of the mine ware mearly all of that
nationality.
