Washington, June 10. The expenses
of Major-Ge- Enoch H. Crowder, who,
according to Chicago despatches In Tim
Su.v and New YonK Herald, Is Interest-
ing himself In opposition to the can-
didacy of Major-Ge- Wood, arc being
paid by the United States Government,
according to a statement made y by
Secretary of War Baker.
