Oil Sliortago and the (las Industry.
Iteferrlug recently to the available

supply of petroleum In this country
and Its most necessary uses an ofllcjal
Of the United States Geological Sur-

vey Fpoko of the dlfllcultles encoun-

tered by the manufacturers of gns In

obtaining the needed supply of oil and
added that In the not distant future
the public must determine what nre
"the most essential uses of petroleum
products'." The gas manufacturers are
among our heaviest consumers of oil.

They ue annually from 24,000,000 to
20,000,000 barrels. The wide public
Interest In this comes from the fact
that gas made from this oil terves
about .10,000.000 people of all part'
of the United States.

In the Chemical Age Oscar H.

Foon, secretary-mnnnge- r of the Amer-

ican Gas Association, says that ,the
Introduction of the water gas process
brought about the use of oil In gas
manufacture. It was found that this
combination developed a new process
which was more flexible and less ex-

pensive than the use of bituminous
coal. Anthracite or coke could be
einffioycd to produce the "blue or
water gas," and tills
gas could be enriched by the addition
ot vaporized petroleum to almost any
desired luminosity. The result is seen
In the present status of the Industry;
of the ?,021 companies serving gas
1G0 of tho plants use the water, gas
process exclusively and 170 In combi-

nation with the coal gas process. In
other words, In about 70 per cent, of
the gas manufactured oil enters as a

most essential Ingredient.
Since oil was tlrst used by the gas

manufacturers conditions of both sup-

ply nnd cost have materially changed.
In tho early days of water gas pro-

duction oil was easily procurable at
a reasonable price. Naphtha, then re-

garded ns an oil was suit-
able and could be bought nt one cent
n gallon. When naphtha soared In
price another petroleum distillate,
known ns "gas oil," became avail-
able. Hut with the great Increaso In
the demnnd for potroleum"productlons
ot all kinds gas oil too has risen
above a refinery All ef-

forts In the last few years to find n
substitute for gns oil have brought no
satisfactory practical results. On the
other hand, the replacement of exist-
ing wnter gas plants by plants or
processes which do not utilize oil
would take years to complete. And
Mr. Fogg asks upon whom would rest
the burden of scrapping plants repre-
senting an Investment of $ lOO.ooo.OOO

nnd which would ttiiulre In replace-
ment nn outlay of two ond one-hal- f

times ns much.
The remedies which Mr. Kor.o sug-

gests are two. He would abolish the

i
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enndlo power standard of determining

tho vnluo of artificial gas tho use for
It, ho declares, docs not exist ,now
that tho Incandescent burner hns re-

placed tho open Hume nnd ho would
placo gas for Illuminating purposes
upon tho same basis of heating value
that governs tho uso for cooking

nnd nil Industrial operations. He
would, too, adopt n snnu standard of
rpinllty and bring about a downward
revision of high heat values upon tho
ground that thero n'ppears no reaWm

for continuing the economic wnsto of
supplying gns of either candle power
or high caloric vnlucs when gns of
lower values will satisfactorily answer
every purpoio nnd without nny disad-

vantage to tho consumer. In this way

the uso of petroleum In tho mnnufne-tur- n

of gas, Mr. Foon believes, will be
reduced to a minimum nnd a most
appreciable saving will bo mado lp

the nntlon's oil resources.

Uiiluth Shamed by a Mob.

The lynching of llirco negroes In
Duiuth, Minnesota, on Tuesday was n
shocking crime, a shameful outburst
of savagery and a crying disgrace to
the city, county nnd State adminis-

trations within whose Jurisdictions it
occurred.

A police lieutenant of the city police
Is quoted as saying "We could not
stand the mob off." Tho fact that no

member of the law defying throng Is
reported dead, wounded or In Jnll is
the only commentary necessary on
this declaration.

As in nil other lynching, tho re-

sponsibility for this .errlfylng break-

down of the law lies on tho authori-
ties. The pollco, the sheriff's posse
nnd the uniformed militia are organ-

ized nnd maintained for the purpose
of protecting the public pence. When
they fall to stop rioters, when they
fail to protect prisoners, when they
ennnot "stand tho mob off" tho fault
Is theirs ami the full responsibility
must rost on them.

If tho authorities plead they did not
expect nn outbreak, that they were
caught unprepared, they do not im-

prove their situation. It Is their busi-

ness to know what Is going on, to be
prepared. They cannot dodge the

facts In this case nny more than they

can In other cases of a similar nature.

Tho Most Helpful Book.

Tluj American Library Association

has set Itself a hard task In trying to

determine tho one book which was

the greatest force back of the success

of America's great leaders, "What
books Inspired F.dibon, Woodrow Wil-

son and Uabe Hutu?" asks the Lb

brary Association, nnd if they all an-

swer the Hlble or "Pilgrim's Progress"

presumably a very nice point will have

been cleared up to the general satis-

faction of all librarians.
This passion for discovering the

fnvorlte book of successful men Is one

of tho most deep seated In the human
race. Nor is It necessarily limited to

successful men. We would Just as

soon know the favorite novel of a

penniless hobo ns Hnbc Hum's first

choice or evn Wilson's. The same

disease In another form Is Illustrated
r those people who arc always con-

templating trips to a desert Islnnd
with a specially selected cargo of In-

dispensable masterpieces, and by the
enterprising publishers who are for-

ever Insisting that they have suc-

ceeded In packing the world's best

literature Into ten portable volumes.

It Is of course an entertaining amuse-

ment but full of snares nnd delusions
to the poor unfortunate who thinks
he can emulnto tho deeds of his pet

heroes by acquiring their literary
tastes.

If n man wants to know how Edi-

son hnppcned to think of the phono-

graph or how Wilson came to con-

ceive of Article X. he will have to

strike deeper than the questions pro-

pounded by the American Library As-

sociation. For all we know Wilson
may debauch ills Intellect with dime
novels, while Hnbc Hutii snatches fit-

ful moments In the dressing room to
devour "The Consolations of Philoso-

phy." KmsoN may waver letwecn
Amy I.owki.i. nnd the Coiiffrcw'ono;!

Ilcrord, but It does not niter the fact
that his heart Is In his laboratory or
that he really began to live when he
found himself the sole possessor of n
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ntinsen burner and n couple of glass
test tubes.

Knowing n man's favorltj book Is

about ns sure a clue to his success as
knowing his favorite, llowcr or his
beau Ideal of a breakfast food. None
of us nre nbove a certain curiosity In

our neighbors, but It docs not follow
that hccntiso a man likes Fknimorc
CooiT.it ho will become n mighty
hunter, nor does It follow that every
chief of pollco was originally Inspired
by Sherlock Holmes.

Women In the Advertisements.
In the convention of tho Associated

Advertising Clubs Mrs. Christine
FiucnKnicic scolded tho men for using
"wrong psychology" In tho Illustra-
tion of advertisements:

"You advertiser! have gone mad on

the pretty girl model, the artificial,
manicured manikin. I make a plea
for the eenuln i homely human model,
who looks more like tho woman who

'really buys your goods."

Wo In turn must find fault with
Mrs. Fiif.Tii:iiicK's view of the case. It
It true, as nIio says, that It Is absurd
to picture women "painting pantry,
shelves attired In evening gowns or
using n wnshlng mnchlno In a recep-

tion drew." Such Illustrations Insult
thi common senso of the woman
rentier. But we must reject the
"homely humnn model" for the sim-

ple reason that the hninellncw of the
model distracts the reader's attention
from tho article advertised, whether
It bo n sable clonk or a screwdriver.

All tho women of America como so

nenr to being beautiful, or hnndsome,
or nt least good looking, that an ad-

vertising picture of n homely woman
wo assume that Mrs. Frederick used
"homely" In the accepted Yankee
sense comes ns a shock. Whnt a
nose! says tho render to herself, and
quite forgets that the Intended sub-

ject of the advertisement Is tho can
of Audley's Ambidextrous Artichokes,
which tho homely model Is nliout to
open, unexpected company having
arrived.,

Wo have observed Mrs. Fnr.nEnicic's
theory put to practical test by the
makers of whnt we believe are known
In the trndo ns "stout ladles' gar-

ments." Tho realism was great nnd

tho failure was doubly so. There are,

we grant, women who weigh a bit

nlwve the standard, but none of them
will admit, even to herself, thnt she

Is ns large ns tho picture of n "stout
model" of the same weight. The net

result of these realistic ptctRrcs wnR

closo attention to the homeliness of

the model's face and tho fatness of

her figure ond utter neglect of the

very handsome garment she wore.

OBEDIENCE TO THE LAW.

That Is All This Student ot the Con-

stitution Will Yield.
To The Surf and Nsw Yoiik IIfrald:

In your IssUo of June 10, writing ot
tho decision of tho United States Supremo
Court sustaining the Eighteenth Amend-

ment and the power ot Congress to de-fl-

Intoxicating liquors without regard
to actuality, or, In other words, their
alcoholic contract, you say "tho legisla-
tive definition" thus sustained will be
"respected by food cltliena overywhepe."

While I hava always entertained great
respect for your opinions, I am con-

strained to say that In so far aa the
decision concedes to Congress the right
to contravene a natural fact for the
purposes of legislation It might com-

mand my obedlcnco but not my respect.
In my opinion such an act will still con-

tinue to be a wanton and Indefensible
abuso ot leglslatlva authority as having
no necessary or Justifiable rclntlon to
the professed purposes'of the act. And
with due respect to the Supremo Court
I venture to add that It a legtslntlva
body may do such a thing then there
la no limit to Its power, except perhaps
specific restrictions contained In Buch

an instrument as the Constitution.
The Roman philosopher defined "true

law" as "right rensoa." and In my hum-
ble) judgment It Is n perversion ot rea-
son to assent to the proposition that
thnt which Is not Is becnuso tho Legis-

lature has arbitrarily decreed It to bo
so, The realm ot politics Is not tho
realm ot religion; In this rase at least
one cannot without de-

clare "Credo quia Impossible," "I
becauso It Is Impossible."

The proper function of a constitution
Is to set bounds to the authority of the
Stats; lo protect the liberties of the
Individual; to circumscribe the action ot
the Legislature. To Include In a consti-

tution restraints on Individual liberty
whose proper place, If anywhere, Is the
ordinary legal code Is to pervert tho
purposes of the fundamental document
and make It nn Instrument of tyranny;
It Is to Inspire first disrespect afid then
hatred for It in the minds of those who
feel themselves bound by Ita fetters; It
Is to prepare the way for Ita ultimate
repudiation or the disintegration of the
state ot which It was the foundation.

Easy Way to Tell Woollen From Cot.
ton Cloth.

Clu'ood HtnMck n llarpir'f Jloptulse.
Suppose a chemist's wife or his

mother or sister buys a number of
yards of cloth to be made Into a gown.
It is to be a winter gown, and Ita pur-
pose, as distinguished from a summer
garment, is to keep her warm. She
wants It to he ot wool because she
knows by experience that wool Is

warmer than cotton or linen. In making
the purchase she asks the clerk In the
storo If It la all wool, and she Is

assured that it Is.

The clerk does not' know except that
the buyer said so, and the chances are
that the buyer does not know except
that the Jobber from whom ho purchased
It said so. And the Jobber doca not
know except that a manufacturer's
agent said so, and he may have been
at slight pains to find out. We know
very well that If we boll a little sliver
of the goods In a test tube in a solution
of caustic soda the wool will dissolve
and the cotton will not; It Is ono of the
simplest tests that can ho made, and it
can bo accomplished In five minutes.
Hut I doubt If ono In a thousand chem-

ists docs this thing. So the wife or
mother may buy goods supposed to be
woollen that aro In large part cotton,
and she may, and often docs, catch cold
because of this fact.

after hla election having appointed Clay
Secretary of State, and the stigma thnt
Clay bargained for that placo In tho
Congressional caucus In return for the
support of Adams has been a taint In
Clay's life even to this day. National
conventions were practically Inevitable
upon1' the failure of tho Congressional
caucus In 1821. It was believed that
the trouble in 1821 was largely duo to
the system of separate nominations in

different States at Irregular times.
Four year later Jackson, however, was

very easily nominated In the Congres-

sional caucus for President, and when lie
came up for reelection In 1S32 It was
decided to hold the first National Conven-

tion of the Democratic party. President
Jackson hnd, with his policy of tho liberal
use of patronage, no trouble In being

renominated nnd nothing was thought
of a two-thir- .rule until Martin Van
Buren Introduced this new feature. It
was not necessary for him to Introduce
tho new rule Jn order to bo nominated
for and yet the primary
purpose of the two-thir- rule was to
bring about, It has always been

Vnn Buren's nomination for
when as a matter of fact

Jackson, the all powerful, had deter-

mined upon that very nomination.
Along came the Democratic-Republica- n

Convnntlon in Baltimore In 1835,
nearly eighteen months before the elec-

tion, nnd there were 500 delegates from
twenty-thre- e States. The rule requiring

B ot the whole number of votes
for the nomination was again adopted
because "It would have a more Impos-

ing effect." although nearly half the
convention, 210 to 2J1, thought a ma-

jority was moro "according to Demo-

cratic principles." Vnn Buren, being
President, received the unanimous vote

of the convention and tho Van Buren
ticket was subsequently elected.

In 1840 Van Buren could easily dic-

tate his renominatlon for President and
nothing was said about tho two-thir-

rulo and it was not adopted. William
Henry Harrison easily beat Van Buren
at the polls.

In 1844 Van Buren's nomination was

again widely supposed to be assured, but
up came a contest to plague Van Bu-

ren, who had introduced this two-thir-

rule twelve jears before. The contest
came up becauso the Southern dele-

gates, says Mr. Shepard, desired to es-

cape obedience to their Instructions to
vote for him. Robert J. Walker, then
a Senator from Mississippi, a man of
Interesting history nnd largo ability,
led the Southerners. He quoted the
precedent ot 1SS2, when Van Buren had
been nominated for the
under the two-thir- rule, nnd thnt of
1885, when he had been nominated for
the Presidency. These nominations had
led to victory. In 1840 the rule, Walker
added, had not been adopted. Without
this rule. Walker declared amid angry
excitement, the pnrty would yield to
those whose motto seemed to bo "rule
or ruin."

Benjamin F. Butler of New York,

Daniel 8. Dickinson and Marcus Morton

led the Northern ranks. Butler regret-

ted that any member should condescend
to the allusion to 1840. That year, ho
aid, had been a debauchery of the na-

tion's reason, omld log cabins, hard
cider and coonsklna.

Butler of New Tork, Van Buren's
State, nnd a itout friend of Van Buren,
declared tho true Democratlo rule re-

quired the minority to submit to the
majority. Morton said that under the
majority rule Jefferson had been nom-

inated; that rule had governed Stat',
county and township conventions. He
admitted that under the two-thir- rule
Van Buren would not be nominated,
although, a majority of the convention
was known to bo for him. In 1832 nnd
1835 the two-thir- rule had prevailed
because It was certainly known who
would be nominated, and the rfjlo oper-

ated to aid, not to defeat, the majority.
If the rule wera adopted It would be
by ths votes of States which wero not
Democratic, and would bring "dismem-
berment and final breaking up ot the
party." Finally, tha two-thir- rule
waa adopted by 148 to 118, In the 1844

convention, and Van Buren waa beaten,
James K. Polk receiving the nomina-
tion and election.

It la very generally admitted that the
two-thir- rule was Introduced In 1332

to aid Van Buren. It destroyed him In

The American

Federation of Labor reaffirmed its

stand for recognition of the Irish

Tho question whether th American
Federation of should Indorse

"Government Ownership" or "Govern-

ment Control" of tho railroads provided

spirited debate nt tho closo of tho day a

saaslon. The administrative forces of

the federation, backing tho report of the
resolutions committee for tho approval
of "Government Control," opposed the
railroad employees' organisations and
their supporters In urging Indorsement
of "Government ownership with demo-

cratlo operation of tha railroads."
John Frcy, chairman of the resolu-

tions committee, led tho opposition to

Government ownership. He asserted It
was "not a sound trndo union doctrine
that wo should turn over to tho State
power over our economic movement
Ho declared the Government never kept
Its promises, adding that labor had been
mado "tho flrnt victims" of the Sherman
and Lever acts, although It had "been
promised that these laws would not be
used against them."

3Iny Override Report.
Frcy said there Ih "growing In this

country the Idea, advocated by those
who claim to bo our friends by near
statesmen, publicists and others that
the wclfnre of the Stato Is superior to
tho rights of Individuals. They believed
In that In Oermi ny," ho added.

When tho hour for adjournment ar-

rived the Indications wero thnt tho rail-

road employees' unions would havo the
support of tho United Mine Workers
nnd the metal trades organizations.
This would cnnblc them to override the
committee's report nnd place the n

on record as favoring "Govern-
ment ownership with Democratic opera-
tion of the railroads."

Tho convention called upon tho Con
gress of the UniUd states to cuncci
iho "gentlemen's agreement", with Jap
an and absolutely cxcliuto Japanese
and other Asiatic Immigration to this
country. Tho exclusion of "plituro
brides" also was demanded. Federa-
tion departments and International
unions were Instructed to "cooperate
and press" this legislation.

Tho continuation of tho federation's
organization campaign in tho :ron and
steel Industry was authorized. Tho
executive council was Instructed to call
a conference of tho International unions
concerned In this work, to procure their
'"full cooperation" In tho campaign. Jo-
seph D. Cannon, of New York, mem-
ber ot tho national committee of iron
and steel workers, appealed to the fed-
eration to aid tjie 300,000 organized
steel workers to prcparo for a "new
strike." N

Declaring the cost of living "must
go no higher," the federation demanded
that legislation be enacted at once to
curb profiteering. Tho convention ex-

pressed "regret that Congress had
failed to enact a single constructive
measure that would aid In checking
profiteering." It Instructed Its executive
council to press labor's "specific pro-
posals constituting-- n progrnmmo of
remedy" for reducing living costs.

Wnnt Hand In Control.
Ths federation reaffirmed Its declara-

tion ot principles laid down in 1918 to
the effect that "those contributing to pro-
duction should have a part In Its con-
trol." It then went on record In favor
"of setting up conference boards of or-

ganized workers and employers, thor-
oughly voluntary in character and. In
thorough accord with our trndo union
organizations as means of promoting tho
democracy of industry through develop-
ment of cooperative effort."

Declaring that a band of "irresponsible
agitators" aro attempting to discredit the
"recognized organizations In the railway
service,'' the federation unanimously
condemned the "secessionist movement"
which resulted In tho recent railroad
strike. It also Instructed its affiliated or-

ganizations o "refrain from giving
moral or financial support or assistance
ot any kind to any secessionist move-
ment. Any federation orgnnlzatlon giv-
ing such assistance is threatened with
having Its charter revoked.

Tho federation declared war on tho
Kansas Court of Industrial Relations
in adopting a resolution which

such legislation as "confiscatory
of the liberty nnd property, and n denial
of the humnn rights or organised labor."
The federation Instructed Its executive
council to take steps to support ..or-
ganized labor In Kansas, Nebraska and
Colorado In "fighting anti-strik- e legisla-
tion to a finish. '
