It Premier Vexizeros played a lone
hand at the Paris conference when
the treaty with Turkey woas under
conslderntion Le played 1t skilfully,

creasing strength and power of the
Turkish Natlonallst movement has
heen fully Justified. ‘This uprising
ugnlnat Constantinople had lta lneej-
tion in opposition to the dismem-

wns ut first centred around the o
surrectionury government zet up by
Musrarna Kesmar Poasha at Apgora.
Since the treaty was first submitted
to Turkey It has gathered sufficlent
strength to dominate the entire An-
atolinn country and !o menace the
Allles’ hold on the Turkish stralts
For this remson it has hecome a
factor of as great conslderation In the
acceptance of the Turkish treaty as
the wenk and unstable government
répresented by the Sultan at Con-
stantinople. i

For a treaty with a soore or more of
diplomatic questions carefully weighed
and the old elements of contention
among the European Powers appar-
ently successfully compromised, this
treaty . has passed through severe
trinls from [ts first draft to the form
ll" which It now appenrs hefore the
vonference at Boulogne. 1t sancrioneyd
the Italian soverelgnty of Tripoll, the
British protectorate of Egypt and
Sudan and the French protectorate (o
Tuals and Moroceo, 1t left the Sul:
ten at Constantinople, !t established
an allled zone of the Turkish siraits
and 1t gave the Dodecanesian islands
to Italy. But Greece, as far as awnrids
were concernad, came out the greatest
winner; she recelved Thracs, thus
cutting off Bulgnris from the Fgean
aid ppening her own way to the Black
Ses.. She recelved Smyrna and a por-
tlon of the neighboring territory,
which had long been her nationn! de-
sire, and she galned n superjority over
Italy in the eastern Mediterranean,
In fact, Greece won by this treaty
nll she had hoped to win in this part
of the Near East, and VEXIZELOR was
congratulnted upon the outecome of
the conference dellberation. But he
felt then that his vietory wns= only
partly won, He understeod the possi-
bilitles of ndroltly directed Turklsh
pationalism a2 none of the other
allied natlons understood if.

The Greeks lu heir efforts to take
over Thrace were canfronted by the
comiunnder of the Turkish forces in
Europe, who made n flrm  stand
agalnst the advance of a Grecian
army across the Maritsa amd pro-
olaimad Adrianople a free and inde-
pendent city. When Greece attempted
to exercise a contro! outside of
Smyrna and jis defences her troops
were met by the army of Musraria
Kemar Pasha, There were some em-
barrassing incldents In ' this meet

berment of the Ottomnn Empire and|

Ing as far as Greece was concerned.
In the first place the Paaha's army
was usually superlor in nwmber 1o
the Greek forces, and the soldlers,
lnspired by Moslem fanaticlsm, were
not the weak, Inefclent Turkish
Torce agalnst which the Creeks had
fought fn the last Balkan war. In
the next place Greece was restrained
by the terms of her eccupation from
going beyond the limits of the 8Bmyrna
zone and she was thus foroed to act
alwoys on the defensive. The result
was that the Natlonallsts left Smyrna
wlone, spread out to the south, wiplng
out several detachments of France's
army of occupation, plildged Arme-
nian vilinges in the east and swept al
most unopposed to Brusa' und the
eyntern shores of Marmora and (he
stralts.

The Turkish Government ut Con-
stantinople with a force scarcely large
enough to guard the Sultan's palice
was unable to cope with the sitnatlon,
Even If this Government should slgn
the treaty It wes a question what
power 1t could possibly have In the
face of the Natlonalist opposition.
Grent Britnln and France confessed
thelr lnaklility to send an army agnlnst
Mustarna’ Kemar DPasha, and ltaly
was too lotent upon hay Adrlutie prob-
lem to offer any nssistance. It was
Premler  Vexizpros's  opportunliy
ngain to propose a solution of the
Nenr Enst problem. In the nama of
Gresce he offered thirteen army di-
viglons. Reports from Boulogne say
the affer was accepled by the Allles
and to Greere wps glven n free hnnd
in Asin Minpr. This s the solution

qnautitles of textiles, dyes, steel prod-
yeis amdl o considerable number of
the lower priced automobiles.

British Indla is a densely populited
territory, with large sections having
more than 50 persona to the square
mile. Such n large popultion fm-
plies high consumptive capacity.
India is not self-sufMiclent, and her
demnuds for clotbing, machinery and
other mianufactured articles are obe
talued In exchange for her raw prod-
ucts. Same one must do an fmmense
amount of trading and buiking for
Indla. The records of British irade
for 1010 demonstrate who Is doing It.
In that year England bought $543,-
500,000 of goods from Indie, a large
proportion of which way no doubt re-
exported to other countries, and sold
Indln  $3054,000.000 - of Britlsh mar-
chandlse, Thus while we are able to
pay oniy A meagre 44 per cent. of our
Import bill with exports to Britlsh
India England repald G5 per cent. of
hars with merchandise,

How little the
American exporter bad studled the
wants of his prospective customer s
illustrated by the parallel llst:

Goods offered: Stoves, furnaces,
portabls bulldings, halr curlers, empty
barrels and kegs, safely plos, garden
seedn, trees, rolirond splkes, ahrubs,
old npwapapers, toys, absorbent cotton,
seconf hand clothes, water mweters,
conl, rice milly, numbering machines,
sonp, gus mantles, suipburie acld, Iml.
tation  jewelry, Iirrigation plants,
bleycles, writlug paper, shoes.

Goods wanted : Cotton plece goods,
woollen plece goods, heavy chemlcals,
hardware, condensed milk, hoslery,
motorcycles, gasolene, sugar, men's
furnishings,

The dispurity between these two
lists shows the almost puerile igno-
rance of many American exporters de-
siring to sell thelr wares In British
Indla. That country s n Britial pos.
sosslon and of course Grent Brituin
will predominate ln the trade. But
the Ameriean Cansul at Karachl a=
serts, aml It seems reasonuble fo
pssume, that the onesided balance of
trade could be made less unfavornble
to the Unlted States 1f the knowledge
of the murket were Improved through
closer observallon by our exporters.
