Shaw Play That
England Barred

Is Acted Here

'O'JFlahcrty, V. C.,' Produced

by Celtic Players, Who

Movo Uptown.

No season In the theatre hero appears
to bo complete without letting Bhaw
have hta' fling, and last night at the
Thlrty-nlnt- h Street Thcatro the sardonic
Georgo Bernard managed to slip In be-

fore the pearly gates of the season
closed without giving him his annual
chance to mako tho world over. Through
the medium of the Celtic Players Amer-
ica was allowed to have Its first glimpse
of one of his latest little sarcasms, a
short comedy calied "O'Flahcrty, V. C."
which was banned by the censor In Eng-
land becauso Shaw In his brusque wny
said "Tush, tush" about several things
In the war.

It was presented with tho typical
Oaello flair for tho ironic by the players
under Miss Doborah Blerno'a manage-
ment, who wero moved up from the
Provincetown Thcntro as a reward for
good behavior In the vicinity of Green-
wich Village.

It soon became evident why Shaw's
one act skit had Impelled tho censor to
reply "tush, tush," to the playwright.
It was more daring lampooning on tho
tender subject of the war than even tho
Bame author's "Augustus Does His Bit"

also presented here, very briefly and
nt this lato date, with the conflict al-

most laid to rest by every ono but tho
politicians, some of the quips would bo
likely to mako an Englishman squirm,
Just as they mado some of the Sinn
Felners In tho audience applaud with de-

light.

Sallies on noynltles.
Into the mouth of a private returned

to his native town in Ireland on a re-

cruiting rnlly, Shaw places Bevcrat
homely sallies on tho English King, the
Queen, tho landed gentry and tho war-- In

fact, tho soldier goes so far as to
declare vehemently that not only "thu
war, but all wars, aro wrong," though
he admits he doesn't know what he was
fighting for. Tho winner of a Victoria
Cross, ho says he achieved it simply for
shooting Germans "becauso ho was
afraid they'd shoot him."

The church Itself comes 'in for a few
remarks, and naturally conscription and
the allotment paid to dependents receive
a hacking, for Shaw ilcver forgets to
set up the dummies at which his sword
can make Its shrewdest passes. All
these nnlmadverslons are addressed by
the soldier In a burst of frankness to
his landlord, Jn;'or Pierce, so that tho
playlet assumes Shaw's favorite drn-mat- lc

form, a Socratlc symposium with
every ono administering a terrible verbal
drubbing to every ono else.

It winds up with the private, appalled
at having his eyes opened to the mer-
cenary character of his mother and' hla
sweetheart and nt seeing them fight
shrewUhly, deciding for the peace nnd
quiet of the front rather a bfomldlc
finish for Shaw. While the sketch is
generally amusing, the net result, as Is
often the case vlth this playwright, Is
to solve nothing, but to leave the on-

looker wondering If he Is a big fool,
P. J. Kelly grasped the glib manner

of the Shavian hero nptly, but In the
emotional passages and there were a
couple he reiounded little more than
the popping of a cork. Miss Molllo
Carroll did well In the small bit of his
sweetheart, but Malro Roden-Quin- n ro-

lled too much on makeup as his mother.
Emmet O'Reilly was out of place in the
English uniform of Major Pierce, and
seemed to feel it.

"The Rising of the Moon."
The second play on the bill, which Is

for a limited engagement. In tho cause
of establishing an Irish national theatre
here, was Lady Gregory's "The Rising
of tho Moon," which has Influenced the
ebb and flow of the drama here before.
Edward O'Connor and H. Henry Han-do- n,

in addition to Kelly and O'Reilly,
could be discerned moving about amid
the twlllt dialogue in this piece.

O'Reilly was at his best as the ser-
geant of police, and Kelly did good
work too, despite a squeaky barytone
voice when he sang.

The programme, which was of a
much lighter tone than the first offer-hr--s

for IrlsHmen even In tha heat of
striving for home rule can't remain for-
ever serious was rounded out by an-

other ono act play, "A Minute's Walt,"
by Martin Mcllush, satirizing a pro-
crastinating railroad In tho Emerald
Isle which Is, noted for Its tardiness,
and which was probably regarded last
night as the counterpart of any one of
tho railroads that carried the com-
muters In the audience.

This piny was a loosely strung bur-
lesque which only achieved action
when a goat and a donkey were brought
on tho stage nnd at that, the goat had
little dramatic sense or "conflict" with
his horns. Altogether, the bill was far
superior to tho first offered.

"Ed AVynn Carnival" Move.

SPIRIT MESSAGES'

MAY BE DR. HYSLOP'S

Bescarch Society Susponda

Judgment Until Study

Can Bo Mndc.

Ileforo Dr. James II. Hyalop, secre-

tary of tho American Society of Psych-

ical rtcscarch, died Inst Thursday of a
brain lesion at hla home In Upper Mont-clal- r,

N. J., he hud stated his Intention
of attempting to get In touch with the
living after his death.

Several communications purporting to
come from him, received yesterday
through mediums at various seances,

wero sent to the research society. There
they wero docketed and filed with many
hundreds of other communications, but
no ono nt the ofllco would express any
opinion on' their authenticity,

"Several purported messages have
been received from Dr. Hyslop, as was
bound to bo the case," said Dr. Walter'
Franklin Prince, acting director of the
society.

"These messages wero of different
grades, and undoubtedly wero offered In
good faith, but none of them has reached
tho point where we would feel Justified
In giving them out or In forming any
Judgment on them,

"Tho public Is requested not to pay
attention to any of these reports until
they are issued ns official communica-
tions by the society."

Dr. Prince explained that It was the
attltudo of tho society that absolutely
no opinion be formed on these messeges,
no matter how evidential they might
seem, until many had been collected
from numerous sources and had been
studied. Tills will take weeks or months.

Asked how It could bo established that
any message coming orally through a
medium, automatic writing, the oulja
board or other source actually emanated
from the spirit of Dr. Hyslop Dr. Prince
explained that
was probably the best Way. Thjs con-

sists of collecting messages coming from
Dr. Hyslop from sources In various
cities or countries and keeping them
secret for a time. ' In this way, Dr.
Prlnco explained, messages' coming
through persons absolutely unknown to
each other have been found to havo an
Indisputable connection.

In tho case of Dr. Richard Hodgson,
ono of tho world's best known psychic
Investigators, the dead man's spirit sent
through several persons unknown to
each other, including one In England and
ono in India, tho key word "St. Paul."
It has been proved, he said, that the
spirit could givu the names of those
through whom he Intended to communi-
cate.

It will be recalled that Dr. Hyslop
himself was convinced during his life
that he received messages from his
friend, tho late Prof. William James of
Harvard.

"It will be difficult, qwlng to the fact
that Dr. Hyslop's life was so well known,
to get facts which he and not the medium
would know," Dr. Prince said, "but this
Is possible. When we are convinced, If
we are, that these communications really
come from Dr. Hyslop that fuct will be
announced, but until then wc must spend
our time collecting tlicse messages and
studying them for real proof of commu-
nication." '

NEW BAND PLAYS
' JAZZ GRAND OPERA

Santrey and Musicians Popu-
lar Novelty in Vaudeville.

Henry Santrey and his band, a decided
novelty in vaudeville', presented jazz
grand opera at the Palace yesterday.

It was typical of the
whole pel formance everything was done
with just the proper Jazz note of slight
exaggeration, so that tho humor was
real and refreshing without degenerating
Into meaningless eccentricity, and tho
trombonist provided nn Improvement on
the customary Instrumental gymnastics
by sliding up and down on the floor as
though ho was playing the town pump.

Each ono of the young men, who come
from Michigan, appeared to bo an artist
In his line a real player, capable of
playing classics as well as raising Cain
musically. The expert, drummer had an,
armory of trick devices that looked like
a spiritualistic outfit. And Santrey,
whose fine barytone used-t- o bo he.ard
hero nt the Hippodrome, displayed a
deft virtuosity, not only singing a solo
admirably but conducting the band with
consummate comedy, even to leading the
plaito player In a solo. Musically as
well as acrobatically the act gives a
speedy, bona fide entertainment, and at
the finish, after two encores, the' rear
curtains shimmied most appropriately.
This baud threatens to become a cult.
