Arthur
Dory said that all the fishermen at High-
lands were taking lafayettes and that there
were plenty of them In all parts of the
Shrewsbury Hlver. Up tho Hudson on both
sides of the river the little pan fish wen
being caught In quantities. At Wreck Lead
the fishermen who were after fluke found
the lafayettes stealing their bait. Over at
Queensuater, along the bulkhead behind
Long Beach, every ono was fishing for la-

fayettes and getting plenty of them. Tha
creek from Free port docks running up t
Weodcleft was lined with fishermen, and '
they were there for lafayettes. And they
are not a small run by any means, espe-
cially In Jamaica Bay, for many of those
brought In will average three to the pound
and some two to the pound. Uae small
hooks and amall pieces of bait.
