SAY SHE KEPT RENTS
ENTRUSTED TO HER

Bronx Tenants Testify
Against Mrs. Cavanaugh.

Almost one-ha- lf of the 250 tenants
and landlords who have, been sum-
moned to testify In the trial of Mrs.
Alice J. Cavanaugh of "85 Forest ave-
nue, Tho Bronx, accused of withholding
rents, were In court yesterday when
the casb was called before Judge Louis
D. Glbbs In tho Bronx County Court.
This Is the record number of witnesses
for a Bronx Jury trial.

Sirs. Cavanaugh, who was Indicted for
grand larceny, Is alleged to have with-
held rents totalling more than 13,000,
which sho Is said to have collected as
a representative of the Mayor's Com-
mittee on Rent Profiteering. Assistant
District Attorney Adlcrman, the prose-
cutor, 'asserted that Mrs. Cavanaugh
had collected about $20,000, which she
Is still holding.

Two former chairmen of the Mayor's
Committee on Hent Profiteering. Nathan
Hlrsch, who resigned last December, and
Arthur J. W. HUley, a lawyer living at
Belle Harbor, who succeeded Mr. Hlrsch,
said that Sirs. Cavanaugh .was only a
volunteer worker for the Mayor's com-
mittee. Mr. Hlrsch asserted that ho did
not know Mrs. Cavanaugh had collected!
money from tenants. Mr. Hilley said
that his letter dismissing her from the
volunteer servlco was the .result of
knowledge. that she had been collecting
rents. This was strictly against tho
orders of the committee, both chairmen
testified.

According to Morton Baehr, a music
director living at 970 Prospect avenue.
who acted, on Mrs. Cavanaugh a advice.
as chairman of tho committee on tenants.
most of the tenants paid their March
and April rent twice, onco to Mrs.
Cavanaugh and again to the landlord.
Benjamin Ehrllch, superintendent of the
Prospect avonue apartment house, said
that after he tried to get the rents from
Mrs. Cavanaugh he collected the March
and April rents from tho. tenants, and
that somo wcro still paying him In In-

stalments.
Of the 13,191 paid to Mrs. Cavanaugh

by tho forty-fo- ur tenants J933.50 has
been returned to Mr. Baehr, he said.
Sho owes him a balance of $2,197.50.
Ehrllch admitted that she had glvenMilra
about $700. He said the tenants had to
pay htm or be dispossessed. Tenants
from 767 East 160th street, who also
paid their rent to Mrs. Cavanaugh, wero
called by the prosecutor to show that
the defendant tfied to withhold their
rents.
