to the international event with supremo
confidence,

There (8 a strong poasibility that In
the matchea with the French at least
Willlam M. Johnston and Willlam T.
Tilden 24 may be anked to shoulder the
entlre burden. 1In other words they
may be ealled upon for hoth singles
and doubles, with R, Norrls Willlama 24
and Charles 8, Garland remaining idle
unless the American victory (s clinched
by the end of the second day's play,
That Johnaton and Tiden are the logl-
¢l choleen for the ninglea matches s
a fact that needs no supporting argu-
ment; that they ought to got the
doublen asslgnment as well was indi-
cated in the Britlsh champlonships,
when they declalvely defeated Andre
H. Gobert and Walter Laurents, the
#ame team they will have to face in the
coming tilt with the French,

WhHe It s unusual for two men th
phoulder the entire burden in a Davis
cup serles, it has been done before; but
precedent or no precedent, there will be
little reason for criticism If the tank does
devolve upon "Little BUI" and *Big BIL"
an the Amerlcan tennls stars have been
dubbed on the other gide. Throe matches
In a8 many days will not prove too tax-
ing for elther Johnston or Tilden, who
always have thrived on work. As &
matter of fact they played practioally
every day In the London and Britlsh
champlonghlps and appeared to grow
stronger with each mateh,

Doables Team a Surprise,

All England is agog ovor the remark-
abhle tennis exhibited by the Americans.
The British have boen Impressed par-
tieulnrly by the speed, dash, tremendous
hitting power and exceptional versatility
of Johnston and Tilden In doubles. Be-
fore this team made its appearance on
English courts, foreign crities were in-
clined to be wsceptical regarding our
strength {f doubles and had predicted
that only marked superiority In singles
could bring the Unlted BStates team
through to the challenge round. How.
ever, reports of the BRBritlsh doubles
champlonship have referred frequently
to the “flarce” hitting tha rivale of the
Americans have been forced to stand
up to, and the oplnlon has been falrly
unanimous that doubles as well as
slngles will be well taken care of by the
tmen chosen to represent this country

“Greatest team America ever sent to
England,” lias been the Rritlsh opinion
of our Davis cup squad. When the
Amaericans overwhelmed all opposition
in the London champlonships and had
the singles and doubles finals all to
themselvis, the Engllahmen expressed
thelr mdmiration, but they polnted to
the fact that the Britlsh champlonships
with such renowned players as Jamoes
Parke, A. R. V., Kingscote, T, M. Mav-

rogordato, Andre H.  Qobert, Max
Decugls and Walter I..nuranz among
the entrants would prove a ‘much se-

verer test. It did. The Arst sethack
to America's hopes came as early nm
the wsecond round when Willlam M
Johnston, champlon of the United
States, went down to defeat mt the
hands of Parke, but where Johinston
falled Tilden rose to the occaslon and
astonished Wimbledon with one match
nfter another of sensational tennles, with
his lightninglike drives and all around
foreeful attick, his superb volleying and
agility at the net, his exceptional skill
and his ability to adapt hls gamo to
any style that opposed hls

Compared to that of Johnston, Til.
den’s play has been more spectacular,
the more apt to thrill a tennls gallery;
but British eritics are not ready to plice
Tilden above Johmston. They have not
forgotten Little Blll's victory over Big
BIll in the London chapipionship final,
nor the phenomenal skfll that marked
Johnston's play throughout that tourna-
ment. They have been ready to admit
that the Mmerican ¢hgmplon had an off
day when he faced Parke and have
made all sorts of excuses for Johnston's
faflure to beat the veteran Internn-
tonalist.

Willtams Erratie.

Willlams's tennls has been mors or
less erratie, brilllant one day and
medlocre the next, but Charles S OGar-
land has come along In great styls, Im-
proving with every match and convinelng
those who sa®% him In actlon that he Is
one of the greatest players In the world
at the conservative type of gume favored
by the British. Willlams and Garland
will get thelr opportunity In any Davia
Cup round that glvea early Indicatlon of
A certaln trtumph for the Americans.

France ls at a loss to kpow which of
her stars to select for the singles and
doubles matches against the Americans.
A. H. Gobert and W, Laurentz had been
counted on dolng well In the Britigh
champlonships, but both French tennis
cos as well an Max Decugls were alim-
Inated in a single day, Laurentz bowing
to M. Brugnon, one of the younger set
of French tennls players. The latter,
however, was ellminated easily in the
round following. Chances are that the
French tennis officials will rely on a
reversal of form and will choose Gobert
and Iarnu for the first day's singles
as well da the doublea on the second duay.
Whather Decugis or Hrugnon will get a
chance on the third day will depend en-
tirely on the showing of tha other two
Frenchmen In the first round of singles.

If the Americans defeat the French as
expectéd thelr next opponents will be
the Britlsh téam one week later, A R

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NO PLAYER'S NAME
ON TENNIS RACKET

Amateur Rule Committee Re-
solves to End Practice.

With the assurance of the cooperation
of the leading manufacturers, the
United States Lawn Tennls Association
{s ready to announce that after this sea-
son no tennis rackets will bear the
namas of famous players. A resolution
to that effect has been adopted unani-
moualy by the amateur rule committee
of the national assoclation, and It will
be presented In the form of an amend-
ment to the by-laws at the next annual
mesting In February., The resolution
follown :

Whereas the practice of naming
rackets after the famous tennis players
involves prinelplea which the executive
committes belldves to be Inimical to the
best Interests of an amateur sport, and
whereas It 1s the duty of the exscutive
committea to take such steps as may be
necessary to protact the Interests of ten-
nis as an amateur sport, now therefore,
ba It resolved, that the amatsur rule
committee reconunend to the executive
committes an amendment to
4, section 5 of artlole IT. of the by-lawa,
striking out the words *“for pecuniary
profit.! The amended paragraph will
read :

“A person shall conse to be an ama-
teur by permitting or sanctioning the
use of his nome to advertise or pro-
mote the sale of tennis goods, or by
permitting his name to be advertised or
published as the author of books or arti-
eles on tennils of which he I8 not
actually the author."

Not only the manufacturers, but most
of the players whose names have been
uged are in accord with the proposed
change, and there {8 every reason to be-
lleve that the modification of the ama-
tour rule will meet with the unanimous
support of tennis followers throughout
the United States

In putting the text of the resolution
befors the assoclation's members, It Is
pointed out that an opinlon prevalls
mora or leas generally, that players gel
#ome return for this use of thelr namea
The commitiee, however, 1s emphatlo In
Its declaration that the facts do not jus-
tity thix opinton, but at the sames time
recognize the fact that such an ‘opin-
lon, no matter how unjustifed, has a
bad Influenice on the amateur status of
the sport. This s troe, particularly in
view of the present rapld expuansion of
the aport, and to be on the safe side the
committer advises discontinuing the
practice entirely The muanufacturers
e offering the committee every nassist-
ance,
