They like to Tide around In Pullmans.

"The laboring: man wants moro ser-
vice and attention now than the mil
lionaire," declared Bill Eagan, station
master at the Pennsylvania Station.
who Is as well versed In the ways of
tho railroad travelling public as any
man anywhere. Most of. tho Pullman
reservations for the Saturday and Sun
day travel were made weeks ahead, he
related, and the; rescrvers were not of
tne usual type.

The Pennsylvania Station handled the
hedvle.it traffic It has ever known, ho
Bald, Saturday's outward bound' travel
being considerably heavier than yester-
day's. On Saturday every train ran In
two or three sections and most of tho
trains yesterday were In sections.

Long Beach, the Rockaways nnd other
Long Island points had an extraordi-
narily heavy traffic, Mr. Egan said, and
the Jersey coast resort and Philadel-
phia trains carried exceptionally heavy
loads. Every shore bound train had
several sections. The trains were des-
patched on time, he said, and the
throngs forced to wait for the extra
sections did not seem to' mind so long
as they got aboard a train at last.

Tho
McAlpln, Waldorf, Pennsylvania,

Astor and other largo hotels
reported that practically every room
had been reserved for the three day
holiday period by sightseeing visitors,
rather thari by travelling business men,
and some of the hotels, like the McAlpln,
had to refer people to the annex across
th street The proprietors of tho
sightseeing buses did a rushing business
throughout the day.
