LORD FISHER. NOTED
SEA FIGHTER. DEAD

Admiral Was to British Navy.
What Kitchener Was to
the Army.

Loxpoyn, July 10.—Admiral Johm Ar-
buthnot Fisher, firat Baron of Kilver-
atone and former First Lord of the Ad-
miralty, died this morning. He had
been seriously Il since early In May,
when he underwent an operation

Lord Plsher waa to the British navy
what Lord Kitchener was to the army.
At the outset of the war with Germany
“Hell Fire Jack," as he was affection-
ately known, was looked upon as one
of England’s strong men on whom her
hopo of victory was pinned. although he
wan T8 years old and retired,

That (he Britlsh navy was able to
sweep the Kalser's flag from the seas,
blockads his coasta and reduce to Im-
polency the grest battleships and ar-
mored crulmers upon which Emperor
Willlam and his people lavished such
immense sumas, s due more to Fisher
than to any other man. He planned the
ships, trained the ofMcers and {naplred
the strategy that ruled the North Sea.
To him Fngland looked for & great
naval vietory that would mwﬂ_ him a
neoond Nelson. S

He entered the British navy In 1834
as a boy cf 13, He was born in Coylon
in 1841, son of Capt. William Fisher of
the Saventy-elghth Highlanders,

Tells of His Early Experiencen.

Speuking of hia early expariénces In
the p:::.\'y a'lln an Interview publisped In
THr Suy less than a year ago, Lord
Flsher sald:

“Thera I8 no doubt that entaring the
navy beforaithe daye of the Britannia or
her predecessor, the Illustrious, 1 think
it wag, and when one went straight to a
seagoing ship, more especinlly when not
taving friends or money or family in-
terest, It hardened and inured me at that
plastic age to endure strifa and get
puchydermatous, What adjectives T did
get in those stormy years from dom-
Ineering, dictatorial, demoniacal, sar-
donle, sinister, saturnine, ruml:u_. re-
lentlens and remorasless offoers |

For a man who had dona so much for
his country, Lord Fisher was curlously
unknown. His oarly sérvices attracted
little attentlon except fram his superior
officers and his great opportunity did
not come untll he was more than sixty
years old, Then came the day when
thera was offered to him the groatest
prize In & sallop's ambition in tima of
peace—the office of Flrst Sea Lord.

But even that Wionor he would take
only on his own terme. He carried In
his braln a full schame of reorganization
and believed the training and dlstributlon
of the navy to be perilously out of date,
Tt was apparent to him that the struggle
for lifa and death in the future—thia
was In 1804—would be fought in the
North Sea, Yel Bneland's flest woa sla-
tioned as If the Mediterransan, as In the
slghtearth century, would bs the acene
of the crials.

He clearly stated his intentions and
they wers approved by the Admiralty
Then he proceeded to carry them out.
Though conatructive, his sotivitien were
ravolutlonary, and he was denounced
tor the sheer daring of the changes he
Introduced. TDespite ahuse and opposl-
tlon, he wvostly incrensed efficlency
while reducing expances: He ntmc!t ot
of the sstimates svary penny which did
not yvield fighting valus. He merclleasly
rerapped scores of weak veasels that
could nelthar attack nor run and trans-
ferted the men to real fighting shipa.
e areated the pyvstem of nucleus eraws.
by which every ship In the reserve could
bs mobllized for war within a few
haurs. Above all, he swung the whole
fleat around Lo face tha menace of the
faturs, until, in the words of Admiral
Malinn, 8 per cent. of Britidh battle-
ship strength was concentrated In or
near home waters'
