Madkid, July 11. Tho former Em-pr- es

Eugenie, widow of Napoleon III..
Emperor of tha French, died hero this
morning.

Death occurred shortly before 8

o'clock from acuto intestinal Inflammat-

ion. The Empress passed away
quietly In tho presence of her lady in

waiting. Her nephew, tho Duko of
Alba, at whoso residenco sho died, was
In France and the other members of
the family were absent.

Empress Eugenie had long suffered

from ophthalmia and recently had been

operated on for cataract. Full Imperial

honors will be accorded at her fu-n--

Preparations are under way for tho
opening of Empress Eugenie's will.

The only member of tho family now

in Madrid Is a niece. Tho death of
the Empress Is not yet known gener-

ally In Madrid, owing to tho Spanish
Sunday law, which practically shuts
down all means of communication, in-

cluding local telephone and telegraph
services.

"Most Pathetic Figure In Europe."
For years the most pathetic figure

in Europe, the Empress lived, to see
France crushed bjMhe'' Prussian In
1870, rise to strength and Influence"

and again Invaded by her enemy In
1914 and struggle through four yeara
of war's horrors until the AhW vic-

tory In 1918.

At the outbreak of the FrancoPrus-tla- n

war there wero many persons
who accused Eugenie of having been
responsible for the commencement of

hostilities. Later her enemies, and
they were numerous, used to say that
she was the cause of atf the calamities'
which befell France Nevertheless
the one-tlm- o Empress from .the public
generally received respectful sym-

pathy and even after her beauty had
laded and old age had crept upon her
she was reverently greeted by those
who saw her seated In the parks of
Paris enjoying the warm sunshine and
talking with the children playing
near by.

Lame, bent and white haired, the
former Empress ohen was called "Eur-

ope's Queen ot Sorrow." She was
Quoted always as praying that death
might end her long term of sadness and
again bring her to her husband and son.
In the Tullerles Gardens In Paris the
item vlsaged gendarmes looked the
other way when Eugenia 'was plucking
Cowers.

Chertihed Deep Lore for France.
The former Empress not only hoped

and prayed but worked for the victory
of the Allies in the great world war.

conduct offensive warfare.

WOULD QUALIFY ACTION

Cites Unfulfilled Promises of

bassador to Mexico ln the Carrania ad- -

Without animadverting to past dlf
nultles and with a view to avoiding a
repetition of them I would respectfully ,

suggest: '

eald Government Is not only willing but
able to regard the fundamental duties
of a government, I. e., to maintain law
and order and to afford adequate pro- -j

"(a) That the constitution of 1917
and tho law paased ln pursuance there-
of shall not be given retroactive effect
as to property lawfully'acqulned previ-
ous to Its promulgation, and that Ameri-
can citizens shall not be deprived of
their lawfully acquired rights without
compensation.

"(b) Return to American cltliens and
corporations of such proDerty (exclud
ing taxes) as they were deprived of dur-
ing the Carrania regime without com-
pensation by either national or State
governments of Mexico.

"(c) Immediate conetltutlon of a
mixed Mexican-America- n' claims com
mission to adjust all claims ot American
citizens against the Government of Mex
ico and of Mexican citizens against the
Government of the United States.

(d) Appointment of commissioners
to settle definitely the Cmalzal and all
other boundary questions, lncludlng""the
deflection, canalization and protection
of tho waters of tha Colorado River for
the Irrigation of the Imperial Valley ln
Mexico and In tho United States. I make
no mention of financial or economic mat
ters, believing they should form the sub
ject matter of negotiation subsequent
to recognition.

'We should make It --clear that these
conditions are attached to our recogni-
tion merely becnuso our unfortunate ex-

periences with the Carranza Government
make th-- m appear necessary to avoid
future trouble, and. above all, that we
are not asking for our nationals a
privileged position, but simply Justice."

Bound Cask Is Crushed on

Jaggc'd Rocks.

TOLD TRIP WAS 'SUICIDE'

V
War Hero Never Feared Death

in His Long Career of
Advontnro.

Niagara Falls, N. Y., July 11.

"Daredevil" Charles G. Stephens of

Bristol, England, died to-da- y In an
attempt to go over tho
Falls ln a barrel. Tho barrel was
broken by tho fall Pieces of It were
recovered about three hours after
Stephens mado tho fatal plunge.
Nothing has been seen of the body.
It is expected to appear ln the whirl-
pool, about three miles below tho falls,
within a week or ten days.

Tno coak ln which he mado the trip,
though built of stout Russian oak
staves and bound with eteel hoops,
smashed like an egg shell on tho
Jagged rocks at the base of the
cataract.

Stephens started on his trip at 8:10
A. M. y. His barrel was towed out
Into the upper Niagara River from Sny-

der's Point about three miles above the
falls, on the Canadian side, and was
taken more than a mlki down stream by
a motpr boat, while an operator on

Near where-- , tha Chippewa River emp-

ties into the Niagara the towllno was
cut and Stephens's barrel was set adrift
Carried by the swift current, the bar-

rel neared the Canadian shore near the
.Intake of the Ontario Power Company.
Passing the intake, the barrel got Into
the upper rapids and continued toward
the cataract about a third the width
of the Canadian channel from the Do-

minion shore. ,
"Bobby" Leach, who made a success-fu- r

barrel trip the Horseshoe Falls
In 1911, stood at the Ontario Power In- -

tab n ihm hflrrfll rirlftnrl dnwn the
river. He had warned Stephens the
trip would end In disaster.

"He'll never make It In that barrel,"
Leach told those who stood allout him.
"It's suicide, that's what It is.

Only a handful stood at Table Rock,
overlooking the brink of the Horseshoe,
as the barrel took the plunge. It went
over at practically tho samo place as
Leach went over, and that Mrs. Anna
Edson Taylor made her successful drop
over tha cataract ln a barrel ln 1901.

Until It was midway between the crest I

and the foot of the fall the barrel wasi
plainly seen by those ashore. Then It
dived Into a dense cloud or spray ana
was not seen again.

William Hill, a river man, went to i

Before he left Snyder's Point ln tho
barrel Stephens shook hands with
Mayor Harry P. Stephens of Niagara
Falls. Ont, and turned over to mm
until "I sco you again," a bright red
plush vest, on the breast of which were
pinned a dozen or more medals Ste-

phens had won for daring death.
Stephens's barrel was six feet long.

Tho Interior waa thickly padded. It
was Illuminated by a small electric bat-
tery and Incandescent lamps. It was
equipped with an oxygen tank with
eight hours supply.

Stephens was 58 years old. He was
a master barber of Bristol, England.
His wife and their eleven children live
there. Early In life he made a para-
chute drop that earned him his nick-

name. Later he became a high diver
and a Hon tamer. He served threo
years In the world war with the British
army.

"I've been doing daredevil stunts all
my life and I've never been really
frightened," Stephens said before his
death trip

Nominee Tries to Dodge Re-

sponsibility for Policy

of His Paper.

CITES RECORD IN tWAR

PUTS BLAME ON WRITER

Democratic Standard Bearec

Datton, Ohio, July 11. Gov. Cox.
the Democratic Presidential nominee,

New, of which he is owner and pub-

lisher, textual copies of which were
printed to-d- ln Tub Sun and Nbw
York Herald. Ho entered into a long
and rather involved explanation, citing
his record aa War Governor of Ohio
and the fact that German sympa-
thizers voted against him ln tho State
election in 1918, in an effort to offset
tho effect tho editorials probably will
have fn the national campaign.

Govt Cox did not attempt to deny
tho authenticity of tho editorials, but
he made it a point that they had not
been Written by him porsonally. Tho
chief editorial writer for the Dayton
News during tho period that tho edi-

torials appeared, Gov. Cox explained,
was George F. Burba, now an editorial
writer for the Columbus Dispatch. "I
think he will tell you, when you get
to Columbus," eald Gov. Cox, "what
Is the quality of my Americanism."

Gov. Cox said that during the period
the editorials covered although tha

had been sunk with the loss of
American lives, and although German
plotters had bona, active in the United
States "there was a constant fluctua.
tlon of feeling" regarding the proper
course America shouM take.

Willing to Be Investigated.
"Any one who really wants to know

my attitude on the war noed only ques-

"I challenge any man to find a word in
any speech of mine, or to find any gen-

tleman on God's footstool with whom I

Pean war began."

So far as the authenticity of the edi
torials Is concerned, there Is no ques-
tion. The correspondent of The ,Sun

By way of explanation It Is well to
add that there Is a large
vote In somo sections jot Ohio, particu
larly In Cincinnati, but also In several
tiers of counties In the central and east-
ern part of the State.

possible to present with accuracy has
been much sought In elections, and
thero Is scant possibility of variation
from tlio truth when It Is said that tha
Cox policy at the time wns largely po-

litical, whether the editorials wero writ-
ten with his knowledge or not. The
damnlntr thing about tho whole affair, as
the situation appears In Dayton
ls that the efllt0rlal8 continued ln the
same tone --over a long period. Thoy;
began In 1915. soon after the war began;
and continued up to within a few days
of tho declaration of war by the United
States, when the Dayton News took the
view that American troops should not
be sent to France;

In Close Tonoh With Paper.
The point of this fs that Gov. Cox

must have been fully, aware or the char-
acter of the editorials, even though he
did not write them, and could easily;
have put a stop to them it he had de-

sired. Gov. Cox during the period was
at Columbus, the State capital, most of
the time, but Columbus Is only seventy
miles from Dayton, and tt has been his
custom to go back and forth between th
two cities frequently,, that Is as often
as every week or two, sometimes oftener.
At the pnrne time the copies of the Day-

ton Neiet, which Is an afternoon news-

paper, would bo readily available for
him any morning that ho was in Colum- -.

bus.
The natural Inference ls that either

Gov. Cox paid no attention whatsoever
to the editorial policy of his newspaper,
which folks hereabout can hardly be-

lieve, owing to his constant Interest In
politics, or that he was willing that the
policy bo pursued.

sons. Tho election was fought out on
these grounds mainly, for Cox generally
was accepted as a wet.
