openly opposed; In, France It was
looked upon with more favor, as it
presented an opportunity for an un
derstanding between Ukraine and Po
land as to mutual cooperation against
Bolshevism and a chance for the cap
ture' of Odessa and the opening of
the, south Russian grain fields.

To the Poles themselves the move
ment was not an offensive but a de
fensive action against an Invasion of
Poland which they knew the Moscow
Soviet was preparing. While the
movement was fraught with peril to
them they believed it necessary to
their freedom and the security of
the Polish State.

The development was what Po
land's Baltic neighbors bad' foretold.
Tbotzet found in the Polish advance
the provocation which he had sought
for an attack upon Poland. Tbe Poles
had entered territory which had not
been given to. them by the Paris Con-

ference. Tisek- - defence was that the
territory had formed a part of the
old kingdom of Poland before the
first partition in 1772 and was still
theirs. '

In his proclamation Txotzkt says
that war was carried into Russia by
the "Pannlsh Army" (the army of;

Women
and boys have rushed to offer their
service and the National Council o
Defence, with President Pnscnsin at
its head, Is making every possible ef
fort to bait the Red army before it
can cross from Volhynia Into the 'old
Polish province. The Poles have net
in this struggle the advantage of c
strong All Russian movement (o bring
about a diversion of the Soviet forces.
From present indications they must
fight their battles either by arms or
diplomacy alone.

Tbe present opportunity for' an In
vasion of Poland is one that Tkoixkt
must have welcomed. In his address
to his troops be said There must be
no half measures, but actions of ex
ceptlonal decision and on the widest
scale." This means the carrying tfnt
to tbe fullest the plans wliSch Soviet
Russia had long nurtured for Poland.

paign of competition needed only to
read Admiral Benso.Vs statement to
be relieved of such anxiety.

The Victoria. Cross for Women.
Women are hereafter to be eligible

to the Victoria Cross.
This honor was established in Eng

land at tbe dose of tbe Crimean war
and the. first recipients were military
and naval heroes of InVeraan, Sevas
topol and Balaclava. Readers with long
memories will remember a full page
of pictures in the Jtttutratcd London
.Vcir in 1S57 portraying some of the
valorous deeds thus recognized and
rewarded. .In one of them a naval
officer was shown seizing a live"
shell which bad, fallen within the re-

doubt where he stood and throwing
it over the wall so that it might ex
plode outside without danger to his
companions. The form of bravery, bow-w-r,

for which the Victoria Cross
was at first most frequently bestowed

the rescue of wounded comrades
under heavy fire.

With the single exception of civil
ians wbo bore arms against the
Sepoy mutineers in India the Vic
toria Cross has not heretofore been
bestowed upon persons In civil life
The decoration could only be won by
men in the military or naval service
or ureal Britain. Among the re

then a plug was enren tnlo each one
of these holes.

This tobacco was allowed in

for fire or six months; after which the
tree was cut down, the tobacco removed
and packed in boxes ready for domestic
consumption. Twenty-Or- e to thirty
pounds could be piaced In w tree. This
Vestment save the tobacco a very Sas
sweet flavor such as as other tobacco
possessed.

The facts are consumption la Increas
ing, demand exceeds supply. an3 every
thing has consnlred to make this de
mand an argent one.

The prospect of aa advance la frelsht
rates has prompted consumers, eypeelallyJ
those at points remote, from the mines.
to get their supplies early, sad some of
them have doubtless succeeded la so do- -

lag. The fear of a scarcity has canned
every consumer to want hi coal at once.
and the machinery for delivertng It is
entirely inadequate. y

Th lack of snmclentEar and motive
power and the lamentable condition of
railroad rolSpg stock and road beds are
at the bottom of the trouble. There is
coal enough In the ground; it Is ridicu
lous to suppose that the operators are
not anxious to produce as much as pos
sible at the prevailing prices. But many
mines are able to work only part time
because of tha lack of cars, which In
creases operating costs, cats down tbe
production aad causes labor unrest
High wages mean little to tha miners
If they can work only three or four days
a week, and many of them are seeking
more regular employment la other in
dustries. It Is a Question of cars, cars
and more cars.

For the primary cause of the' car
Shortage we must go back to pre-w- ar

times when bullyragging the railroads
was the most popular political pastime.
Big wage Increases were blithely Im
posed on the carriers, huge taxes were
levied opon them, and the Interstate
Commerce Commission petsistKlly re
fused to grant an Increase tn the freight
rales to even measurably offset these
tremendous , bard tzs. Tbe Inevitable re- -
salt was to scare capital away from In
vesting tn railroad oecnntie. False bat
enforced economy prevented the neces
sary replacement of cars and engines.
and tbe advent cf tbe war found the ran-

roads In a very bad condition when the
Government took them over, and their
last condition was worqe than the first.
They performed miracles. It is true, bat
at a tremendous loss to their later effi-

ciency. Jfo suitable provision was made
for their rehabilitation, and the results
are brier scrfossiy felt .cow.

As regards the fnel supply we are
faced with a condition so grave that
nothing bat the mort Intelligent and sus-

tained effort can prevent disastrous re
sults for business, generally. If a seri
ous shortage exists now. when tranrpor- -
tatioh conditions are most favorstaa ana
coal is not required for beating purposes,
what may we expect next winter when
all this is reversed?

It "Is tool late now to get any consid
erable orders tor railroad equipment
fltieiPthis year, and It is the opinion cf
those best Qualified to know that for
the next eight or-te- a months we must

trt alnnv with snch eCTQlpmeat as we
have. Bat la tha best possible use now
being made of this equipment?

not. and herein lies the only
feasible way ont of our difScaitles.

Priority shipments, whereby one lo
cality is suppuea at tae w
communities, is at best bnt a temporary
expedient aad no solntioa of the film-

culty. It remains, therefore, lor those
who are supposed aad empowered to reg
alate these- matters to tee to a taat
every car In the country Is pot Into work

dency out of it--
It Is probable that If this could ha

even approximately accomplished the
situation would be cleared up Inside of
three months, bat to bring K about would
not alone call for drastic methods' cm
tha part of the railroads recardtng the
tmloading of cars and their return when
empty, heavy demurrage penalties for
delay where the consignee could unload
promptly and dlsulminatloa as to tho
character of freight to be shipped, fcvl
It would also demand that every shipper
throughout the land should cooperate
with the carriers tn potting this pro
gramme through; that there should be
the same concerted and vigorous action
ia this matter that was shown during
the war when any great things had to
be done quickly and efficiently.

Those who travel wch their res open
to the .prevailing transportation coadl- -
tltlons wlu find that cars are side
tracked for days waiting tha conven
ience of the consignee, to dlscharca them :
that empty cars for reloading are like-
wise left standing indefinitely: that
cars belonging to our .roads are hauling
cwnstr&ctio-ftanaterla- for local pcrpusaa
ta tbe Canadian Prorinces. and that
cars needed fnr hauling coal are stand
lng all around the country loaded with
broken stone, automobiles and other ma
terials tha shipment of which at this
critical time would better be deferred,

The shortage of coal with Its .attend
ant high prices, has been aad la due al
most entirely to lbs dearth of transpor
tation faHUt', and unless a desperate
aad Countrywide effort Is mads to coop-

erate with tho railroads tn tha matter
of liberating cars aad keeping tha rails
hot with them w shall probably ex
perience next winter a most deplorable
state of affalrs.

It would seem to be. a. matter for
prompt action by every Chamber of
Commerce, Board of Trade and business
aasociatSon throughout the country, and

Is none too soon to begin the cam
paign if tha desired results are to be ac-
complished.
