Du,nave an enuci on Duiiainp. as mey
make tho ownership, of real estate less
ntlrnxllu ' ' t1'

"Another condition that nffectB the
real estate market Is the lack of funds
for mortgages. Repeated Instances have
come to my attention of Individual In
vestors withdrawing funds from mort
gages for other Investments. Many of
them state that they cannot afford to,
nom mortgages under tno present in-
come tax laws, the Income tax taking
away such a large part of their Income. It
seems aa though legislators should
recognise existing conditions nnd frame
laws to encourage real estate Investors
and builders."

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LINER COMUS SINKS

FREIGHTER IN CRASH

Two Seamen, Trapped, Die as

Lnlco Frompion Coos
. to Bottom.

The Morgan liner; Coin us, bound from
New Orleans for this port with sl.xty-fo- ur

cabin passengers, r.nd the Shipping
Board freight steamship Lake Framp-to- n,

headed lor Norfolk, cime together
olRht miles off Atlantis City at ?;20 .yes-

terday morning In a crestlcss sea, the
freighter sinking In ten minutes and
carrying down with her twc of her
crow, an oiler nnd a fireman.

The Comus arrived at her deck yes-

terday afternoon with the fnlghtcr's
skipper, Cdpt. Frank Powers, and
thlrty-on- i other iurvlvors, who lay the
IoSj of their ship en ths oad soumanhlp
of tho Comus. Officers of tho Comus
declined to give their version of the
accident. ,

All the pnsiengcrs of the Comus were
In their berths when her steel prow
sliced, through tho port siJc, amidships,
of the Lake Frampton. The Jar awoke
them, throwing somo from their berths,
but there was no panic. The larscr part
of tho ntartled company 'lust'cd Into
cuter clothlng and went out to f,?o whii,
had happened, The stem nt the liner
had cut nearly a .quarter of the way
through tho freighter. Mm In tha, water
were shouting for help, An officer of
tho Comus afer she had backed out pf
tho great gap in tin Lake Frampton's

:d& shouted! "Is everything all right?"
The sklppor of the freighter roared
back; ''No, wo are slnklngl"

There was only one lifeboat available
on the freighter and she sank so swiftly
that this boat could not be lowered.
The sea came up to It and the fifteen
men who got In cut It away and drifted
off. Every othor' person Jumped over-
board except the oiler; and flren;in, who,
It Is said, were caught below. The
Camus lowered two boats v.id all hands
were picked up except the luckless two,,
one a young Englishman troni Llver-- i
pool and tho other an Irishman, resl-- 1

dent of Brooklyn. Several of the sur-
vivors were hurt and were attended,
when the Comus docked, by Dr. Edward
L. Galnsburgh, a Southern Pacific sur-
geon.

According to Capt. Powers, the Lake
Frampton, which had been put In fine
shape after a long time In dry dock In
Brooklyn, sailed Sunday afternoon. She
was shy an oiler and fireman, and Chief
Engineer Ira Greenwood hired them
wlthont taking their names, as ho ex-

pected to sign them on at Norfolk.
Ten minutes beforo the collision, Capt

Powers said, the lights of the Comus
could bo seen clearly. The Lake Framp-
ton whistled as the ships drew near
each other that she would go to the
port of the Comus. He heard no re
sponse to his signn. suddenly the
Comus swerved from her course and
came head on toward the Lake Framp
ton, which, ln making an effort to avoid
collision, turned and presented her port
side to the Comus, whose nose ripped
through the steel plates of the freighter
and burled Itself deep m her side.

Capt. Powers and his men saved
nothing except what they stood In.
Capt Powers esild an effort had been
made to detain him and his men aboard
after the Comus docked, but that they
persisted ln landing.

The Lnko Frampton was built at Lor-

raine, Ohio, in 1918, was 241 feet long
and valued at about 800,000,
