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POLICE TOLD 2

ATTACKED ELWELL

Assault on Street Six Hours

Before Murder Under
Investigation.

'ASSAILANTS ARE KNOWN

Corroborative Evidenco Found

in Story of Negro Taxi-ca-b

Privet.

To the many stories that havo been

tM about Joseph Bowne Elwell, whlcn

may or may not aid lit clearing the mys-

tery surrounding tho turfman's murder,

there has been added one which the po-li-

are investigating with a great deal

of interest.
It Is to the effect Elwell, about six

hours before his death, was assaulted

fey two men on the sidewalk on Forty
woond street near the entrance to the

New Amsterdam Theatre; that' he

Jumped Into a taxlcab to escape from

hte assailants, and that one of them

haflid another taxi and ordered the

irtnr to take him to Elwell's home.

Thlf assault is said to have taken

plaoe after Elwell had parted from Mr.

and Mrs. Walter Lowlsohn. Miss Viola

Kraus and Ootavio Flgucroa, with whom

fas had been spending the evening.

It was learned yesterday that the
story reached tho police some time ago

and that they have been investigating it
secretly. They have not even taken the

, members of the Dlstriot Attorney's staff
into their confidence on the matter. The
men who committed the assault nre said
to have occupied a table near that ofthe
Lowlsohn-Elwe- ll party at the Zlcgfeld
Midnight Prollo performance atop of the
New Amsterdam. Thoy are said to have
been men of Elwell's own station in
life, and two names purporting to be
the names of the assailants have been
turned over to tho police.

Tho story is that these men had one
or two women in their company, and
that when Elwell's friends'iefthtm alone
in front of the theatre, they both left
the women and attacked him. The
women, it is said, tried to Interfere,
and this gave Elwell a chance to board
a taxlcab and escape. One of the men,
the story goes, remained with the
women whllo the other gave chase to
thri hrldire whist OXPert.

Just what motive there could have'
been for the assault ,1b not known, but
It has been surmised that the men had
cherished a grudge of long standing.
Their meeting on the theatre roof Is

understood to have been accidental.

Corroborative Evidence Found.
In the statement which various per-

sons havo supplied the officials there
ars certain Instances which seemingly
tend to corroborate this story. There Is,

for instance, the statement of a negro
taxlcab chauffeur to the effect that ho
took a man dressed In a' brown business
suit from Broadway and Forty-secon- d

street to the Elwell residence at about
two o'clock in the morning of tho
murder. .

It was at first supposed this chauffeur
had taken Elwell home, but jib Elwell
wore a dinner suit, this supposition ap-

pears on the face to be erroneous. It
was also recalled yesterday that this
chauffeur, had stated that his passenger
at first told him to drive him to 201

West Seventieth street, and upon arriv-
ing at that house discovered it was the
wrone address and asked to be taken
to the house "two doors west of the big'
apartment," which was No. 244, where
Elwell lived. This chauffeur also stated
that his fare seemed to him to be 'agi-

tated and that upon arriving before
Elwell's house he paid his fare through
the window of the cab and Jumped out
before tho machine had slowed down.

There la, In addition, the statement of
"Miss Wilson" that she talked to Elwell

" over the telephone at 2 :S0 o'clock on that
momlng, and that from hla short an-

swers she got the Impression that some-

body else was present.

A Mystifying: Feature,
A mystifying feature of the story lies

in the fact that Elwell was not slain
Until about 8 o'clock, and officials find
it difficult to Imagine why a" man who
followed him home at 2 A.'M., If that
man was the slayer, should have waited
six hours before killing him. It was
pointed out, however, that if this man,
.upon arrival at Elwell's house, saw
something which Indicated there was
another person on tho premises he might
have waited until that other person's de-

parture to commit the crime.
"Suppose," an Investigator said yester-da- y,

"that one of Elwell's racing asso-

ciates happened to be In the house and
that Elwell came downstairs to let this
associate out at about 8 o'clock ; that he
thereupon picked up his mall and sat

tdown to read It. It would be the most
natural thing for the man who had been
watching the house to enter) slay Elwell
and leave. There are any number of
ways In which he might have obtained
admission to the premises. Jt Is also
easy to see why the mar who had spent
the night with him should hesitate about
admitting the fact If he said that he
left Elwell's house at 8 o'clock and El-

well was found murdered at 8:25 sus-
picion naturally would fall upon him.
The Innocent man rasonably might be
expected to keep his visit to the place a
secret"

It was thought yesterday that It was
this particular theory that two police
officials "had in mind when they said re-

cently they believed that the solu-

tion of the murder would be a complete
surprise to all of the persons who havo
been speculating about the case.

Officials did not show much interest
In statements that Elwell had marked
playing cards' In his possession, or 'that
he had been involved in" peculiar 'stock
deals. John T. Doollng, Assistant Dis-

trict Attorney, said that if Elwell eyer
had cheated at cards It had not come
to his attention. Ills stock transactions
were things of the post' and there were
many other things In the sportsman's
life which provided stronger motive for
the murder.

A crowd of 200 per-
sons gathered and watched the process
with Interest until Patrolman Fentner
of the WestiThtrty-Bovent- h street sta-
tion Interrupted It by arresting the
young woman.

"I'Jl suspend sentenco," ho said, "if
you'll go homo and stay there until you
grow a new crop of hair."

The Innoko, Chappaqua and Chester

Valley were taking on cargo for Med-

iterranean ports when trucks manned
by non-uni- drivers arrived at the
pier. All work .stopped wnue mo

shoremen sent a committee to tho pier
superintendent demanding that trie

trucks bo sent away at onco under pain
of nn Immediate walkout. Under orders
of tho steamship company official trie

superintendent refused, .the trucks de-

livered their loads and the "strike, or
"vacation," ns unionists prefer to de

scribe it, followed.
The first act of tho steamsnip com-

pany, through Us president, Philip de
Ronde. was to telegraph Admiral Ben-

son, chairman of the Shipping Board,
as follows: .

"This morning wo were tendered bj
Independent trucks forty-flv- o cas.es of
merchandise emanating from Savannah
line for oversea shipment from our Pier
S6, North River. A union delegate In-

formed our pier superintendent that ac-

ceptance of this cargo would result lit
his calling out every union man on our
pier. Wo naturally declined to recog-

nize such Interference and have as a
consequence seen all work stopped on

working nt this pier
Board vessels Innowere the Shipping

ko, Choppaqua and unesier vui.u.
Hence the board Is virtually Interested.
Wo ask your ratification of our action,
which wm taken, on our own Judgment
and without reference to recent court
proceedings compelling similar action
by other common carriers.

"We furthermore believe that the
Shipping Board should either publicly
support the steamship companies or
should of their own accord make a
declaration of principles nnd undertake
to Settle the ridiculous though serious
situation In tho port of New York.

STORM SHOOK KILLS MAN.

Thunder nnd Lightning Bring on
Heart Attack.

A flash of lightning and the clap
of thunder that nccompanled It caused
the death last night of Charles Barnett
54 years old, of 974 Prospect avenue, the
Bronx. Barnett an assistant keeper on
Blackwell's Island penitentiary, was at
Coriiy Island when tho storm broke. He
ran' into the home of Ixmls Blumlng, at
46 Plaza, and asked if he could remain
there until the storm ceased.

While he was talking to the Blumlng
family and discussing his fear of light-
ning tho room was thrown into a glare
by a burst of light that seemed to come
from directly overhead. Tho next mo-

ment came a clap of thunder. The lights
were extinguished and when power was
turned on again Barnett' was lying' on
the floor dead. Heart failure caused his
death, an ambulance surgeon said.
