deadlock to-day over the coal ques-
ton, afd adjoymed sine die. The
German reply to the Allies' demands
was not satisfactory and a hurry call
was sent for Field Marshal Foch and
Fleld Marshal Bir Henry Wilson.
Meanwhile the occupation of tha Ruhr
Basin by allled forces appears much
pearer than ever before.

The German delegates nnnounced to-
éay that they must hold to thelr
figures on what coal they ‘ecould de-
liver as presented yesterday. As soon
23 Dr. Walter Simons, German For-
elgn Minister, made thia statement
Premier Delacroix of Belgium, who
presided, pronounced, without walting
for consultation with the En'wta
Premiers, the verdict of the Allles.

Meetings Suspended.

There is no protabllity of any fur-
ther mestings with the Germans being
held untll after & conference between
the allled Premiers and their military
advisers.

The Germans denled to-plght that
they would submit to the demand of
the Alllag under thrext of occupation
of the Ruhr region.

“We have taken the possibility of
tled occupation of the Ruhr vegion
fully into conslderation,” the Qerman

The Connecticut authorities who aro
investigating the murder near Ston-
ington late Monday afterncon of Mrs.
Arthur De Cordova of 251 Weat
Eighty-ninth street sald yesterday
that they had definitely abandoned the
idea that a third person might have
been concerned In the erime. They
have obtalned evidence which, they
declared, proves positively that Mra,
De Cordova was shot and killed by her
chauffeur, Bernard B. Geisaler of 301
Wesnt Eighty-fourth street, who then
fired two bullets (nto his own brain,
causing wounds from which he died
early yesterday in a New London hos.
pital. A wverdict to thle effect Is ex-
pected to-morrow when Coroner
Franklin H. Brown of Gales Ferry
holds the Ingquest.

Benjamin H. Hewitt, county prose-
cutor of Rtonington, said yesterday
that the motive for the crime was an
uncontrollable and unreturned Infatua-
tion which Gelssler had developed for
Mre. De Cordova. This theory, as well
as the opinlon of the authorities, that
Getsaler first shot Mrs. De Cordova
and then killed himself, has been ac-
cepted by the dead woman's husband,
Arthr De Cordovi, mocording to a
statement made yesterday by HiN ate
torney, George Young Bauchle of 5k
Chambers street. The lawyer sald that
neither he nor Mr. De Cordova could
condelve of any other motive than a
hopeless infatustion.:

Maniox, Ohlo, July 13. — Charging
that President Wilson still {a In com-
plete control of the policies and pro-
gramme of the Democratic party, Sen-
ator Harding accepted to-day the Dem-
oeratic challenge to a fight on “the
lesue of “whether we shall have four
years more of Democratic readiness to
surrender the Republic.”

The Senator had announced that he
would be In seclusion, finishing his
sfleech of acoeptance, the rest of the
week, But when he read that the
Democratic nominees had decided to
make ratification of the League of
Nationa without reservations the dom-
inant issue of the campalgn he
emerged long enough to make the most
vigorous and belligerent declaration
that has been issued gince the cam-
palgn opened.

Significance in Statement,

The significance of Benator Har-
ding’s statement was enhanced by the
fact that nothing of the sort was ex-
pected from him, at least for soma
time. But he has been following re-
cent events very closely, and appar-
ently was unwilling to wait for his
speech of acceptance to declare him-
solf regarding what the Damocratic
leaders have declded to make the
paramount Issue. This is what he sald:

Columbuys  despatches describing
the conference between the Demo~
eratic nominees for President and
Vice-Prégident on Monday say that
Gov, Cox left it to the Vice-Presi.
dential nominse to maks known the
conclusion  reached. And, thus
authorised to speak for both of them,
the Vice-Presidential nomines stated
that he considered the League of
MNations one of the dominant lssues
of the campalign, not only in the Hast
but In the West. He expectad to
make his campalgn chiefly on the
League of Natlons issue.

S0 we have the complete proof that
Prestdent Wilson has and foresd
ascceplance of his paramount [ssue
The party machinery has been laken
over by the Tammanys of New York,
New Jersey and Indlana, but Presk
dent Wilson has forced his {stus on
them. He has but one concern, and
that |s the vindleation of his forelgn
poliey, first by his party, later by the
country.

The Democratic campalgn Is golng
to harnesa the party absolutaly to
the Administration policy of ratifica-
without protection to American Inter-
esls. Should the Democrta win, the
league would be ratified and Amer-
fea would become at once a party to
the twenly-one wars now going on In
the world. European leaders have re-
peatédly explained that It is Impos-
sible for the League of Natlons to
function effectively mo g aa the
Unfted States has not retified. The
obvious Implication fa that when the
United States ratifies, the league
will proceed to settle up these mat-
ters; to enforcs its authority’in the
confllet between Poland and Russia;
to sottle the Adriatie troubles, comse
pel pence botween Turkey and Greece,
assume responsibility for pacification
of the whole Near East and Middie
East.

All this éannot be done unlesa the
league employs force. America would
have to contribute {ts army and
navy. President Wilson has urged
noceptance of a mandate for Armenia
which the Harbord Misslon found
would require us to employ a great
army and pour out money by hun-
dreds of milllona Congress over-
whelmingly refused, and the country
has sustalned It o0 Insistently that
even the Ban Franclsco convention
did not dare Indorse the mandate.
Yot that mandate would hardly be
more than an intimation of the inany
world fung conflicts mto whjch
America would be projected by ratifi-
cation of the leagus without rigidly
safeguarding reservations.

The President demands a campaign
on this Issue; tha Democratic plat-
form makes the lsaue paramount, and
finaily the Demoeratic candidates un-
qualifisdly acquiesce.

Commission Will Embargo
Dealers Who Are Slow in
Unloading Cars.

RAILWAY CHIEFS WARNED

Must Stop Their Abuses of Re-
consignmen ts—Building
Trades Win Points.

Bprolal to Tum Bow axp New Youx Hmaars.

Wasninaron, July 18, — The Inter-
state Commerce Commission extended
to-day the effective period of Its
order No. 7 giving priority to coal in
the placement and movement of open
top freight cars. At the same time the
commisaion modified the order through
the issuance of a supplemental order,
No. 9, providing for the embargoing of
consignees who fall to unlond coal In
twenty-four hours; for the placement
and dellvery of cars to meet emargency
requirements of public utilities, schools,
hospitals and other institutions, and
for tha elimination from the general
order of flat bottom cars with slatted
sides or asides not more than 36 inches
high. These latter cars are sultable
for the shipment of sand, gravel and
construction materials.

Executives Are Warned.

With the Issuance of ita now order
the commission served notice upon the
rallway executives of the country that
they must stop the abuse of the re-
consignment privilege with regard to|
coal cars. In a letter to Daniel Willard |
as head of the executlves’ operating
committee the commission sald:

“The sltuation demands Immediate
and careful consideration with a view
to action which will remedy abusea
abundantly shown to exist. 'We refer
to the provisions contained in the tarifls
of the carrlers permiiting the general
or promiscuous reconsignment of care
under load of coal. . .

“As an emergency proposition it seems
to ua that the carriers should at once |
take stepn to bring the practice down
to an unavoldable minimum.”

The Tetter then stated that the coms
misalon would not go Into tho question
of Ita power or authority under the
transportation act to Issue general or.
ders or {tself take remaedial action, as it
seems that the carriers of thelr own |
initlative should Immediately take steps,
to rectify conditlans and to meet the
myrud of conflicting conditionn arising.
