He fired
two"' shots before Wilson could use his
gun. One bullet entered the right side
of Wilson's neck, passing through and
burying Itself In the wall. Wilson fell
unconscious, the revolver dropping from
h(s hand.

Cordon telephoned to the Bedford ave-rip- e

police station and told the lieuten-
ant on desk duty there that he had shot
a;man. Detective Joseph Miller vus
aejnt to the store. Ho had Wilson 6cnt
to1 the Williamsburg Hospital and arr
rented Gordon on a technical charge of
fojonioua assault. When he found, how-
ever, that tho storekeeper had a per-
mit to keep a revolver he released him
and ordered him to report to the police
station If Wilson died.
