ZFFECTS OF PROHIBITION.

Jails nor Hospitals Haie Yet
Become Useless.

To TH Srx AXD Kzw YOEK Hz&Ata:
The tetter of "K. A. M." out the
rash conclusions drawn br the advocates (

of prohibition from the Increase of bank
depotlts Is Interesting. Equally incon-

clusive became uafrared are the claims
mad that prohlbftfcu has already suc-

ceeded in emptying th jails and causing
criminal courts to adjourn sine die for
lack of prisoners to be placed on trial.

I do not know how far. If at all, offi-

cial statements support this apparently
extravagant claim, but I do know from
personal experience that the calendar of
our local criminal courts are as con-

gested as usual and if there Is any emp-
tying of Jails It must be temporary or
due to causes unrelated to the use of
Intoxicating drink. It Is very apparent
that many criminal offences are ia no
manner related to or caused by indul-
gence In alcoholic beverages. Such
offences as petty larceny, robbery, bur-
glary, deliberate murder and crimes
growing out of business relations, such
as fraud, obtaining money under false
pretei.ces, forgery and embezzlement,
cannot be said to b due In any direct
manner to the excessive use of alcoholle
drink. In fact many of tbe crimes men-tlon- d

ar directly opposed, so far( as
their successful accomplishment Is con-

cerned, to the use of llauor.
It ts also frequently stated that pro-

hibition has caused a marked falling off
In the number of hospital cases, and
from this la llkewis argued the great
benefit accruing from the passage ot
prohibitory laws. Her again statistics
are either unavailing or unsatisfactory.

Prohibition indeed brings up many In-

teresting questions. .What, for example.
Is likely to be the result If practical en-

forcement of tbe laws founded oa pro-

hibition Is found Impossible? Or, on th
other hand, what will result It enforce-
ment is found possible? Is the whole
question and the movement which gave
rls to it mrly a temporary phas of
evolution destined to pass away like so
many other forma of social hysteria
which th world has seen, or ia It a per-

manent feature of our evolutionary
growth?

ANOTHER CREAT INDIAN.

ChJfL Pushmataha of tbe Choetaws

Was Jackson's Friend.
To TBS Sex axa Nrw Toss: HzxAza :

Tour editorial artlel cn "Seme Neg-

lected Americans" serves to emphasize
the indifference with which w have
treated the American Indian except la so

far as It has salted our disposition to
abase and condemn him. The great
chief Powhatan is not the only Indian t?
shsm we owe a debt of gratitude.

In 1111 when Teeumseh wllb his
brother the Prophet and their retinae
of Ehawnees cam into the Southwest
Territory to iacfte all the tribes to war
on the white settlers, Pushmataha, chief
of all the Choetaws. met htm In council,
opposed his scheme and defeated his
purpose. Here met two of the greatest
statesmen" of their race and time both
elo-rae- both rulers, both warriors.

After a long and turbulent debate
Pushmataha ordered Tecumseh out of
the Caoctaw country and gave him sai
contruct to the Creex Nation. This visit
precipitated theCreek War. which began
with the massacre of Fort Mlms and
lasted until the battle of the Horse Shoe.

This was the bloodiest encounter for
the number engaged In all history. Out
of 1,000 Creek warriors SOO were counte.1

dead on the field. In this battle Push-

mataha with his Choctaw army Joined
General Jackson and fought with signal
gallantry. Without this augmentation
to Jackson's small force there might
have been told another tale.

When the troops under General Clai-

borne at Fort St Stephen's were short
of toaA Pushmataha sent corn out of the
granaries of his country, for which so
eharze was ever mad. Nor did he ren
der any bill for the services of his peopl

la peace or war. His only reward was
the friendship of Jackson and a commit
sloa In the United States Army. It was
his boast that no white man had ever
met death at the hands of a Choctaw.

This wonderful man died In Washing
ton in Hit and Is buried there. His
mission there was to oppose the cession
of the Choctaw lands to the Federal
Government, which was accomplished In
lllO by th terms of the Dancing Babbit
treaty. General Jackson treated him or
this visit with distinguished considera-

tion. On his deathbed his last request
bis nephew Okalahoma. who succeeded
m. was: "Tell them to Are the big guas
