have been salled .in the defence of the historic trophy, Yet in apite of
the dafeat thers In no reason for the development of peasimism with regard
to the ultimate success of the Yankee seventy-flve footer. On the con-
trary, yesterday's contpst, as far as It was a contest, brought forth many
factors on which America may bulld hopes for the defeat of the Shamrock
IV. The challenger proved herself a fast boat, but she was not the ghost
in light airs which advance reports had made her out to be. At least she
was not & ghost when compared with the easy moving Resalute.

When the Resolute suffered the accident which forced her to with-
draw ahe had salled about fourteen and a half miles—not quite half the full
distance, Hhe was half a mile ahead of the Shamrock IV.—that in apite
of the faot that the "challenger had been expected to outfoot the defender
on the windward half of the journey under conditions such as those which
obtalned, At Umes the Dritish sloop was very aluggish. Tha Resolute
beat the challmger boat for boat. When you reallze that the Shamrock
IV. must allow the Resolute 6§ minutes 40 seconds the task of ths Lipton
craft assumes truly herculeah proportions. Last night not & single expert
who had seen the two craft In action could be pinned to a statement of
belief that the Shamrock IV. can beat the defender under the handiéap.
The first race has gone to the challenger, but the series still in an open
affalr,

Prior to yesterday's affalr the Resolute was the favorite at 1 to 2, with
the batting very light—in fact, by far the lightest in the history of the
Cup defence. With the Shamrock IV, in possession of the first race the
challenger now should become the favorite, and the odds ought to be 5 to T,
But It remains to ba se¢n to-day whether there will be any aoction even
at even money. /

Adams Easlly Had the Beiter of Burton.

While & small majority of the experts who saw the race belleved that
the crew of the Resoluts had a bit the better of that of the Bhamrock IV,
there was in reality very little to chooss between them. The Americana
appeared to do their work with greater despaich, but for what the English-
men had to do they hardly suffered by comparison, Mr, Adams, who handled
the Resolute, proved himself the better skipper, Mr. Burton suffered him-
self to be outmanmuvred, and on one odcasion at least the Briton was guilty
of an error. Just before they came off Beabright Mr. Burton, for some
reason known only to himaself, broke tacks and went off on the port tack,
while the Resolute held to the starboard. That mistake cost the challenger
at Jkast half a mile, »

However, only half of the first race proved a race and it may be a
littla too earily to ‘pass judgment on men and boats. Thers still are four
Taces on the schedule, and a lot may happen In them. The defeat of the
defender puts America, for the ‘first time, on what may be termed t' o
defensive. It will Imcrease interest In the contests.

When the Livonls Beat the Defender Columblia.

In view of the defeat of the Resolule it will be of interest to review
the circumstances which led to the only other defeat of a defender. It was
on Oc¢tober 18, 1871, In the third contest 6f the third defence of the Cup,
that the Livonia, the Britlsh challenger, of 380 tons, beat the Columbla, a
centreboard boat of 220 tons, over the New York Yacht Club course In
the bay. The series was declded on the basis of best four out of seven, and
the Columbia took the first two races. The N. Y. Y. C. committes then
decided to send some other boat into the third contest. The crew of the
Columbia then went off on a celebration—Mr. Volstead's pet amendment
was not in force in those days. On the following day the N. Y. Y. C.
officlals declded that, after all, they would call on the Columbia agaln,

They had quits a time gathering the crew and gettfng the Columbla
ready. After a long series of delays the race was started and the defender
was second all the wgy., She went to pleces. First ahe carrled away her
flving jib. Then her steering gear carried away and when that was repaired
she carried away her maln topmast staysail sheet. The race was a dis-
grace from the American viewpoint and the Columbia was beaten by 105
minutes 10 seconds on corracted time, which was a fine showing when the
clrcumstances are considered. '

That finished the Columbis. Two days later, for the fourth race, the
committes callsd on the Bappho, a kesl bhoat of 310 tons, to defend the
Cup. This time the Eivonia was nol in the hunt. And she was no better
off in the fifth race, which also went to the Sappho, and with it the seriea
That series aroused oconsiderable rancor, for Mr., Asbury, owner of the
Livonia, claimed one of the races by default, Ha \got no support even In
England. ’

The Resclute's fallure {o finlsh was only the fourth happening of
that character in the Cup's history. The Valkyrle III. withdrew in the
final contest of 1895, against the Defender. The Shamrock carried away
her topmast and withdrew from the second race against the Columbia In
1899, and the Shamrock’ 1I]. fafled to finlsh In the last racd with the
Rellance in 1903,
