The executive conference will be re-
convened to-morrow morning, accord-
ing to B. M. Jewell, who representod
the beotherhoods in the hearings bo-
fore the board. When a denlsion has
beent rénched by this body the opinion
will be reported back to the Grand
Counell. Members of the council after
an careful digest of the contents of
the award and the suggestions of the
executive committee will make formal
recommendations to the membership,
These rocommendations will be ap-
proved or refected by the rank and fle
of the union membership in a natim-
wide referendum wvote.

Labor Leaders Disantisfled.

General dissatisfaction over the pro-
vislons of the award prevalled among
labor leaders to-night. There 18 no
menace of an immedlate rall strike,
however, as tha plebisclte among the
mambershly will require- fully a month,
kigh officinls said te-night.

Considernble disagreement concerning
the probable attitude of the workers
toward the award was volced In the meet-
ing of the executives to-night. From
an unimpeachable source It was learned
that the officlal representative of the
telegraphers and maintenance of way
men had expressed the opinion that
thelr conatituencles would be opposed
to the award. The locomotive engineers
and shopmen, on the other hand, were
reported by thelr delegates to favor the
deelnion,

Retronctlve pay {ncreases aggregat-
ng $800,000,000 a year—approximataly
half the amount demanded by the or-
renized railroad workers of Amerlea—
wore granted by the Tabor Board in Iis
long awalted declsion fixing tha wages
of 1,804,257 members of sixteen rallroad
eralta

Tha workers had demanded the ad-
ditlon of $1,200,000,000 to the railronds'
payroll. The board “split the difference,”
fisappointing the workers and perhaps
precipltating widespread labor trouble.

The serlousness of the situation was
Ircreased by the fact that detailed “ad-
vance” publications of the new scales
Were not anly all wrong but also higher
than the inoreases actuslly awarded.
