Bur this is not all; it 1s not any-
thing like all. There must be more
traffic rate lneregses by other hunp-
dreds of @iliions to take care of pre-
vious wage Increases under Govern-
ment managewent not adegquately pro-
vided for In the Government's in-
ereased rates; there must be wore to
meot the higher labor cosls In every-

'mﬁi a rallrond uses or does.

Wheg n ralirond buys coal now it
must pay for the higher labor costs o
the coal. When 1t buys steel raus I
must pay for the higher labor cosis n
the ralls, When It buys locomotives,
freight onrs and passenger onrs |t
must pay for the higher labor costs
in the rolling stock. When a ratlvond
buss anything, from a bridge or 4
terminal to axle grense or cotton
waste, It wust pay “for the higher
Inhor costs In lt—with esery penny
of the Lills, ns we have sald, sent to
the American public.

It was only a few years ago that
elaptrap politicians In amd oround
the rollway ronks and feather bralns
oritslde of them were haronguing the
Amerienn people for Government own-
ership aml operation of the roads so
as to bring down e public's cost of
transportation.  Now, after some two
yaars of Governmenl lnanagement,
with the labor union lenders dictating
policies, numbey of employees, wagea
and hours, the pullic's cost of meet-
ing the diraCt rallway payrolls alone
1= hundreds M millions of dollars a
year more than the public's total rost
of transportation was not long before
the war!

Then the whole cost of maintalning
and operating the Amerlean rallway
Evstem was not much wore than three
billions of dollurs i yenr, pald for by
the Amerlean people’s frelght bllls
and passenger fures, To-day the an-
oual railrond puyvoll alene s around
four biltions of dollars u year. And
the end Is not yet In sight.

This is why the American people
at this mowent will sit up and toke
goorl notlée of the announcement of
the Pennsylvanla Rallroad thae it will
loy off 12,000 men in its eastern op-
eriting division because they nre not
earuing thelr pay and are not needed.

Any one with half un eye must have
noted by this time that Eoginnd and
France are uow using plaln language
and displaying nge old rivairy in thelr
struggle for extension of Influence In
the Near Fast, The Near East I8 not
the most lmportant problem with
which England and Framnee bave to
denl, but the developments of fecent
werks have linked the Turkish, Sy-
rian aml Perstan questions up with
the Ruwian and German vegotlations,
The entire European and Near East-
eru programimes of both England and
France jire for the first time assuming
q detinite shape.

The question of recognizing Russln
amd reopening tmde with ber nan
very little conneetlon with the Neur
East question until a short time ago
wien Bolshevik troops appeirsd [n
the reglon between the Black and
Casplan soas, and Invaded Pergian
territoay. Aw the Englleh have henvy
Interests (o that region, through the
Malkop Combine, the Anglo-Persian
Ol andd other compunles, the invasion
give Persia what she thought the right
to call on England for protection. Con-
sequently an appenl was addressed by
Persin to the League of Notions ask-
ing for aid. Quite anomalously word
came from Lowdon that Instead of
Joinlng to protect I'ersin the mem-
bers of the Lengue might be culled
on to recognize Husslo. The League,
howevar, ‘ndjourned without taking
any actlon elther to protect Persin
or to recognize Russla,

Since the League of Natlons sooth-
Ing syrup for Burcpean lils was thus
rejected, things have happened thick
and fast. The busy little Welshman
of Downing Street contrived to tempt
Russin away from Persia by a4 prom-
ise of relieving Russin of the Pollsh
swar and of reopening trade with her.
It wns aectually possible after this ex-
change of confilences for England to
withidraw her forces from Georgla
nnid Azerbnijnn nud leave these young
republics to the tender care of the
Soviets.

The hope of mankind that the last
great war han been fought, 8ir Auckiand
sald, could be turned by the newapaper
writers of the English speaking world
either to cruel mockery or advance
toward realization.

Mutual understanding between the
British commonwealth of nations and the
Unitedl States matters more to the Eng-
lith mpeaking people and to the world
than anything eles at tho present time,
8ir Auckland declared, becauss without
understanding thers oun be no friend-
ahip and without friendehip thera can be
no cooperation.

“Would 1t e In you Intorest, would
it be lesu vostly for you to effect the ex-
pansion of your forelgn trade In the
tocth of Nritish opposition?’ asked the
Ambassador, *Wanld It pay you lem if
you effected It In reasonable cooperation
with us?

Would it help you to find dif-
ficultiens largelsy of your own ereation or
reactions to your actions in Canada,
Australin, Now Zealand, South Afriea, in
Indin, and In every land in whirh the
British flag fles an weil as In every land
I which the British trader dovs busi-
nest  and the Hritish  banks  have
branches? Would it harm you ta find
friends thers and have to meet only the

created by a fecling of Amarican ek of
friendliness?

STATE MAKES RECORD
PURCHASE OF RADIUM

Will Be Used in Research for
Malignant Disease.

Atnany, July 20.—The purchase by
#ho State of two and one-quarter grams
of radlie, the largeet eommerdial trans-
wctlon of its kind ever made, and the
first purchase of radium by any State|
for m purposs of social utility, was an-
nounced to-day by Gov. Smith. The
acquisition of the radlum was made pos.
sible through an  appfoprintion of
$228,000 by the 1020 Legislature.

Tho radium will be umed for resenrolt
work In behalf of the New York State
Institute for Mallgnant Dlgease, under
the directlon of Dr, H. R, Gaylord and |
his staff in Buffalo. 1t Is an American
product mined in the Colorado desert.
The two and one-quartér grarhe of ro-
dium was extracted from &35 tons of
carnotite ore, brought acrosas the conll-
nent In twenty-one ears. An equal bulk
of coal and eheimlcals was ployed to
reduce the ore to a con ted mass

of two and one-quarier grame.
