Hitherto the bus lines operated
under ihe direction of one of Mayor
Hryuax's Commissioners In New York
have been run under clrcumstances
which have puzzled all eltizens who
belleve that whatever the municl-
pality does should be doné ln accord-
snce with law, An attempt has been
made to justify the experiment in
munleipally controlled transportation
systems on the theory that the sus-
penslon of street car service created
an emergency which required extraor-
dinary measures of relief. Obviously
this would mot hold where the new
lius lines competed on the same streets
with passenger carrying corporations
holding franchizes regularly and le-
gally granted to them. Nor would
the emergency plen, even though It
were once admitted, continue wvalld
' indefinitely. '

Ilnes started under Mayor Hyrax's
authority, and this application of the

law to the transporiution situation
wiy have been the eause of the
Mayor's appeal last June to Governor |

munlcipally own nnd opérate moter
tus lines generally in such parta of
the clty as there is necwsity there-
for."

Mayor HyLax's letter (o Governor
Syuire bas not yet been answered by
the Governor.  Whether he will feel (t
necessary and desirable to convoke
the Loegislatura for the putpose Mayor
Hyrax has o mind 1§ a4 quemoa not
pasy to answer. Whethgr the Legls
lature having convened would look
with favor on the scheme of munielipal
ownership and operation is another
question to which ao affirmative an-
gwer |8 not certain to be given. With
the defleits of municipally owned and
operated ferries as a standing exhibi-
tion of just what s meant by publie
ownership of publle utilities before
it, with the record of Federal opera:
tlon of the fallroads to iluminate It
deliberatlons, the Legislature Is llkely
to go slow In pceepting the Hylan
project. Government control of pub-
le utilitles has been sanipled gener-
ously by the United States, and no
sane cltizen likes it.

Hyrax's letter, however, which {4
wholly encouraging. It reveals a rec-
ogultion In City Hall of the impoks!-
bility of continuance of present den-
ditions.

OLD INDIAN FORTRESS.

Archmologlst , Uncovers Anclént De-
fedees In Tennessee,

From the Brisfol Mérald-Cotriér.

Whit are belisved ta ba the ruins of
an old Indian fort, existing perhaps
prior to the advent of the white man,
were diecoverdd recently on the farm
of Franikk McGavock, near Naahviile,
Tennesses, by Professor W. B Myer,
archealogist. The ground® on whith the
archmologlet uhdovéred the rults werh
explored préviously by Professor A. W,
Putnam of Harvard Unliversity. Ha
falled to discover anything st Lhat tiine
with the exc#btion of a central meound
within the walls of the fortification.

The #lta of the anclent fort, which was
planed on the top of a high biuft com-
manding the jungtion of the Cumberland
and Stors rivers_ has naver bésn cultl-
vated and {8 now a bédutiful biud grase
pasture. Mr. Myer found thérs distinet
traces of the eastern breastworks of tha
fort, witt in which hé found the wigwam
clrales and n large mound, tha latter
near he edgs of tha bluf, Thia Iy the
mound that Professor Putnam explored
In 1870,

‘rhia fort,” sald Mr. Myér, “wad not
intended ak a parmaneht village but was
used only In case of dangsr or atiack,
thdiah fariers had telr wigwams ih the
ufrounding woodk And along thé banks
of the two rivers. In case of attack
from other iribes a signal fre placed on
the edgn of the high bluff would have
every family #ithia the fort Wwithin
twently minutea’

Certaln indications of the villages syr-

rounding the fort wers found by Mr.

Myer. Théte are many Indldn graves
In this vlelnity, and the kitchen refuse of
(hé Indians, such as mussel shells, are

stitutlon and discuss it fully and fun-
damentally,

In llke manner I intend to discuss
matters of profound importance to the
future of the country, such as the eov-
enant of the League of Natlons and
Amarican international obllgations, the
fincal policy of the Government, includ-
Ing governmental expenditures and the
taxing of the peaple; the growth of the
burenucratic symtent sgnd Its tendency
toward State mulk; the enforce-
ment of tha national prahibition amend-
ment, the encouragement of agriculture,
recent rallway legislation and the future
of the rallroads, the relations between
smployer and employee, the problem off
the natlonal defence and doubtlesa othel
matters of impartance to ths welfare
and security of the country.

To be perfecily frank I have never
thought much of jolnt debates In polit-
lcal campalgns, They have not seemed
to mo to accomplish anything. I belleve
It wiser for esch candldate to discuss
the lssues In his own way and In his
own time. ‘The whole campalgn will
constitute, as it were, & joint debate
and every utterance of the candldates
will receive that degrés of publleity
which it deserven, And o, without la-
tending the sllghtest discourtesy and
in the bellef that we can better set
forth our convictions and our proposu's
fn the usual way, 1 beg leave to decline
your invitation,

With respect to your obsarvations
concerning the recommendation of o
candidate for Senator at the Btate con-
ventlon permit me to aswure you that
I have neither requestsd nor suggested
that 1 be recommendad by tha convan-
tlon as the party's candidats, Awn far
as I am aware no delegates to the con.
vention are pledged Lo propose sui &
recommendation. Indedl, the dalegates
from my home county, Livingston, are
