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FOOD PROFITEERING

Generous Crop Season Fails to
Halt Advances, U, §. Re-
port Shows,

O'MALLEY I8 DISCOURAGED

Enows There's ‘Unbridled
Uouging,’ but Doesn’t Know
How to Stop It.

| Notwithstauding this Is summer and
by natural law a less costly peried than

barren winter time, the latest charta
and tables lssued by the United States
Department of Labor show the price of
the twenty-two staple articles of food
on which the Government's tables are
based have risen § per cent. since Jan-
uary 1, And local dealers admit the
Qovernment ls quite right about it and
that food in golng higher,

The same reports from the Depart-
ment of Labor, arriving in New York
yesterday, show that minoce May 15
twanty-three common articles of food—
sugar, ham, beef, polatoes, bananas,
corn meal, eggw, flour, macarenl and
the like—nave increased In price from
1 to 7 per cent. Since June, 1813, thess
food urticles have climbed anywhere
froth 40 to 100 per cent The survey
has to do with retail coats only. In
numerous cases the moreases amount to
200 per cent.

The tables show ,potatbes now cost
606 per cent. more to the retall pur-
chaser than they did In the normal days
of 1913. In only two c¢ities has the
oont of food falled to double Itself mince
1913-—Jacksonville, 58 per cent, and
Lo# Angeles, 85 per cent. In New York
the cost of food Is still ascending. It
has jumped 2 per cent sines May 16
of this year, making & total Increase of
116 per cent. since 1913,

Edwin J. O0'Maliey, Comminsloner of
Publlec Marketls, says unbridied prof-
iteering ls practised with Impunity here
and elsewhers and that elther there are
no laws to suppress the profitcers and
speculatora or it ls too difficult and
time consuming to resort tg them. Mr
O'Malley says that the cost of Iabor,
transportation and the insufficlency of
both are secondary causes of the atlil
climbing ma'rkets.

With all the foregoing bad news di-
gestod, think how pleasurabla eating in
Madagascar must be. Heports arriving
yesterday have It'that the best prime
beef Is to be had In any quantity down
fn Madagasear for thres and a halfl
ecenls a pound. Rlce costs one and a
half cents a pound; pineapples balf o
cent each and lobsters two cents, And
yvet the American and tha British up-
lifters are trying to teach tha folk of
Madagascar how to llve happily.

TEXTILE UNION DROPS

Sees No Legal Way to Force
Mills to Reopen.

A decision not to attempt to obtain an
Injunction agalust the American Woolen
Company plants in New England to
compel resumption of operation wax
reached yesterday In this eity by the
executive board of the United Textile
Workers of America,

John Golden, president of the union,
announced that the closing of the Amer-
ftcan Woolen Commpany mills had been
Investigated carefully, and that thou.
sands of operatives were suffering be-
cause of the shutdown, but there seemed
to be no legal remedy.

“It was the opinlon of the hoard that
It would he not only very difficult but
almost Impossible to secure auch an
Injunction,' sald Mr, Golden. “Further-
more, we are not In favor of ndopting
the Injunction method In labor matters.”

A request suggesting a petition for a
court order was made to the executive
board by Local 1061, at Providence, R. I.
Mr. Golden sald the woolen company
ham besn making large profite, and
there are no circumstances that war-
rant closing at thia time. Ho declired
to reveal the findings of the board ns to
the causes of the shutdown,
