The civil Governor of East Prussia re-

ported that nn attack on East Prussia
was unlikely, but that developments wero
being watched closely and all precau
tions taken. Relchswchr troops had
been concentrated at what was regarded
as the danger point, ho said.

The Governor pointed out that these
measures wero mado difficult by tho fact
that the Interallied Commission was the
controlling authority In tho plebiscite re-

gion and that permission for German
troops to enter the region had not yot
been granted. Meantime, he said, the
local security police and mounted de
tachments were being reenforced and
were acting as frontier guards.
