JAPS IN BUSINESS
ROUSE NORTHWEST

Serious Friction Near, Wash-
ington Governor Says.

Seattle, 'Wash., July 21. Pacific
Northwest residents art becoming exor
cised over increasing prominence of Jap-

anese in business QoV, U F, Hart to-

day told the House Immigration and
Naturalization Committee, which Is here
Investigating the Japanese Immigration
situation. The Governor said there wero
prospects f serious friction unless an
amlcablo adjustment would be made.

"Our people aro not satisfied with
present conditions," Gov. Haft declared.
He asserted that the next State Legisla-

ture would b asked to pass a hill mak-
ing more effective a State constitutional
provision forbidding ownership of lnnd
by aliens, particularly those ineligible to
citizenship.

Judge Thomas Buike, p'oneer Seattle
business man, who has been decorated
by the Japanese Emperor, testifying to-

day, declared he thought Immigration
legislation should be approached In a
spirit of friendship rather than antag-
onism toward Japan, Ho praise d the
Japanese for tholr Industry and thrift,
but said a limit should be placed on the
number admitted to this country.

FOR PRESIDENT OF CHILE.

Alcksnndrl Gets Majority of Two
In Electoral Collese.

Santiago, Chile, July 26. Arturo
Alessandrl, nomlnco of tho Liberal Al-

liance for the presidency of tho republic,
received a majority of two votes over
Luis Karros Borgono, Liberal Unionist,
lit the balloting of the election yester-
day. The final stage in the elections
will be reached August 30, when a Joint
session of Congress wilt study tho re-

sult and proclaim tho successful candi-
date.

Tho long drawn out procedure was
embodied In the constitution to meet
the old conditions of communication.

JAPANESE IN SIBERIA

Indefinite Occupation Result
of Military Decision.

Tokio, July 6. The decision of Japan
to occupy the Siberian littoral until the
establishment of a responsible Itusslan
Government which wilt, enable a satis-
factory settlement of the Nlkolalevsk
"massacre," is regarded by tho Japa-
nese newspapers ns an Important de-

velopment of tho Siberian policy, tanta-
mount to Indefinite occupation of north-
ern Saghallen and the Nlkolalevsk
region by Japan.

FRANCE FEES WHEAT PRICE.

Senate I.mv Places Limit nt 100
Francs a Qnlnlnl.

Paris, July" 26, The Senate y

adopted a law regulating tho price of
wheat, tho rate fixed being 100 francs a
quintal. The law carries amendments
requiring approval by tho Chamber of
Deputies.

It was said the Government expected
control Of wheat to cease at tho end of
tho year, but refused to Include a pledge
to this effect In the law. It Is Intended

POLES STILL RETIRE
ON NORTHERN FRQNT

In South Report Recapture of
Cusiatyn From Reds.

BU iht XuoeUtletl Preti.
WAMAW, July 16. The Poles are still

retiring along the northern front, In the
Grodno region, but are putting up n
strong rcslstanco as thoy fall back, ac-

cording to official pmmunlquo
from headquarters. In the extreme
south the recapture of Guslatyn from tho
Soviet forces is reported. The statement
reads:

"The enemy continued his attack yes-

terday In tho vicinity of Grodno, tho
Poles retiring but resisting strenuously.
The Bolshevlkl havo occupied Kurnlcc.
Heavy hostllo pressure forced Polish re-

tirements west of the niver Zelva, along
tho Slonlm highway, and In the region
of ItadzwIlloV.

"On tho ZbrUcs yesterday the enemy's
attack resulted in tho occuaptlon of
Volochysk, which the Poles) have been
defending for a week, In the Volochysk
sector In gohoral tho heavy attacks havo
caused tho Poles to recede, but to tho
south of that point they recap turd
Guslatyn, which the Bolshevlkl had oc
cupled."

Nineteen members of the special Brit
Ish and French missions scat hero to
look Into Poland's military situation
and to confer with tho Government .au
thorltles arrived In Warsaw yesterday
One of tho fluat Questions Placed bofon
the mlslsons Was that of the disposal of
war materials ior Poland, which have
Just arrived at the port of Danzig and
which the worklngmen aro refusing to
unload In order to prevent Poland get-
ting them. The dock laborers and Sovlot
emissaries In Danzig are distributing
anti-Polis- h propaganda.

London, July 26. The Bolshevik troops
r.ave occupied a number of villages on
the right bank of the River Zbrucs. ac-
cording to a communique Issued nt Mos
cow yesterday and received here

"In the Volochysk region," tho state
ment says, "our troops forced tho Blver
Zbrucz northward of Voloehyek. Dur
Ing the fighting wo occupied a number
oi villages on the right bank of the river,
In the direction of Grodno our Advance
south of the Hlver N lemon continues sue
cessfully."
