going commercial advertisement often
produce extraordinarily effective sing-

ing. As the accompanying instrument
to community singing the organ is pos-

itively unrivalled.
Organs are naturally selected by

Individuals and organizations for
erection as memorials, and the monu-

ments of this nature whicb have been
built and are building hare greatly
increased the proportion of fine in-

struments in the country. It should
be borne in mind that a organ
need not be a large organ physically.
The problem of the builder is to lit

the instrument to tbe room In which
it is to be used. The musics1! possi-

bilities of n relatively small or me-tliu-

sized instrument enlist the skill
of the most accomplished organist,
nnd the results obtained by an artist
at the keyboard will thrill every lover
of music whatever tbe dimensions of
the mechanism he operates.

I asked the Swede what his opinion
was about prohibition. He laid:

"I limit, it Is the most foolish thing
ths leading class, t could possibly do
lu these unsettled timet. There was
no necessity for It, and It upsets the
people more ihtn a great political
change. Of course this country can
tiik the experiment a hundred times
better than any other, country for the

Imple reason that Americans don't

and light wines are wholasome bever-
ages for almost every normal active man.
as th experience of centuries and of
whole nations clearly proves. Some day
science will find tho reason, probably
what do you call them vltamines or
such stuff. You told me before that you
hae been drinking beer almost every
day for more than fifty years. Is it not
rather tough on you and your stomach
al your ags to break off a lifelong habit
so suddenly?"

I grinned.
"Not much,'1, said , "Every evening

when I put on my slippers, settle In my
armchair, light my long pip and reach
for a good book. 1 havs a big tumbler
of good rosy claret punch standing
alongalds on the table, and I find it
suits my stomach exactly. I am com-
paratively a poor man, but I scraped
enough together to lay In a bit for tint
Itan years. When I am through with
my aupply of claret I have two large
boxes of good Jamaica rum and French
cognao left. A little of this good stuff,
with hot water, three lumps of sugar
and lemon Julca will keep me comforta-
ble for a long time yet."

"Where do you live?" cried the Swede
excitedly. "I have a good mind to for-
get my manners and to Invite myself
to your room."

"You sursly are mot welcome," said
I. shaking hands. "What shall It be.
claret or rum?"

'"um," said he very decisively. "1
can carry a big load decently, so can
my father, to could my grandfather and
before him all the generations back to
ths big, light haired, bluo eyed warriors
who tamped In th forest en bear skins
and kept the big horn with strong mead
going around and around. I am of .the
old ttock of Northmen who always could
drink, fight, lova and "stretching his
powerful arms "work."

"You and your friend come right along
with me," said I enthusiaitlcallj-- , "and
we will make, a night of It."

So we did. And never In my life have
I heard so many Interesting tales about
Calcutta and Hongkong and Toklo and
other far away places as I did that
night listening to the two hardy drink-
ing seafaring men. It was worth ths
bottl of rum, even In prohibition time.
