W. K. VANDERBILT

The esteem in which tha late W. K.
Vanderbilt was held by his associntes in

lowing resolution which was passed at a
special meeting of that organization
called for the purpose and which was
largely nttended ;

"The membera of the Jockey Club In
his native country, as well as those in
Great Britain and on the European Con-
tinent, have learned with sorrow and
sincere regret of the death of William
Kissam Vanderbilt, which occurred at
his residence in Purins, France.
