WasHinagtoN, Aug, 1. — Rate In-
oreases granted the rallroads by the
Interstate Commerce Commission are
designed to give the carrlers an annunl
net operating income of §1,134,000,000,
or $241,000.000 more than the standard
return allowed by the Government,
and baged on the average of the three
venr  period  immediately  preceding
Federal control.

This sum Is $34,000,000 more than
the roads made in thelr record year
of 1815, but is $86,000,000 less than
the total of §1,233,000,000 net operating
income which they sought In present-
ing thelr applications to the comumis-

slon.

Rate experta of the carriers will set
tu work to-morrow ot the tremendous
tusk of preparing the new tarif sched-
ules, which it is planned to file in time
for the increased rales—[reight, pas-
senger and Pullman—to become effec-
five on Beptember 1. On that date the
Government guarantee of the standard
return of $803.000,000 annually will
expire under a provision of the trans-
portation act limiting the gunrantes
10 ¥ix months after the carrviers were
returned Lo private control

Drop In Travel Expected.

Hxperts of the commission and the
carriers will also undertake to flgure the
nctual money return which will acerue
to the rosds from the rate increascs
granted, which are nbout 33 per cent. on
Jrelght rates, 20 per cent. on passenger,
Bxcess baggage and milk rates, and5u
per cent. on charges for space in slecp-
Ing and parior cars.

The actual incrensed amount to be ve-
celved by the roads ne a result of the
rate advances has been roughly estl-
mated at $1,500,000,000, but untll the
new tariffa are worked out and put inia
operation the exact amount |8 proble-
matical, With passenger fares {ncreased
one-fifth and Puliman charges advanced
one-half, pussenger travel probably will
be reduced,

Based on the present pasaenger traffle
these |ncranses are expected to yield the
yoads a return of $277.000,000, nli of
which was sought to help absorb the
wige advance o rallroad workers which
the Railroad Labor Hoard has informed
the commission will work out at §614,-
000,000 Instend of tha §600,000,000, first
estimated. The carrlers have figured
the Increase at $625,000,000, and for the
purposcs of the rate case Lhe commisslon
used the bourd'a flgurcs,

Improvements Made Mandatory,

The satimated net operating income of
$1,184,000,000 which the ronds nre to
recelve as a result of the fare ralses rep-
resents § per cent. on the nggregate
value of the rallroad properties, which
was placed by the commisaslon at $15,-
B00.000,000, or $1,140,000,000 less than
the carrlers’ estimate. Of the total In=-
come recelved by the roads one-half of
1 per cent. of the aggregate value, or
£04,000,600, must be set aslde annually
for additions and bettermenta,

Thus the actual net operating In-
come golng Into the tresmsury of the
carriers would be §1,040,000,000, From
this must be deducted taxessand other
fixed expenses not included in operating
cxpenses before the actusl net income
in determined,  Admittedly, taxes and
most other of such fixed expenses have
fncreased wsinge the pre-war perlod, on
which the standard Government return
ia based.

IrMexico Will Insist on
Maintaining Article 27

MEXICO CITY, Aug. 1.—Arti-
¢le 27 of the Constitution,
dealing with oil properties, as
well as all statutes emanating
from it, will be upheld despite
the efforts of “some outside in-
terests to the contrary,” accord-
ing to a statement by Provisional
President de la Huerta.

Article 27 of the constitution
of 1017 provides for the na-
tionnlization of the natural
wenlth of Mexico and that only
Mexicans and Mexican companies
may receive concessions for the
development of such resources.
It provides for the cancellation
of concessions which have cre-
ated monopolies and for revision
of all concessions granted during
the Porfirio Diaz regime. It is
the article against which foreign
governments and foreign inter-
ests in Mexico have protested so
strongly.

Applications to the State commisslons
are now being prepared by the rallroads
and it s expected by the raflway execu-
fives that the Increases will be granted.
Should any State commission refuse to
authorize them, however, the carriers,
My, Thom sald, will procesd under the
transportntion smct and ask a hearing
before the Intorstate Commerce Coms
mission to determine whether the exist-
ing Intrastate State yatea are discrim-
inatory  or prejudicial  to  inteérstate
commenrge,

It wis polnted out by Mr. Thom that
three representatives of State commis-
slons sat with the Federal commlssion
during the public hearings on the wp-
pliention of the curriers. They wlill
mike reports to the State commissions
and Mr. Thom sald It was thought that
their opinfons would have weight with
the State bodies,

Bince the Increases In passanger, Pull-
man, excess baggage and milk rates
were made genernl for the entlre coun-
try by the Federal comnrisston, the rall-
ronds will nak for corresponding In-
creases In cach State. The percentage
of advances In Intrastate frelght rates
which the roads will request, howeyver,
will eorrespondd to the percentage au-
thorlzed in the territory In which the
State s located.  Thus Increases re-
quested In Eastern State would he 40
per eent, In Southern SHtates, 25 per
cent.; In Western States, 35 per cent.,
