COLVER OPPOSES

Sees Two Objections to Its
Use in Export Trade.

‘WasHINGTON, Aug. 6.—~The proposal
that the Government authorize a “Na-
tlonal trade mark"” for all American ex-
port goods was opposed by Willlam B.
Colver of the Federal Trade Commis-
#lon, In an address to-night before the
summer school for Pan-American and
forcign commerce. Two objections were
cited by Commissionsr Colver: First
that such & mask would seem to put
stamp Qf equality on infarior goods, and
second, t the value of private trade
marks would be lessened.

“If thess objections can be met,” he
added, "a natlonal trade mark may be
made of the greatest ald and value te
American business. If the nutional
trade mark shall not ba the substance
but the symbol, and f tha substance be-
hind the symbol shall be the pledge of
the nation. then that trade mark will ba
ralged to the dignity of belng the seal
of natlonal honor and will commnand re=-
spect—which means good will in the
uttermost markets of the world,”

L The er reviewed the opera-

tions of the export trade law under
which, he said, forty-four assoclations,
comprising more than 1000 concerns,
now ars engaged actively in forelgn
trade. Criticlam from abroad, Mr. Col-
ver sald, has steadily deereased “mg the
aima, theory and practice of the law
have becoma better understood.”
