thing was wrong. They became panic
strl'-ks- hut they .were packed so close
toRether that they were unable to move.
No one even was Hble to leap from the
bus Vfore the crash that everybody
knew must come when the big car
reached the bottom of the hill. Podner
worked frantically with his steering gear
and made trenuoiis efforts to start the
engine and make the brakes work But
by now he neither could steer the bus
nor check In the least Its progress
down the hill. The passengers screamed
and yelled In fright, hut they were
Standing so close together that they
could do nothing to help themselves.

Half way down the hill the hlg bus
turned sharply to the left, lurched over
the sidewalk curbing and crashed wltji
full force Into a telephone post. The
Side and top of the bus were ripped off
and fiun? nip the street, a mass of
wreckage. The passengers were hurled
to the ground or pinned beneath the
wreck as the bus tonpled over.

France will endeavor to raise a loan
of between 12a. 000,000 and 1 10,000,060,

yesterday on his arrival from Harve
on I,a 1irralne of the French Dine.

of his visit. M ParmcUtler would say
little about detslls. During the after
noon he called at the offices of Maurice
Caganavt, French High t'oimnlsslnnsr.
and It Cist of the French Financial Mis-

sion. He also went to Hie offices of J. P.
Morgan ft Co , with which firm he Is ex-

pected to make arrangements for the
proposed loan He passed Mr Morgan at
sea. as the hanker sailed Saturday to
spend a vacation of six weeks In France
ami England.

"I have the complete data on the
cititation in mv nnrtma ntes ti." he said.

It will all he made public In good
time, hut Just now nothing must be said
except to reaffirm that France Is finan-

cially sound, and by reason of her tax-
ation measure Is making the way clear
to meet her great financial obligation
In October."

The obligation referred to. It Is under-
stood. Is France's share of the Anglo-Frenc- h

loan, which matures In October.

In a statement Issued to the press
Mr. Swann stld the final result of the
injuries received by cilavln appeared
to be quite uncertain, nnd that It was
therefore of the utmost lniiortance that
a statement of Iho circumstances sur-

rounding the case be obtained from
Slavln himself if that were possible.

The leader of the Oinnts. despite the
fact that his team has now hit the trail
for other parts, remained Isolated yester-
day In his West Side apartment, where

a call from August Hasser,
flug, counsel to James S. Shevlln, super-
vising prohibition enforcement agent
Mr. Hassenftttg was accompanied by

AT SLEUTH'S PARTY

Private, Peteetive Who Was

Host Aceused of Assault

Netrro Chauffeur Is Robbed

Andrew Durkln, 27 years old, who de-

scribed himself as a private detective
living In the Onondaga apartments, 746

Klverslde Drive, was held yesterday In

of the Charles street station and
Joseph Heckles, a negro laxlcab chauf-
feur, of 225 West Sixty-secon- street.

While the reason for tho charges
ugalnst Durkln were not made known
In the court, both Sheldrlck and the
negro chauffeur told a member of the
District Attorney's office I story In
which figured a long taxlcab ride, large
quantities of a forbidden fluid, a con-

siderable amount of pistol play anu a
hold-u-

Backlea said he was driving a party
of font men from Rockaway Beach to
this city late Sunday night when they
came upon another machine In which
was Durkln stalled on a Long Isrand
road. Durkln, the negro said, asked a
"lift" to New York and was taken Into
Beckles's car. On the way to the city
the private detective Invited "Beckles's
four passengers to his home, where, It
Is said, he boasted there was hootch

Backlss slso waa Invltsd to
Join the party.

What happened In the Rlverslds DrlvA
apartment was somewhat hasy to the
negro, because, he said, after the first
few drinks he went faet aaleep. How
long he slept he could not ssy, but his
awakening was rsther abrupt A right
to the Jaw sent him reeling to the floor,
and when he glanced up he saw Durkln
standing over him with a pistol In his
hand,-- he said. Bcckles said he did not
remain long In Durkln'e presence, his
retreat to the street being hustened by
half a dosen shots, all of which went
wild.

Despite this Beckles returned to the
apartment house when the smoke had
cleared away and, the four men got Into
his machine. They directed that he
drive them downtowa, and at Charles
street he was ordered to stop the ma-

chine. Glancing at the clock, Beckles
noticed that It registered $40 snd asked
thst they psy. Two of them, the negro
tieclsred, dug Into their back pockets
and pulled nut pistols. Instead of pal-
ing the $40 the men robbed him of $15

snd his watch and chain, the negro ssld!
and then fled.

Beckles urove to the Charles atreet
station nnd told his troubles to Detective
Sheldrlck. The detective rode around
the neighborhood with the chauffeur, hut
the four men had disappeared, so he di-

rected Heckles to drive him to the River-
side Drive apartments. There, Sheldrlck
said, he posted the negro In a downstairs
hallway and prooeeded to Durkln's
apartment. Durkln was at' first reluc-
tant to let him In, the detective stuted,
but finally agreed when told the negro
had been robbed.

"I took a scat." the detective contin-
ued, "and the next thing I knew Durkln
vaa pointing a pistol at me and declar-
ing that If I moved he would blow my
head off. There was nothing I could do
but sit. as he had me covered, and I sat
still for nearly hnlf an hour. I sura
was sweating. It got so that 1 did not
cere whether I lived or died, so I
pleaded with Durkln to shoot or put the
gun away. He would do neither, so I
told him there were two detectives
downstairs and that there waa no use of
his trying to get awa

'Still covering ine with the gun, he
began to get dressed, saying he was go-

ing to surrender hlmsel". He had diffi
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culty In pulling on his pants and latel
the gun on the dressing table. That wss
my chance. I grabbed the gun, but tit
grabbed me and wa both fell In the
floor,"

She hi rick waa rather mussed up In the
scuffle thst followed, as his opponent
