HEARD ROUND THE WORLD

Secretary Daniels Receives Radiogram From Powerful
Built by United States Navy at

The sending of tho

Tho statement that the message was

heard around tho world does not mean
that tho new station has power to
send messages around the cir-
cumference of the globe. Its sending
power Is only about half that distance,
but a message goes east as well as
west, literally meeting Itself at a

half way around tho earth.

Tnese two, witn

captain, were brought here this

PARK TO PARK ROAD
TO BE DEDICATED

Route of 4,700 Mile Highway
to Be Fixed Wednesday.

Washington, Aug. 21. Secretary

We aro
happy to recognize in this powerful
signal a symbol of that force and
sympathetic understanding with
which the voice of France shall bo
heard by Its sister Republic.

Boston, Aug. 21. Signals from the
new Lafayette wireless station In

France were received y at the
Otter Cliffs naval radio station, Bar
Harbor. It was the first transatlantic
test of the French station, which is one
of the most powerful In the world, with
a sending radius of 12,000 miles. Oper
ators at Otter Cliffs said the signals
were excellent.
