The Nineteenth Amendment Is Im-

mediately
A correspondent asks us how It Is,

If the Nineteenth Amendment vests
In the Congress the power to enforce
the general provision regarding
woman suffrage, that without statu-
tory legislation In the exercise of this
constitutional power the extension of
suffrage can be accomplished.

A Bimilar question concerns States
like New Jersey, wherein not merely
tatutory law haa withheld the ballot

from women but the State Constitu
tion Itself has limited the right of

suffrage to male citizens.
The Attorney-Gener- of New Jersey

pointed out on Tuesday that Immedi

ately upon the proclamation by the

Secretary of State of the ratification
of the Nineteenth Amendment all
women of the State who meet other
constitutional requlrementa become
automatically enfranchised nnd en-

titled to vote; that is, without the
need of act of Congress, act of the
State Legislature or even amendment
of the abridgment clause In the State
Constitution. .

This Is a perfectly sound opinion.

It coincides with what The Sun abd
New You Herald said on the sub-

ject last Friday; and It rests directly
upon tha principle of self opera tlon,

without Intermediate enactment, laid
down In the Supreme Court's decision
in the case of the Eighteenth Amend-

ment as recently as last June. Curi-

ously enough, the court's findings to
the matter of liquor prohibition, so
vague In many respects and so lam
entably void of that sort of rea-

soned opinion and dear definition
which the bur and the country had
the right to 'expect, was sharp, con
crete and final tn Its disposition of tha
question of greatest interest subse-

quently raised with regard to the next
amendment in order of ratification.
The sixth conclusion of the court, as
announced by Mr. Justice Van Db--

vAKTrjr or Jane 7, was as follows:

"The first section of the amend-

ment the one embodying the prohi-

bition to operative throughout tha
entire territorial limits of the United
States, binds aU legislative bodies,

utes to the contrary notwithstanding.
There to no need of enactment at
Washington or at any State capital
to give effect to the principle which
the first section em
bodies.

Federal legislation. State legislation,
local ordinances may be needed to
perfect the practical working of the
vastly Increased end considerably
complicated machinery of suffrage
throughout the Union; but that ta
quite a different matter.
